Reserve Battalion, October, 1915; 3rd Canadian Machine Gun 
Corps, 9th March, 1916. Principal actions: Ypres, Somme, 1916; 
Vimy, 1917. Shrapnel wound in the right shoulder, 5th June, 
1919. Machine-gun bullet wounds in both thighs (right leg 
amputated), 9th April, 1917.
