BAPTISMS are attended to each
Sunday and week day (except Satur-
days) from 2 to 5 p.m. in the sacris-
ty. Baptisms should not be brought
on Saturday afternoons, on account
of confessional work, except in case
of urgent necessity.

MARRIAGES.—Parties intending
marriage should see the priest in
charge before deciding on the day
and hour for the ceremony. In this
way manv inconveniences can be
avoided ;

Your marriage may not be the on-
ly one to be arranged for. Many
matiers in connection with a mar-
riago are likely to be known only !
by the priest, and it is your inter-
est as well as your convenience to
aliow bim reasonable time to attend
to them.

Banns are received auwy day from
4 to 5.30 p.m., except on Satur-
days, Sundays and eves of holydays.
Outside of these hours they are re-
ceived only by appointment arrang-
ed beforehand,

Each contracting party should
oring a rellable witness, and when
available, parents are preferred. Ac-
cording to the civil law, the con-
sent of parents is necessary for the
marriage of minors or those under
21 years of age.

Those who are to be married
should go to confession some days
at least beforehand, and tell their
corfessor of their intended marriage,
80 that he may give them advice
and direction suitable to the occa-
sion. They should also ask him for
a certificate of confession, which
they have to present to the priest
who marries them.
