‘“The most important is that relat-
ing to the appointment of a commit-
tee of laymen to undertake a finan-
cial inquiry into the affairs of the
Church, for no less a sum than T s
000,000 is involved, and it is prob-
able that mismanagement more than
anything else has helped to bring
about that clerical poverty which is
admitted on all hands to be the prob-
lem of the hour.”
