The Most Rev. Louis Philippe
Adelard Langevin, Archbishep of St.
Boniface, is the son of Francis T.
Langevin, N.P., and was born at
St. Isidore, Quebec, August 23,
1855. Edueated at the Sulpician
College, Montreal, where he was af-
terwards professor of classics, he
studied theology at the Grand Se-
minary, and was for a time private
T | secrotary to the late Archbishop Fa-
bre. In 1881 he entered -“the Or-
der of Oblats and was ordained
priest ‘the following year. He ‘pro-
| ceeded to Ottawa m 1885, where he
had been appointdd to the chair of
theology in the University, which
he filled for eight years, being also
director of the Grand Seminary and
sub-dean of the faculty of theology.
