Hams, 15¢ to 1e
The steamship Averill, ASHES—Pots, 185 to 500,

| day since then the arriving steamships
| have reported ice, which has drifted to the
southward and eastward, The steamship |
Vandalla, which passed around the ice
| field, February 11, sighted two towering |
hergs about 60 feet in height and 120 and |
200 feet on the sides.
The white Star steamship Germanie,
| from Liverpool, reports that on March 1,
| in latitnde 43° 35 north, longitude 49
| 10 west, she was confronted with a great |
field of ice, and did not reach clear water
| for two hours. This seems to
| that the ice extended for at least twenty-
| five miles. Asno icebergs were seen, it
| is probable that in floating 205 miles to
the southward and about 90 miles to the
eastward they crumbled under the intlu-
once of warmer waters, The Belgian
~ieamship Helvetia encountered a field of
| i and icebergs, and was forced to run to
the southward 80 miles beforeshe got to
clear water. The steamshlp New York
from Bristol, fell in with large fields of
ice and bergs, varying from 60 to 300 feet
in height and ran a south-southeast course
for 160 miles at slow speed before she
found open water. The British steamship
Milanese, from Boston, February 18, for
London, wasso seriously damaged by the
ice on the banks of Newfoundland that
she put back to Halifax for repairs.
