was supplied by the Right Rev. Dr, Me.
Intyre, Bishop of Charlottetown, who
gave as a bospital, for the ure and benefit
of the city, a large house, which had at one
time been His Lordship’s restdence. This
house the blshop, a:sisted by charitable
Catholics of Oharlottetown, furnished, and
the Grey Nuns of Qaebec were invited to
take it in charge, In the month of Sep-
tember, 1579, Sister St. Thomas, with three
Bisters, arrived to make the foundation,
and shortly after the bospital was thrown
open for the admission of the eick poor,
regardless of creed. None but the Sisters
themselves knew the difficulties with
which they had to contend. Among a
people, eminently conservative In mind
and habit, anything new or un-
usual wes unwelcome. The msjr-
fty of the Protestants suspected
the Bishop of deep a1d dark schemes of
proselytizing, and regarded the nune as his
miolstets of evil; the Catholics of the
poorer class, being accustomed only to
uuns in black gowne, looked with suepicion
upon the Sisters of the grey robe,and mis-
trusted them accordingly.

Then, Bister St. Thomas was not con-
versant with the E:glish language nor
with the ways and thoughts of those who
spoke it. She had often to walk by falth
rather than by sight. Again, the founds-
tion was poor, and its enemies, drawn
together by Orange fanaticlem, were daily
sugmenticg in number. Sill, patience
and the pure love of God did wonders,
sud year by year the hospital became
more and more strongly established, and
recelved greater numbers of the sick and
suffering within {ts walls,

After holding the cffice of superior for
a8 lorg a time as the rule of her order
permitted, Sister St. Thomas took the
second porition in the little community,
the number of which had now ircreaced
to #iX Sisters and three Franciscans. Eyen
here her knowledge of the people and
their requirements caused her to be often
in demand In the different departments
of the institution,

In November, 1585, small-pox of the
most terible type broke out in Charlotte
town; its victims were chiefly among the
extremely poor. There wai at first no
hospital nor means of caring for these
poor creatures, who were daily dying
amid the most awful surroundings = At
laet & building, which had been unused for
years, was taken for the purpose, and
within its damp and mildewed walls the
patients were huddled promizcuously and
tended by nurses of questionable sobriety
and ekill, Pubifc comment waxed loud,
Upon the outbreak of the epldemic Sister
St. Thomas avd two other Sisters had
volunteered thefr services as nurses. This
offer had been rejected by the severely
Protestant Board of Health, but when
deaths occurred with awful frequency and
public comment became clamor, the
Board of Health reconstdered
thelr  answer, and accepted the
noble coffer, To the damp ard diswal
abode of foul disease and squalor the
brave Sisters repaired, Sister St. Thomas
the head and directrees of the little band,
With thelr arrival began the relgn of
order, aud the dreadful scenes which had
been of daily occurrence cessed. How
they toiled ! ~The loathsome cflices they
performed, the relief they gave, none but
those who witnessed their work can tell,
They had everything to do,aud they shrank
from nothing, Slster St. Thomas always
in the front, helping, cheering, encourag-
Ing and soothing, all for the love of
the good God. Not until the new
year did they return to the city
hospital, when it was found that Sister St.
Thomas'lunge, always delicate, had suffered
severely from the damp, chili atmosphere
of the amall-pox hospital, Every care
was taken of her, and in the following
July she was transferred to the Convent
at Polnte Levi But the mischlef was done.
An attack of pleurisy and {uflammation of
the lungs hastened the progrees of the
disease, and on the 28'h November, 1886,
she breathed her last in the mother house
at Quebec, in the fifty-first year of her age
aud twenth-seventk of her religlous lite.
In Charlottetewn she will ever be re.
membered with love and gratitude. May
she rest in peace. AN
