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An cxcentlon was about to take place.
Mr, Scott attended the condemned men
and prepercd bhim to meet hie fate, When
the day of exccution was near at hand it
occurred to a Presbyterian minister aud
to the magistrates that it would be
contrary to use and wont, as well as to
propriety, if a Catholic pricst were scen
publicly on the sesff.ld, The priest was
nowise dlspoeed to leave the soul of his
parichioner to “heretical care” in his last
moments, snd objected to the services of
the minister on the ccesslon, firmly declar-
ing that “he would rever consent to any
such fuiquity.,” A maglstrate was then,
after serious censultatlon, deputed to
remonstrate with the refractory priest,
The Ballie’s (alcerman’s) odd ressoulng
was in the followlug terms : “Mr. Scott,”
he eald, I bave never in all my life,
known of & Catholic priest belng on the
seaffold =t an execuilon.” *‘For this
reason,” replied the undsunted Me. Scott,
“that you vever had a Cathollc to bang
“Bat, If you perslst in this deter
mication, it will cauce much talk, give
greas offence, and not one chilling more
will be rubccribed by sny Protestant to
your new chapel.” *“Naemater; [ canna
help that, nor the like o’ that ; L waun dae
my duty; azd youw'll alloo me to tell ye
that 1 sall dae it tac ra, na, uae threats ’ll
frichten me, Bailie.” The good priest
kept bis word ; and it mzy be steted, as
showlng what nerrowness still prevailed at
Glasgow, vo Protestant ever ofter con-
tributed a rixpence.

their last the prisoners were removed to
Glsegow. Blshop Paterson and Me Seott
visited them In the jail, Witherington’s
coll was a dark omej bui the moment |
Mr. Scott entered it toe conviet accosted
bim by newe, When esked if he knew
the priect, he replled that, although he had
never before spoken to bim, he thould
know his face among & thonssnd, Oa
leaving the arrapgemects for next morn
fug Witherlngton burat into tears. When
pressed to teil the cauvse, the poor fellow
with diffienlty related his dresm end
entreated Mr, Soctt to go with bim all the
way. 'To this the good priest coneented,
end encoursged and comforted the humble
peaitentat intervals on the awful jrarney,
finally inspiring him with the hope o
obtaln mercy from the E ernal Judge.

Wallst Mr. Scott labored with astonish-
ing euccess iu prowmoting the cause of
religion, he was, at the same time, its
brightest ornament. A srue end faithful
shepherd, he was always at his post and
ever weichful to gusrd his fl ,ck whken
danger arore and vigorously deisud its
members when urgererously atincked, as
was often the case 10 thoge days of igner
anceand narrow miudednees  Such merlt
ea his could not Le overlocked, It was
resolved, sccordingly, that he sbould be
clevated to Eecopal dignity. The
advancleg years of Bishop Donnld Mc
Donald rendered it necessary that fn bis
extensive district he should have the aid
of acosdjitor, His brother bichop of the
eantern aistrict joloed with him in peti.
tloniog to this effect, aud the Holvy See,
acceding to thelr wiehes, In 1827 ap-
pointed Mr. Scott Bishop of Eretria sud
coadjutor, with right of sucesssion, to the
Right Rev. Bishop McDonsald in the newly
constituted western districk The con
geeration tock place In Bt Auvdrew’s
Jhurch, Glasgow, Bishop Paterson off
ating, asslsted by Blshops McDonsld
Penswick.

The new bichop continued to reslde i
Glasgow, ad vancing, with his neusl encrgy,
the work of religlon in the Lo nd pox
tlon of the westera distrier, which may
truly bo sald to have been the result of his

own indefatigable lebore, Towarde the
erd of 1832 the mansg t of the whole
dlstrict devolved on him, in coneequence
of the death of R'chop McDonald,
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Ecclestasticel s ard penshics, H
therefore, on bim to fcflict
guch pucishment, To this kind of iu
fliction Catholies conld objetlon
No notice of the Rev drew  Ssotf
would be complete witbout the foilow
story.

'Uhis be did, both of them walking togather
along cettein strects of Glasgnw towards
Witheitogton's Jedgings.  He awoke
before recching ttem. He thought little
of the dream &t the time, but, veverthe.
leee, relaied it to his compenions, Some-
time afier he was pereusded by two or
three of them to accompany them to the
Catholic chapel In Glasgow, which wee the
only oue et that dey, sxd served by Mr.
Seott, the only priest. Witheringtorn and
bis companions seated thewselves awalt
ing the entrevce of the priest and ibe
beginuirg cof the service. When the
eacilety door opeued end Mr. Scott came
out, Wiiherington started, uttered an ex-
clamation, snd whispered to hls compen-
ions that he saw the msn in the sirange
drees whom he bad seen in his dream, He
Hetened attentively to all that was said,
and reclted hls own prayers with some
devotion. He wee so far Impressed as to
take a resolution to ameund. Ia & week
or two, however, bis good, purpose was
forgotten and he returned to his evil
cources, Some time later, ho was errested
for sn sggravated rotbery, committed
betweed Ayr snd Kilmarnock, and was
conveyed to Edinburgh to be trled.  He
wes convicted, snd, sccordicg to the
custom of the time, condemued to
death, It wes determined that le
should remsin in the jail of Edluborgh
till the day before the ¢xecution, when
he] was to he taken back to Glasgow
and thence, ox the fatal morning, to the
epot where the zubbery bad been com-
mitted.
