concurred in by two-thirds .of such Com­
mittee, and accompanied hy • Petition from 
a majority of the Rate Payers of the licens­
ing district in which the license is proposed 
to be granted, preying for such liceose. 
The genuineness of the signatures of such 
Petition shall be established by affidavit to 
the satisfaction of the City Council.

6. Such City Council shall have power 
to divide the Wards of the City into licen­
sing districts containing not less than one 
hundred Rate Payers each, and shall each 
year have prepared Iront the Assessment 
Rolls, lists of the Rate Payers in each licen­
sing district, which, when approved, shall 
be regarded as authoritative lists of the 
Rate Payers in such districts, and until the 
City Council shall define such licensing 
districts, each polling district in the City 
shall be considered a licensing district.

7. So much of the Chapter hereby 
amended, or any other existing enactment 
as is inconsistent with this Act, is repealed.

No new License can he granted in the 
City unless the application therefore be ac­
companied by the Petition required by the 
foregoing Act, and all Licenses expire in 
March.

Abolition or f hcrch Patronage.—On 
Monday the 18th of May. the Duke of 
Richmond brought forward a Bill in the 
House of Lords for the total abolition of 
lay patronage in the Church of Scotland. 
This Bill, which is a Government one, is 
very short, consisting of nine clauses. It 
empowers the Crown to surrender the 
right and trnat of nominating to Crown liv­
ings. There are 294 livings of which the 
Crown is sole patron, while in 34 others it 
exercises a joint patronage. This patro­
nage thus surrendered by the Crown is to 
he given to “ communicants,” by which 
word the Duke afterwards explained that 
he meant only male communicants. To 
all private patrons the Bill proposes to give, 
as compensation for the surrender of the 
patronage one year’s stipend of the living. 
This arrangement may cause considerable 
difficulty. Patrons may not be inclined to 
surrender their rights for any such sum. 
and parishioners may not be inclined to 
raise the necessary funds. This Bill places 
the Free Church in a position of difficulty, 
for it proposes to grant all which that 
Church contended for thirty years ago. 
which was then refused. In all liklihood 
the measure will be opposed by all the non- 
established Churches in Scotland. It 
makes a new depart ne, and the commence­
ment, we believe, of a new struggle.—To­
ronto Globe.

In the 
case of one ot the boys an emetic had to be ad- 
ministered. which doubtless saved the lad’s 
life.—Chron.

Spring Hill Mines.—A correspondent 
writes " We are very dull here just now but 
will brighten up shortly—wailing just now on 
the Branch Road being ballasted. The second 
slope is going down last; H has bees sunk 200 
test in 20 days—that outstrips anything you 
can do in Piet no. The coal is the purest I 
hare seen in Nova Scotia, and nothing can 
beat it lor steam. The mine is very safe. We 
have seen no gas yet, not a sign of H.—East­
ern Chronicle.

veyat.ee to the bottom ot tbe stream, a distance 
of sixteen feet. Mrs. Tays was so severely 
injured tbit it is said she cannot lire, but at 
time of writing are have not beard of her death 
Mr. Tays was considerably but not dangerous­
ly hurt. Tbe waggon was smashed to pieces 
and the horse were much bruised. We think

contemplated postal reform is tree delivery of
letters and newspapers in cities.----- The latest
Irish journals say that a great increase is visi­
ble in tbe number of emigrants embarking at 
Qneenstown for America. In one week alone 
over two thousand persons were booked lor tbe 
steamers leaving for New York, and many bad 
to be left behind for want of room. On tbe 
other hand, it is noted that travel to Europe 
from America has fallen off 50 per cent, as 
compared with last year. This is accounted 
for by tbe panic and the absence ol aay great 
national exhibition oe the continent. Another 
reason is tbe unusual number of dis liter* to 
ocean ships with which tbe year opened, and 
which bad tbe affect of deterring cautious peo­
ple from tbe dangers of tbe sea.

The Grand Trunk Railway.—We are 
authoriaed to state that the Grand Trunk Bail; 
war have decided to change tbe whole of. the 
east of Montreal to the narrow gauge of 4 8 
and that the work will be carried out about the 
end of September this year. The Grand 
Trunk Railway then wilfbeofk uniform gnape 
throughout, and the same American lines with 
which it connects at different pointa io the 
United States. We believe that tbe Midland 
Railway ot Canada has either already, or is 
about to change its line to this guage. The 
St Lawrence and Ottawa R. R. was originally 
constructed at four feet eight and a ball inches. 
The Brockville and Ottawa line ia a broad 
gauge one, and when the Grand Trunk, east 
of Montreal, is changed, will he the only broad 
gauge lioe in Cantda proper. It is to be hoped 
that the proprietors of that line will be able to 
conform it to the general gauge, aa the impor­
tance of uniformity in that respect is now uni­
versally conceded.—Montreal Gazette.---- Once

WESLEYAN CONFERENCE.

The proceedings of the opening day have 
already been given in a telegram with the ex­
ception that Messrs. H. W. Manning, C. 
Watson, J. E Lancely, J. V. Smith, W A 
Cairnduff and C. Smith were reported as eli­
gible for full connection.

On the second day the Secretary of Confer­
ence read the reports of the various quarterly 
meetings relating to tbe constitutional changes 
proposed at the last Conference. It waa 
found that there was a majority of tbe official 
Boards in favor of the said changes.

Tbe President stated that he had received 
a letter from tbe President of the Conference 
in E. B. America, containing the intelligence 
that, as a Conference, they bad accepted all 
the regulations of this Conference respecting 
union. He (Dr. Rice), therefore, declared 
that the union of tbe two Conferences was 
fact, and he declared ibat they were now 
united body, an announcement which was re­
ceived with great cheers.

The President announced that a deputation 
would be present, probably to-morro v, from 
tbe Conference of tbe New Connexion, who 
would convey to this Conference the pleasing 
intelligence that the said Conference had ap­
proved the regulations made for the union of 
the two Conferences, except some slight modi 
fical ion of one minute, so that there was no 
probability bnt that the union would soon be 
consummated This intelligence was also re­
ceived with hearty cheers.

Letters from the Rev. Morlcy Punsbon and 
the Rev. George Young were read and receiv­
ed with applause.

An important memorial was presented from 
Whitby District, relating to the establishing 
of a Fema’e College in tbe town of Whitby, 
which stated that the prospects for establishing 
such an institution were very good.
