| way Wages.” The statement is made

that as Camadian railway employecs
accepted the increasés as granted in
pdst years ‘to .employees of United |
States roads, theréfore they should
aceept the same wage ' decreases. In
this respect I would 'like to direct
your attemtion to the attitude of our

hood of Railroad Wmployees, which
has been thew acm in opiposing
wage reductions ‘as proposed by the
railway’ and which has
asked for the bou'n of  conciliation
referred to in yoirr editorial.

The assertion that ' the same
awards of increases given to workers
on United States railroads have in
the past been applied to Canadian
railroads, is not guite in accordance
twith fact. It is true that inereases
were granted in Canada about the
same time as they were granted
across the border, but there was con-
siderable difference; in many in-
stances, in the amounts. The matter
was only settled -upon each occasion
by a series of meetings between the
employees’ representatives and those
of ‘the’ railways. No' ome will deny
that these increases wéres not wirrant:
ed, especially in view of the fact that
for two years affer the beginning of
the " war railwaymen: worked for
Dractically the same wages ag prior
to the war, although prices ascended
rapidly. .

‘Why_ should not the same wage de-
creases as proposed for application
to United States railways be put in-
to effect in Canada? In the first
place there iz a tremendous  differ-
ence in the economic condition of
the two countries, whereas a few
years ago there was very little differ-
ence. The cost of living in the United
States has fallen -to a  considerable
extent, while in Canada lower food
prices have been offset by higher
rentals, increased prices of fuel, light
and other household . necessities. A
study of the cost of living statistics
issued by the federal department of
rlabor will show that the greatest re-
ductions’ in prices have been on
items that should be classified as
luxuries, pianes, . phonographs, furs,
candies, motor 'cars, ete.  Very tew
railroad employees are able to make
purchases in these lines.

Another marked difference’ at the
present time in conditions between
the United States and Canada is the
value of currency. The United States

lar is discounted from 12 to 20 per
cent.’ This means that 15 to 25 per
per cent. is added to the cost of im-
ported articles, and Canadian manu
facturers have net « been” slow
bringing their' prices on a par with
imported commeodities. A careful es-
timate by a financial = expert holds
that it requires twelve Canadian dol-
lars to purchase the same amount as
ten United States dollars.

There. is a.general impression that.
the proposed wage' reductions am-
ount to 12 per .cent. of all employees’
wages. I would ‘like to point -out
