New York Fashions.

INFANTS' LINGERIE.

These sre made from the best models
found at the furnishing houses, and are ap-|
proved by mothers on account of their sim-
ple shapes. The waists and sleeves are well |
proportioned, and made to fit comfortably, |
and the skirts are of convenient length and |
falness, being neither too short for warmth |
nor #o long as to be burdensome. For these |
small garments mothers are advised to use |
nice materials, purchasing always the best
fabric of its kind, as far as their means i
permit, and this will be fonnd the truest
economy, as an infant’s clothing requires fre-
quent washing, and would soon be destroyed |
if made of sleazy goods ; moreover, the ba- |
by's delicate ﬂen% suffers by contact with |
any but the softest linens ani muslins. At-
tention should be paid also to the kinds of
trimming used, as the garments might bet- |
ter be left entirely plain than ornamente
with embroidery or lace that has sharply |
pointed or jagged edges that irritate the
child’s skin. The tatting and crochef

edgings are inexpensive and
when allowed to touch the neck and wrists |
are not comfortable for the child. Soft
narrow lace and tiny crimped ruffles are the |
best trimmings o be worn standing around
the neck.

The tirst garment in this set is the night
slip, made in long sacque shape. This should
be about one yard in length from the neck
down, and is made of two utrmght breaaths
of muslin.  Soft-finished cambrics, or heav-
ier dimity in narrow stripes, or else fine
white cotton goods, are chosen for these
gowns, What is known as Jones' cambric
18 preferred by many mothers, in the quality
sold for 30 cents a yard. Checked musling
in very small corded bars are also much used.
One pattern of .the night slip has its fulness

gathered in the neck, and aygain in the waist
under a hemmed string of the goods that
sorves as a sash. Another way of disposing

of this fulness is to make the bodies in
lengthwise tucks or in box pleats, having
four or six in front and a similar number be-
hind ; these tucks or pleats extend to the
sash, which conceals their termination.
Strings of linen braid to.tie the slip in the
back are preferred to buttons and button-
holes, as they can be loosened or tightened
at pleasure. The rufile of linen cambric or
a narrow Valenciennes edging in which no
starch is permitted may be made to stand
around the neck. An embroidered frill with
scalloped needle-worked edges should be
made to turn down around the neck, and
should be bound above with a bias band of
the cambric. The seams in the shoulders
and in the sleeves should be neatly felled ;
indeed there should not be any SUraw.
seams in an infant’s entire outfit. These
felled seams should be as small as they can
be made, but need not be hemmed tlatly, as
the English bag fell covers all raw edges,
and is neat and durable. This English seanr
is made by first sewing the garment in “ run-
ning " stitches on the right side, then turn-
1ng and stitching it strongly by machine on
the wrong side of the goods, Mothers who
have plenty of le'sure prefer to do all the
seams ot baby's outfit by hand, but those
who have not time find the sewing machine
nice enough for bags, gathers and hems,
The foot of the slip should have a hem two
inches wide, and sometimes & cluster o
tucks is above the hem, Nome mothers ob-
ject te long night dresses for their infants,
and make the garent three.quarters of &
sard in length instead of a full yard. The
onger garmenis are, however, quite nice
enough for day slips, or at least for morning
use, and hence serve adouble purpose. From
six to twelve night slips are fnrnished in
good wardrobes for infants ; six or eight are
really necessary,

The garment next in size is the petticoat.
1t is customary to make muslin skirts ayard

long, and those of flzanel only three-fourths
of & yard from the waist down. Nice long-
cloth and soft-tinished «ambrics are used for
Jetticoats. The two louy straight breadths

have across the bottom a cluster of tucks or
a wide hem, or else the edge is finished with
a broad ruffle of embroidery. The waist|
may be a straight band of linen withont
shoulder-straps, and merely rounded out for
armholes, but many prefer to sew on shoul-
der-straps ; this band is tied by tapes.
When doubled linen is used, as for tlannel
skirts, the top edge is not bound : the band
is about six inches deep when doubled.
The trimming for flannel skirts is embroid-
ery dove on the garment, or braiding, or
else chain-stitching in a braiding pattein
done in silk floss. For quite plain flannel
skirts the hem may be turned up on the out-
side and chain-stitched at the top; above
this a tack of the width of the hem is alse
chain-stitched. The side seams of the flan-
nel should be opened tlatly and *‘ herring-
boned,” or else bound with thin silk ribbon.
(iauze flannels of cream white shades instead
of those with blue tints, are used for babies’
petticoats ; they cost from 60 cents to $1 a

yard.
The barrow coat, called also the pilch, is
the pinning blanket for wrapping the child’s

limbs and feet at night, It should be of
thicker flannel than the petticoats, such as
the Shaker flannels of nice quhlity, sold ac
60 or 75 cents a yard. ‘he waistband
has a elit for passing the end through
and lapping it moie closely. The flan-
nel part is a single width cut square and
hemmed round three sidcs ; tapes are sewed
on to tie it together. The band may be of
tlannels or of nice linen doubled, and the
shoulder-straps are oiten omitted. Another
¢ood way of making a pinning blanket is to
have the waistband and skirt in one.  This
18 made of a square yard of flannel hemmed
flatly all round. A double box-pleat, like a
Watteau pluat, is then put on the edges.
Ta¥«1 are then added for tying.

he shirt is the daintiest garment worn
by the babe, and should be made of the fin-
est linen, or of the sheer linen lawn known
as kenting. Very narrow real Valenciennes
or else Euglish thread edging should be used
for trimming, but if this is too expensive,
there are very nice imitation or patent Va-
lenciennes edgings sold for 40 or 60 cents the
piece. The pretty revers in the neck is
generally used, but notwithstanding this is |

They are made of
white gossamer rubber cloth, of which a
square measuring five-eights of a yard will
make two when cut in triangular pieces.

The band should be made lengthwise of
the cloth, that is, even with the selvedge.
- It is made of doubled linen, and is about
half & yard long. Some mothers prefer sin-
gle bands without the pointed ends.

If your readers
can imagine they see a erocodile, an alligator,

a lizard, or a water dog, they can form as
good an idea of its looks as Ican. It is be-
tween eight and nine feet long, the head is
about seven inches broad, the body increas-
ing slightly about four feet back ; the back
is oval, belly flat, colour white ; the back is
about the colour of a water dog, with dark
spots all over.  For about three and a half
feet from the head back the tail begins and
forms round, and the end is without point,
and looks as if it was cut off, leaving the
butt from one and & half to two inches
across, The end of the tail is yellow for
about two and a half feet, with dark rings
around it. Two web feet, close behind the
head, the legs about three inches long ; the
head is seven inches across, and shaped like
a frog's ; black eyes as large as twenty-five
cent pieces.
