Rev. Mr. Davidson ‘of Montreal was op-
posed to the motion, calling attention
to thefact that. the synod was not pro-
perly constituted, as there was no
quorum of the laity present.

The prolocutor ruled the point well
taken and the resolution could there-
fore not be considered.. It thereupon
developed that th p bpdf reqlly been
no quorum of ho presemst
during the wbél&lj{-xthe prévious sit-
tings, andfora.ﬂﬁommo&wu in
a quandary to know just what action
should be taken to legalize any further
business, The resolution was reached,
howe¥ér, during the" évening recess by
referénce to the rulé that ‘the prolocutor
might overlook the fact ‘of ho guorum
being present so long as his attention
was not drawn to the fact. It was
therefore tacitly decided that no objec-
tion should be taken to any resolution
on this techni¢al point of order.

At the gvening session Rev. Canon
Ingils of Toronto submitted recom-<
mendations of the committee on temper-
ance. 'These- récommendations will - be
laid before tiie license commissioners of
municipalities. As endorsed ‘ by the
synod the recommendations urged that
it should be made illegal for minors to
enter a bar, that hours of sale of liquor
be-shortened, that full' advantage be
taken whenever pmctimble of local op-
tion ‘law and® that windows of bar
rooms should’ be'uncurtained.

A resdlution was pessed congratulat-
ing the Dominion government on pass-
ing at the last session of parliament a
law forbidding the sale and manufac-
ture of opium in Canada.
