PARIS, Nov. 15.—Anxiety to re­
store their troops’ morale and their 
commanders’ prestige is given today 
in the official summary of war devel­
opments during the week of Novem­
ber 12 as the evident explanation of 
the Germans’ persistent attacks in 
the Artois and Champagne regions.

As an offset to the Teutonic dis­
organization resulting from the 
allies’ recent offensive, the Kaiser, 
made liberal use of troops brought 
from the Russian front to reinforce 
the men previously on the western 
line.
