Food. Shortage at Some
Points, Due to Faulty
Transportation.

By Special Wire to the Courier.

London, Feb. 8.—Commenting on
the announcement that the Russian
minister of agriculture has ordered
two meat fast days weekly in Russia,
despatches received from Petrograd
say there is no serious scarcity of
food: in Russia generally, but only at
a few"“iSolated points, and that this is
due largely to faulty transportation.

Generally speaking, the newspapers
say the scarcity of provisions is pe-
culiar to Petrograd, which must be
provisioned by means of a single
railway, which already is heavily tax-
ed by war business.

At Moscow the situation is normal
and everywhere else, both in town
and country, there are ample supplies
and the mass pf the people are in bet-
ter condition to purchase than eve:
before. The peasants are receiving
about double the amount for their
produce and labor and cannot waste
their means on drink. The only reason
why the new fast days apply to the
whole empire is a precaution to over-
come the tendency to eat more meat
than ever, and thereby cause a dan-
gerous drain on the supply of cattle.
