Laconia Case

Official details of the sinking of
the big Cunard Liner, Laconia, .n
which there were twenty-seven Ain-
ericans, are awaited here with grave
interest. The news of the disaster
reached Washington yesterday just
as the President reached the cap-
itol to deliver his address and som:2
were inclined to think that this
might prove to be the overt act to
drive the United States to war. No
official information had been 1r=-
coived to confirm press despatches
reporting that two 'American Wwo-
men among the Laconia’s passen-
gers lost their lives. .

Representative Flood’s bill, which
was before the House foreign af-
fairs committee today, was drafted
along lines of a memorandum left
with him and Senator Oliver of the
senate foreign relations committee
vesterday by President Wilson and
consequently embodies the presi-
dent's ideas of what authority
should be granted by Congress.

War Insurance.

In addition to empowering the
president to arm merchant ships and
to employ ‘“other instrumentalities”
and providing $100,000,000 by a
bond issue, the bill would permit the
president to transfer any part of
that sum to the federal bareau of
war risks insurance to be used in
paying losses of American ships
above $5,000,000. Total payments
are limited to that amount now by
the size of the entire fund. The pro-
posed inerease would be a precau-
tion against the possibility that if a
number of ships carrying federal in-
surance were sunk in the war zone,
the government might not be able
to redeem their loss.

Since its establishment Septem-
ber 2, 1914, the federal insurance
bureau has made several rate in-
creases, the last of which, announ-

FINLAND HAS
ARRIVED SAFE

American Passenger Vessel
Reaches New York Thru
Danger Zone

New York, Feb. 27.—The steam-
ship Finland of the American line,
which sailed from Liverpool on
February 19, with 166 passengers,
reported by wireless to her owners
here to-day that she would reach the
Ambrose channel lighthouse a few
hours after midnight to-night, and
wculd dock about 8 a.m. to-morrow.

The Finland was the third Ameri-
can line passenger vessel to leave
England after Germany’s proclama-
tion of unrestrieted submarine war-
fare. The others were the New York,
and the Philadelphia. With the
arrival of the Finland, this line’s en-
tire fleet will be tied in New York
for the first time since the Spanish-
American war.

Lusitania—Should Hasten Action by Congress to
Comply With Wilson's Demands

The situation, however, was unchanged from where the Prési-
dent left it yesterday when he asked Congress for authority to deal
with the submarine peril.
Should Hasten Action

President Wilson and State department officials took the posi-
tion that no further step would be taken until Congress has-had an op-
portunity to act on the President’s reduest.

The view prevailed that the sinking of the Laconia should hasten
action by Congress. The first step of the government, it is indicated,
will be to furnish American ships with guns and gunners for defensive
purposes and insure them in the government war risk bureau.

Another Lusitania

On the basis of the official re ports the sinking of the Laconia is
regarded as another Lusitania case in principle, even though fewer lives
were lost.

President Wilson, it was said to day, is opposed to calhng an ex-
tra session of congress unless it is absolutely necessary. Word has
been conveyed to him that the Republicans may filibuster in an effort
to force an extra session, but he is hopeful that this intention will not
be carried out. = g

TWENTY
KILLED

Sigt
In a Rear End Collision on
Pennsylvania Road

Altoona, Pa., Feb. 27.—Eighteen
persons, seventeen passengers and
a negro porter, were killed in a rear
end collision between an express
train, and a freight on the Pennsyl-
vania railroad at Mount Union sta-
tion, 43 miles east of this city, eariy
to-day. The accident occurred short-
ly after midnight and the bodies
were so badly mangled that six hours
later only nine had been identified.

At noon to-day Pennsylvania rail-
road officials said the list of killled
stood at twenty, of whom 17 have
been identified. The bodies of a man
and two women have not been iden-
tified.

Struck Twice

London, TFeb. 27.—A Queens-
town despatch to The Chronicle says
that the Laconia was torpedoed in
comparatively calm weather. The
first torpedo struck near the stern,
and when the vessel was struck a
second time, she listed quickly to
starboard. The boats got away with
considerable difficulty, but there was
no panic among the passengers ¢r
crew. The smallness of the loss of
life was due to the excellent discip-
line of the passengers.

A steamer brought 267 survivors
to Queenstown early on Tuesday who
were rescued from eight boats. The
passengers’ version of  the number
lost differ. Some s3y 25 were drown-
ed, and others not more. than 10.
Among those known to be lost are
Mrs. and Miss Hoy, Americans.

Apparently two small parties of
the Laconia’s survivors, apart from
the main body, have been landed, 15
at Bantry and about the same num-
ber elsewhere. The steamer which
rescued the bulk of those aboard the
Cunarder carried also the survivors
of the sunken British steamer Fal-
con and 14 members of the crew of
another logt British vessel.

A Queenstown despatch to The
Daily Mail says that it is certain that
Mrs. Hoy and her daughter, Ameri-
can passengers on the Laconia, have
lost their lives.

A Survivor

Among four passengers at a hos-
pital is Dr. Hawke, a resident of San
Francisco, who said he was playing
a game of bridge in the ship’s sur-
geon’s room when he heard an awful
crash, and guessed that the ship had
been attacked by a submarine. He
said that the first torpedo struck the
liner aft on the starboard side, and
everyone made for the life preserv-
ers. The passengers had previously
been instructed in boat drill, and got
into the boats without panie. Dr.
Hawke said that all behaved well,
and that the discipline was truly
good. He continued:

Boats Fired On

“The submarine returned after we
had been in the boats and fired an-
other torpedo, which put out the
lights and was followed by a terrific
explosion, and the ship must have
sunk soon after. The second torpedo,
mind you, was fired although the
lifeboats were close to the vessel,
and the crew of the submarine could
not have failed to see us, as it was
moonlight. It was about 9.30 p™m.
on Sunday when we took to the
toats, and about 3 o’clock the fol-
lowing morning when we were pick-
ed up.”

Discipline Good

Dr. Hawke gave the highest praise
to the behaviour of the women and
children, and said that the captain
and crew were marvellous. It ap-
pears that two boats reached Bantry
with 22 people, eight of the  dccu-
pants having died from exposure.
The bodies of the eight persons wha
died were consigned to the deep.
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
