Britain’s Oldest Colony Must Annex It- 
eelf to the Dominion, and Then Urge 
the Formation of Canadian Squad- 
ron—-Abstract Rights of Colony, 
However Legitimate, Will Not 
Induce Britain to Incur Risk.

London, Oct. 9.—Referring to the 
fishery modus vivendi The Morning 
Post points out the moral of the re­
ported result. If it transpires that 
Newfoundland’s interests have not 
been separated from those of British 
North America as a whole, the fact 
will deserve serious the consideration 
of the islanders.

Their “responsible” Government be­
ing really irresponsible in the last re- 
sort, because dependent on Imperial 
authority, their natural logical destiny 
1s to join the Dominion; then urge the 
formation of a Canadian squadron.

Isolated, Newfoundland has no pros­
pect ever of equipping herself with 
a material defensive force in default 
of which no British Government will 
ever Incur serious risks for her claims, 
however legitimate in the abstract.
