The story of Lady Gooch, the 
wife of an English baronet, who was 
committed for trial upon the charge 
Of plotting to palm off upon her 
husband aa an heir a child taken 
from an Infant Home, la not witli- 
outyprecedent In any of the world, 
bat the clumsy Infatuation with 
which this unhappy lady attempted 
to carry out her design Ia so singular 
as to give color to the charitable 
euggeallon that she may be mad. 
Her husband refused to believe what 
•he said about her condition, her 
physicians told her that she was mis­
taken, and bar very housekeeper 
went about contradicting the good 
tidings of a coming heir which she 
spread among the tenantry. Yet 
she took this very housekeeper with 
her up to London, avowed to her a 
determination to produce a sup­
posititious child, bought baby linen 
in her company, and even took her 
to the Infant Hume to hire a child 
and nurse 1 Perhaps there never 
was a sillier attempt et carrying out 
such a plot than the mock confine­
ment in a public hotel which resulted 
in the arrest of Cady Gooch within 
forty-eight hours. The rude officers 
of the Court, summoned on infor­
mation furnished by the confidential 
attendant, broke in upon the tableau 
of lier maternal felicity with less 
delay and ceremony than waa shown 
by the then DistriotrAttorney of 
New York in the famous case of Mrs. 
Cunningham-Burdell and her “ bogus 
baby.” The utter fatuity of the 
whole Cfisinese in the case of Lady 
Gooch Is so palpable that one can­
not help suspecting there must be 
something in the story not yet made 
public. It is difficult to iegard such 
a silly woman as the architect of a 
plot, but It is not difflctlt to regard 
her as the possible victim of shrewd­
er schemes. A king of England 
once found it no easy task to prove 
that a true son really born to him 
waa not a false prince fetched into 
the palace In a warming-pan. Grave 
historians have insisted in our own 
times that the publie scepticism on 
I he subject nas excusable because 
those nearest to the succession were 
nr t officially represented at the ac­
couchaient. In spite of the number 
of people who were present at the 
birth of the son of James the Second 
the unwilling nation refused to ac­
cept him ae an authentic scion of the 
House of Stuart. Naturally enough, 
therefore, poor little Lady Gooch 
broke down in trying to impose a 
fictitious child on lier brother-in-law 
and her sister in-law, both of them 
deeply interested In the non­
existence of such a child. The 
prospect of an inheritance, whether 
it be of a kingdom or of £26.060, is 
a thing to make people very par 
ticnlar about the purity of the 
family succession. If the conduct 
of Lady Gooch exemplifies criminal 
purpose gone astray for want of 
criminal ability, the conduct of her 
housekeeper, Miss Gerrod, is a 
notable illustration of treacherous 
cunning working cautiously to its 
end. The testimony of this amiable 
person represents iter own course as 
beyond all praise for its integrity 
and candor. She says she was 
always dissuading Lady Gooch from 
the prosecution of her scheme and 
always refusing to co-joperate with 
her in carrying it out ; yet she waa 
certainly treated by the unfortunate 
woman as an ally from beginning to 
end. The cross-examination of 
Mias Gerrod ought to lie interesting. 
Outside of the sensational novel it 
would be hard to find a better picture 
of the domestic spy than her own 
portrait of herself. She was the 
detective nMbe husband and the 
next of kin while taking the 
wages and sharing the confidence of 
her miatress, and kept them advised 
of every movement in Lady Gooch’s 
silly enterprise.

“ An Old Punjaubkk,” in his book 
on “ The Punjauh and Northwest 
Vrentier of India," relates the follow­
ing incident illustrative of the super­
stitious natures of the tribes of the 
country near Khyber Pass : “ They 
are given, too, to honoring the shrines 
of departed eainta ; they make pil­
grimages to them, and decorate their 
tombs with lamps and flowers on 
anniversaries and feslivale. It is, 
therefore, a feather in the cap of a 
tribe to he possessed of a tomb of 
special sanctity. An amnaing story 
is told of one of the tribes adjoining 
the Khyber, with reference to thia 
amiable weakness. It happened the 
tribe in question was unfortunate in 
having no ‘remaioa’ of sufficient 
sanctity to do pilgrimage to, and 
they were twitted in consequence by 
the neighboring tribes on their spirit­
ual destitution. It so fell out that a 
• moolah,’ or learned priest of some 
reputed sanctity, came to their village 
on his wny elsewhere. Ho was re­
ceived with much honor, and all the 
rights of hospitality were accorded, 
when, unfortunately for him, it on. 
curred to the heads of thdTSfinmunity 
that this was a grand opportunity for 
providing themselves with aZeearut, 
or place of pilgrimage ; so they killed 
the priest and inducted hie remains 
into the place of honor, forthwith set­
ting themselves free from the sneers 
of their neighbors by this primitive 
proceeding."

An old legend asserts that the 
great Gothic cathedral of Cologne, of 
which the devil, it says, furnished the 
plans, will never be completed. The 
great advances towgrds completion 
which have been made during the 
past forty years have unsettled some­
what the old belief in the legend. 
This, however, of late has been re 
vlved by assertion of Prof. Heim of 
the University of Zurich, that the 
stones, taken from the Dracnfels, 
which were employed for the founda­
tion and pillars are fast undergoing 
a chemical decomposition, and that 
probably before this century closes 
the edifice may fall to the ground. 
Another fact which has excited super­
stition is that the new clock, con­
structed from cannon taken from the 
French, has not been in working 
or^MUor a year, and that all efforts 
hitherto to render iteeivleeable have 
proved abortive. :

American Agriculturist.
On an average, every man, 

and child in the United States con­
sumes each year 80 pounds of cane 
sugar, and nearly three gallons of 
molasses, besides maple sugar, honey 
and other sweets.

Nineteen pounds of pure eane sngsr 
is actually made np of, and . can be 
changed into, 8 pounds of charcoal 
and 11 pounds of water I Pare white 
starch is made np of 8 pounds of 
charcoal (carbon) and 10 pounds of 
water. Any boy can demonstrate 
this roughly by putting a email 
quantity of eager on • piece of thin 
iron over a hot lamp or ooals, and 
hold over it a glass jar, bottom up. 
The sugar will change to pure char­
coal, while the water will rise up and 
condense on the inside of the jar, if 
It be kept cool, and he will get no­
thing from the anger but coal and 
water.

The chemist can easily take the 
19 pounds of anger and change it 
into 8 pounds of charcoal and 11 
pounds of pure water, though he has 
not yet .learned how to put the coal 
and the elements of water together 
to produce the sugar. That requires 
the action of the living plant.

Onr sugar comes mainly from the 
sugar cane grown in the Southern 
States and from the West India Is­
lands. The canes are somewhat like 
cornstalks, but larger and taller and 
with narrower leaves." The sap or 
juice of the cane is pressed out be­
tween iron rollers, then boiled down 
to syrup, which chrystaliizes into 
sugar grains in large vats.

Most of the sugar used in Europe 
is from the juice of I he sugar beet. 
It is similar to our cane sugar.

The raw sugar is refined chiefly in 
Northern cities, by dissolving it, 
sirring it through cloth, and through 
burned bones, alter which it Is bo'led 
down until thick enough to ohrystel- 
into grains.
