Dur-
ing the latter part of the season bath-
1ng is exceleut, not omttiing to rub
tbe animal with a wisp of straw, and
walklng it atout for some time.
Clipping horses is objected to by
many, better let the old hair in the
casting season be scrupluously re-
moved by the brush, while supply-
ing during the period the animal
#ith easily digested food. When
the casting of the hair does not fol-
low its mnatursl course, give the
horse a swall ration of linseed cake
or linseen meal, or barley that has
been well pounded in a mortar
wetted, and well mixed with a good
dose of kitchen salt.
