TURBINE STEAMER.

If the two turbine steawships that are
now being built on the Tyne cuie up to

the expectations  of

cootribution foi' the estublishmeut of aj
fast Aulautic setvice, The service will
come ahout of its own accord, and it will’
be afastservice in very truth, A Lond6h
despatch to a New York daily says !hui
the establishment of a turbine sen'ice{
dcrose the Atlautic is no visionary scheme,
but a well-coneidered commercial venture
with the eolidext kin of financial backing.
We are tuld that plans have already been
drawn up for the formation of a giant
transportation compaay, which, 1f the
new bosl proves a success, will at ouce
order 4 fleet of the same kind. Simult-
#neously. there will be begun the construc.
tidn of a sub.mariue tunnel between
Areland aud England, o that traine may
run through frym London to Galway Bay,
which 1s intended to be the the point of
departure of thissurprising live. Oa the
Awerican side the hutbor will be at Hall’s
Bay, Newfouadland. Tae distance be-
tween this plaze and the west coast of
Ireland is about 1,650 wiles, or about
one-half that between New York and
Liverpool. 1t is expected the new boats
will make forty miles an hour at least, so
that the trip tc Newfoundland will be
made in forty hours, _ Express traivs will
convey pissengers across the island, ard
a few bours’ run Ly steamer from the
western ccast of Newfounland will make
connections with the American railway
system. By means of this astonishiog
setvice New York and Montreal will be
brotight within a little over three days of
London.

' We bave little Joubt that the recent
advent of the Turbinia has acted as a
disturbing element in the flotation ot
of the proPo-ed Canadian Fast Atlaotic
service, Capitalists see in that wonderful
little steamer thegerm of a movel trans-
Atlantic “pmenger fleet, and the route of
sucha fleet will undoubtedly he via"
Newfoundland snd Caoada. We agree
with the London ecorrespondent that
the scheme is by 40 means a visionary one,
Its realization is the natural outcowe
of what has already been lpl’oved bty the
Turbinia. The two*vessels that are now
under construction at Wallsend, on the
Tyne, are 1ated at 10,000 horse power.
One of them is intended for the Admisal-
ty. Thbe very fact that such a ¢onserva-
tive body as the Admiralty-has ordered a
veseel of the Turbinia type is evidence in
itsell that the nev‘l)l lturbmeﬂ;;nomr mul:
Pposeess great possibilities, e success ol
the invention means much for Canads.
It will make this conntry the gateway to
all North America of the passenger truffic
from Europe.

USE FOR MILL REFUSE.

Thediscovery of a Mr. Emerson of Bal-
timore, that the sawdust and refuee wood
of mills can be used to advautage, making
nlubl;‘rroducu, chould be carefully in-
vesti by our willmen. Perhaps it
will be found that the new industry 1s one
to which St. Johu offers peculiar advau-
tages. Certainly there would be awmple
sawdust aud refuse wood to keep a large
plant i operation. Mr. Emersun has
vented machinery that is practically auto-
matic in its operation, which converts the
eawdust and other wood wasta intoa su-
petior grade of carbon that cun be sold
1n competition with coke, being produced
for about 50 cents a ton. For carbon
there are many uses, the chief being the
‘manufucture of calcium carbide. The by-
products of the waste can be utilized 1o
making white lead, paints, acetate of cop-
per, calcium acetate, varnishes, printers’
ink and many other producte, the market
for all bem practically unlimited. A
very practi use of the carbon is for
swelting pu and this is an industry
that shou z;urish in 8t. Jobn. - A prac-
tical test of the Emerson process was given
a few days ago in Ottawa at the mill of
W. C. Edwarde, M. P., and it was chown
that the machine would do all that
wae claimed for it. Now the capital is
looking for great resulte from the estab-
lishment of the works there and slso from
the buildLng of a smelter. It is expected
among other things to produce a gas for
both heating and illuminating purposes
superior to any now on the market aod
much cheaper, beside being cdurless and
having no asphyxiating properties.—St.
Joan Globe,
