THE QUESTION OF LIGHTING

To be Considered by the
Committee on Monday.

SCHEDULE OF PEDDLERS’ FEES.

Two by-laws and the statement of
comparative cost of gas and electricity
will be considered by the Markets,
Police and Jail Commititee at its meet-
ing on Monday night. Secretary Barr
has completed his peport on lighting.
The Gas Company's offer to light the
City Hall is $235 a year In 1894, the
last year the building was lighted by
gas, the cost was $3135 under the then
existing rawe of $1,50 net. Electricity
was introduced in 1895, and cost
$2386.26. In 1898 the cost was $442.78,
and in 1899, $454.19. Mr. Barr in his
report says: At the city jall in 1809
there as  consumed 161,800 cubic
feet of gas, at a cowt of $232.52 at the
old rate. Under the new rate ($1 per
1,000 feet), the cost would only be
$161.80. The company’s flat rate offer
is $185. Assuming that the same quan~
tity of gas would be consumed this
Yyear, the gas if charged by meter
would be considerably less than the
flat rate offer. I find similar results
in the other departments where gas
is used—that is, that there is very lit-
tle difference between the flat rate
offer and the cost if charged by meter;
but the flat rate for the clock tower
low. It could not be lit for
that money if th\r;_.ed by meter.
