No Truth la It.

An item in the St. John Globe of Tuesday 
last respecting the firm of John Edgecombe 
& Sons, carriage builders of this city, is 
such a misstatement of facts and has such 
an injurious tendency that it calls for con­
tradiction. Many statements in that jour­
nal, from the same pen, are just as unre­
liable, but as the source is known here, no 
reliance is placed on them. In this case, 
however, the matter is different, as this ex­
tensive carriage building firm, having busi­
ness connections all over the province, 
may suffer. The fact is, that as is their 
custom at this season, the firm have closed 
down for a few days for stock taking and 
general repairs to machinery, etc. There is 
no trouble respecting a settlement of the 
estate, nor no difficulty of any kind, finan­
cial or otherwise, respecting the standing 
or business of the firm. One thing which 
business men of this city have to fight 
against is such rash and untruthful state­
ments as the Globe item referred to ; and 
those journals who have accepted the ar­
ticle in good faith would confer a kindness 
by publishing a denial of it.

The Insurance Cnee.

The Globe says the case of C. B. Welton 
and Dr. E. C. Randall, now awaiting sen­
tence in St, John, for conspiracy to defraud 
an American insurance company, will be 
appealed to the supreme court at Frederic­
ton. After hearing the counsel for the 
prisoners attorney general Blair issued his 
fiat for a writ of error. The necessary 
papers have been signed by the lieutenant 
governor and taken to Fredericton to be 
endorsed by the provincial secretary and 
stamped with the great -sal of the province. 
As soon as issued the writ of error will be 
given to Judge Peters, who tried the pris­
oners. It will then become his duty to re­
turn to the supreme court copies of all the 
proceedings in the case. When this has 
been done the counsel for the prisoners will 
file their list of errors, on which the appeal 
case will be tried at the next session of the 
court. Sentence of the prisoners will likely 
be deferred till the appeal case has been de­
cided.

Strange Visitant,

A village, a few miles below Fredericton 
Junction, has been considerably excited 
of late over what is considered a supernat­
ural appearance. The story goes that a 
farmers femily were sitting at the table after 
supper when the door opened and a large 
black dog with eyes glowing like electric 
lights and one foot very much larger than 
the others walked into the room. All at­
tempts to drive the intruder out being futile 
a clergyman was sent for who came and ex­
orcised the strange visitant which at the be­
ginning of the prayer slunk out the door as 
quietly as it had entered. A gun was then 
got and although discharged at his dogship 
at point blank range, yet not a hair was 
turned. It has visited other homes and is 
creating much talk. Many suppose it is his 
Satannic majesty and various quotations 
from scripture are given to show that his 
coming is not out of the usual order of 
things.

The Neehwaak Bridge Aflhlr.

To the Editor or The Herald :
Dear Sib,—In reference to an item which 

appeared in the Gleaner of the 5th inst. 
headed “ Trouble among the Boodlera,” I 
wish you to kindly allow me space enough 
in your columns to contradict certain state­
ments made therein. In the first place, it 
affirms that “ Ben Haines, son of Inspector 
Haines, has been tinkering with the bridge 
at the mouth of the Nashwaak for some 
time past." and asserts that “ he has already 
drawn $900 on account of the work on a 
span.” Now, Mr. Editor, I can prove beyond 
a shadow of doubt that I have never done a 
stroke of work upon the span referred to, 
nor upon any other part of the bridge since 
something over five years ago, and therefore 
could not possibly claim one dollar—let 
alone nine hundred—on account of work. 
Again, the item proclaims that Mr. Hainee 
held the government tools, which be pro­
cured somehow or other at one of the city 
hardware stores—they do often give away 
goods in that way you know —stamped 
them with the initials “ W. H.” which 
stands for W. Haines, of course (though 
there is no bridge-builder of that name in 
the employ of the present government that 
I know) and now holds on to them like 
grim death, refusing to give them up to Mr. 
Emmereon, or even Mr. Foster. I do not 
deny that an order was handed to me by 
Mr. Foster, to deliver certain tools to him ; 
but the order was not addressed to me, nor 
was it signed by the chief commissioner, 
and moreover I am not the custodian of any 
government tools ; so the author of the item 
referred to is laboring under a mistake when 
he supposes that I had the power of either 
delivering or refusing to deliver what I 
knew nothing about.
