At present oyster beds are allowed, for

the most part, to take care of themselves.
It is a fuct that even in these forbidden
months of May, June, July and August,
oysters are sold in the markets, and
consumed everywhere over the Island.
They are very fat, too, and for obvious
reasons.

People who eat them do not
pause to consider they are swallowing
so much gold; but they are. That
great organ of public opinion, the Lon-
don TVmes, does not think oyster culture
beneath its notice. In an article in that
paper, from which the Standard quotes,
it is stated that in summer shiploads of
empty oyster shells are sunk by English
and French oyster farmers in various
places suitable for the purpose, and a
few healthy living oysters are then
dropped upon the same spots. Under
such conditions, abundant experiment
has proved that the bivalves in a short
time multiply to a surprising extent.
In the space of two years each empty
shell will have from thirty to forty
young oysters attached to it. The new
