More Stringent Re;u!ationsf Govenrning
American Vessels on Pacific Coast.

Ottawa, Ont., June 23—American vés-
sels will hereafter be excluded from
the coasting trade of Canada on the Pa-
cific. For some years the coasting laws
of Canada have been suspended as far
as the Pacific coast is concerned owing
to the fact that there was not emough
Canadian and British tonnage to fill the
trade requirements, and Americhn h‘m?_\
have done'a large and profitable busi-
ness between Seattle and Nome, carrying
freight to such ports as' Vancouver, Vie-
toria afd Skagway. It has been décided
by the government that there is enough
British and €anadian tonnage on, -the
doast® to - look “after - the trade and
the same’ coasting regulations have
haen ‘put into force for the Pacific
coakt a8 apply to the Atlantic. There-
fore:an American boat will be able to
{ouch at only.one Canadian port ean a
vovage and clearing from one. (‘anadian
port to'another will’ not be allowed. A
change is being made in the customs
rogulations which will curtail the priv-
ilage American transportation companies
have enjoved on the Pacific. After Aug.
1 Canadian goods cannot be carried
from American ports on the Pacific to
a Canadian port until the water carriage
is by .Canadian or British registered
vesssls, This is the same regulation
which is in foree on the Atlantic coast.

LANDS.

The permittee is also éntitled on pay-
ment to the Agent of Dominion Lands,
of an office fee of fifty cents, to a free
permit to eut whatever hay he requires
on the land for the use of his own stock,
but not for barter-of sale:
