Even-Handed Law.

We are not surprised at the ver­
dict while we heartily disapprove of 
it " says the Observer.

case of lynching in America whin! 
deserves notice both for its peculiar 
atrocity and because it happened In 
Pennsylvania, where there has been 
no lynching before." says the Times 
In a leading article. “The negro vic­
tim in'this case was accused, not 
assaulting a white woman, but 
murdering a policeman. Having at­
tempted to commit suicide, he was in 
hospital, chained to his bed. An arm­
ed mob invaded the hospital, carried I 
him off on his bed, placed him on 
pile of hay and lumber, and burned 
him. It is clear that there was no 
possible excuse for the lynchers. 
Their victim was charged with 
crime not in any way peculiar to ne­
groes. and in a State with a small ne­
gro population. They must have killed 
him in this horrible manner because 
they enjoyed doing so; and whatever 
excuse they may nave made 
themselves can only be a pretext for 
the gratification of their lust of 
cruelty.

“Now it is pleasant and easy for us,' 
adds the Times, “when we read of I 
horrors of this kind, to assure our­
selves that they are impossible in 
England; but if they are impossible 
It is not because we are altogether 
different in character from those 
lynchers. They are men like our­
selves. who would no doubt profess 
belief in justice and freedom, who I 
would probably call themselves 
Christians, and who are very likely, 
in the. ordinary affairs of life, decent 
citizens and even kind fathers and 
husbands. Yet when they have to do 
with a negro they are transformed in­
to devils; and it is more profitable for 
us to ask ourselves what is the cause 
of this transformation than to enjoy 
our own sense of moral superiority.”

An Undeveloped Civilisation.

“The acquittal of Mr. Lewis, charg­
ed with the murder of a Kaffir in 
Rhodesia, is not in pari materia, as 
lawyers say. with the ghastly out­
rage reported from America," says the 
Saturday Review. “Mr. Lewis shot a 
Kaffir for an offence against white ' 
girls. The others burnt alive a sick | 
wretch who had murdered a police­
man. When the white man takes td 
burning the black, he shows himself 
more barbarous than the race to 
which his victim belongs./.

“It is difficult, no doubt." says the 
Church Times, "for us here to enter 
fuly into the race animosities of black 
and white peoples, but it argues an 
undeveloped civilisation if such atro­
cities as these are committed."

College Edneation Lags
Right Hon. Walter Runciman Draws

Attention to Conditions in Britain.

London. Sept. 13.—Right Hon. Wal­
ter Runciman. president of the Board 
of Education, in the introduction to a 
Blue book issued to-day. says there 
was probably never a time-when uni­
versity education was in greater need 
of adequate encouragement, adding:—

“The small extent to which univer­
sity work is endowed by private bene­
faction in thin country is emphasized 
If comparison is made with the meas­
ure of support forthcoming in other 
countries.

"The weakness of the appeal which 
university education makes In the pre­
sent day to the imagination of the 
wealthy finds its counterpart in the 
apathy of the public at large, end this 
apathy is only too frequently reflected 
In the attitude of local authorities."

Warships Soon
of 30,000 Tons.

WASHINGTON. Sept. 7.—As soon as 
some other nation begins to arm Its 
warships with 14-inch gnns—the cali­
bre of the rifles which will compose 
the main battery of the latest designed 
dreadnoughts of the American navy— 
the United States, it to believed by 
naval ordinance experts, will seriously 
consider the 16-inch gun for battle­
ships- The Largest gun on foreign 
vessels to-day is the 13.5-inch, adopted 
by Great Britain and Russia.

The problem of a 16-inch gun is al­
ready being worked out in theory In 
connection with imaginary 35,000 and 
and 40,000 ton battleships in order to 
be prepared to take an advance step 
whenever foreign 'competition war 
rants it. For rifles of that calibre a 
warship must necessarily have a dis­
placement of at least 31,000 tons to 
resist the terrific recoil. These plans 
demonstrate, it is declared, how ma 
terially is the evolution in naval con­
struction and ordinance in one coun­
try controlled by the progress of 
others.

With the size and strength of war­
ships growing from year to year in 
this world-wide endeavor to excel, 
naval experts are beginning to won­
der when and where the climax will 
be reached. The rapid development in 
size is demonstrated by the dread­
noughts built or building for the Uni­
ted States navy. The Utah, which 
has just been placed in commission, 
has a displacement of 21,825 tons; 
the Arkansas and Wyoming, which 
will be completed in less than a year, 
will be 26,000 tons, with the Texas 
and New York, whose construction 
was begun only a few months ago, 
will be 27,000 tons. With the 26,000 
and 27,000-ton ships building the Navy 
Department is planning to make the 
displacement of the two battleships 
authorized by the last naval act 28.500 
tons. That is certainly not the end, 
for it is believed that the next dread­
noughts will be at least 30,000 tons.

I facture of suitings, but the results 
r are said to have been very satisfac­
tory and beyond all expectation.
