and other social gatherings. Although
not of a quarrelsome disposition, very
few people emerged from a debate
with Tell without having an arrow-
"head tucked sceurely under their
right shoulder-blade. At the time of
which we write Austria was sitting
heavily upon the prostrate form of
Switerland, and causing a consider-
akble shortage in her breath, an act
which" Tell and his friends resented
by refusing to pay their toll tax. An
Austrian night watch named Gessler
had hung one of his old derby hats on
a lamp post, and gave the inhabitants
the choice of kow-towing to it or
being fitted into a plain, water-proof
casket. When Tell refused to kow-
tow, Gessler made arrangements to
inter him at public expense, but final-
ly thought of a neater form of punish-
ment. Gessler was a coarse, unsym-
pathetic man. He first got Tell all
het up with gibés about his mark-
manship, then led the patriot’'s son out
in front of the barber shop, and plac-
ing a Ben Davis apple on his head or-
dered Tell to pare it with his bow-
gun. Tell was not enthusiastic over
this arrangement, and according to
the poet Schiller, who has written
several jérky strophes on the event,
he invited Gessler to repair to a cer-
tain congested locality, where no sale
had been found for winter flannels.
Schiller was a man of refined tastes,
and he did not like Gessler because
the latter ate with his knife and sat
around, the house in his stocking feet.
Tell finally cored the apple at the
first shot, but retained one- ariow
which he intended to insert in Gessler
as a rebuke to tyranny, whereupon
Gessler had him indicted by the grand
jory, and advertised Tell’s funeral for
the following Tuesday. At this criti-
¢al juncture in Switzerland’s history
Gessler’'s faot™ slipped. The patriot
escapeds, and the next morning, as
Gessler was on his way to the cream-
e€ry to round up a little buttermilk,
Tell stepped out from behind a state-
l_\"oak and filled him so full of plum-
ed arrows that it was hard to tell
him from a feather duster. Tell may
still be seén in monument form,
standing around Switzerland in a
pensive atfitude and ‘an asparagus
fern mustache.

London, April 20.—According to the
Daily Express the recent rapid in-
crease of gambling halls in London
has reached the proportion of a grave
scandal, which the police, although
apparently aware of what is going
on, are taking no measures to check.

There are over a score of houses in
Mayfair and Belgravia where all-night
gambling is indulged in by socicty
persons of both sex¢s and all agcs.
Many youngsters, including the sons
of men of rank and position, are in-
veigled to these places lose at bacarat,
roulette and other games of charnce,
sums which their parents are called
upon to pay in order to avoid public
scandals.

Those who get the
invitation know what it means. Tlhe
champagne supper is prolonged into a
baccarat game, which lasts until six
a.m., if the guests will only stay to
play.
