To brighten a faded pink frock, 
put a piece of turkey red cheese cloth 
in the water and boil till the color is 
the desired shade. One-eighth of a 
yard of cheese cloth is enough for one 
dress.

Certain tall floweri-lilies among 
them—are best arranged in a wide- 
mouthed vase with a stem holder in 
the bottom. Or wire stem-holders 
may be had that fit over the top of 
the vase or jar.

Pumkin pies should never be made 
from squash, nor should it be largely 
custard. The most important thing 
is to choose a good pumpkin and let 
it cook until it is very soft and the 
water all evaporated.

Muslins, calicoes, ginghams and 
shirtings should always be shrunken 
before making up. Lay them in warm 
water with a little salt. I>et stand 
half an hour, then wring dry and 
hang on line. Press when half dry.
