LITTLE LONDON’S Bl<

Old Resident Tells of tbA Q, 
City’s Devastation m 1846.^

To the Editor of the Advriitibb^-. ,
Dear Sir,—I was itiuch pleased to read a 

a recent issue the communication of 
former Londoner, Dr. A. F. Reid, medical 
superintendent of the Nova Scotia Hospital 
for the Insane, regarding his school days.
I well remember the three Reid boys, thej 
two elder of which I knew better. |
#ere looked upon when about 11 « 
years of age, as quiet, not overly bright j 
lads; they subsequently brightened i 
however, leaving their associates far in I 
rear, and became eminent men, ofV ' 
their friends were justly proud. Dr. 1 
memory is a little at fault in some rei_r_
He speaks of the. great fire of 1844, that 1

fan in the Robinson Hall and swept London.
hat the started on April 13, 1845. Some 

barrel staves and dry pine bad been added* 
to the fire to hujrrv up the dinner for t&«y| 
judge, he having just arrived by stage tol 
open the Queen’s Bench Court next day. ■ 
It was on a Sunday, and I was in church at 
the time attending service in the Methddist 
Church, situated then off Richmond street 
nearly opposite the City Hall. I was sitting 
in the gallery, and Rev. Dr. Evans was 
^reaching. I heard a dog give a peculiar 
•ark, ana looking out I saw a blaze shoot 

up from the roof of the Robinson Hall. 
Forgetting where I was and being excited 
(it was the first âre I had ever seen), I 
leaped over the seat in front of mé.. The 
minister said there must be a fire—» 
rqfh was made for the door—and 
although the first to start I was pearly the 
last to get out. The weather in the month of 
March had been very mild and remarkably 
dry, and had continued so until April 13.
On that day tjie wind blew a continuous 
urricànc from a direction a little west of 

north. Many left their houses near 
Clarke's bridge to See tlie fire, but when 
they returned the flames had been there 

d their homes were gone. I was engaged 
at the finie with Mr. G. Tyas, merchant, 
who had been burned out the year before, 
and as 1je now expected a repetition of the 
disaster, a removal of his goods started.
To show how crazy some willing 
hands will beoomé, I will mention 
one Incident of many. Mr. Tya» 
kept a ! general store where E. Adams 
& Co.’s wholesale establishment now stands. 
Some persons threw down a white blanket 
from the shelves and emptied into it tea, 
tobacco, rice, sugar, nails, door hinges, 
latches, etc.—men whom you would credit 
with being sane and sensible at other 
times. Tire wind was so strong that a 
sheet of flame would strike a frame struc­
ture and it would go down like a wall of 
paper, while the fire swept on. There was 
no lull in the wind—it was one steady 
blast that carried a sheet of flame from one 
building to another, and they went as if 
made of straw. The flames and burning 
shingles were carried across the river op- 
>osite Labatt’s and Hup^s property and 
mrned a o Vantity of brush and cordwood, 

being mostly bush at the time.
