ing report from the headquarters of Sir John 
French, commander of the British forces in the 
field, was given out toda y from the official infor­
mation bureau:

"The enemy’s activities in the neighborhood 
of Ypres, reported in the last communiques,have 
been checked. During the last three nights 
patrols which have been active in front of our 
trenches have found that the enemy has not ven­
tured to leave his lines.

PRAISE FOR PRINCESS PATS.
“Early this morning—March 1—an at­

tack, preceded by a heavy bombardment, 
made on a portion of our line, was success­
fully repulsed. On our left a party of Prin­
cess Patricias, Canadian Light Infantry, 
captured a German trench with great dash. 
After killing eleven of the occupants and 
driving off the remainder, they succeeded in 
blowing up the trench. Our losses were 
1rifling.
