London. Nov. 28. — (Canadian 
Press).—The Greek former ministers 
condemned to death by the military 
court in Athens have been executed, 
says an Exchange Telegraph dispatch 
from Athens this afternoon.

It was stated in official circles this 
afternoon that the immediate with­
drawal of the British minister at 
Athens will result from the execu­
tions.

The precedent of such action by the 
British, it was suggested, would prob-1 
ably be the break in diplomatic re- 
lations with Serbia in 1903 as a result, 
of the murder of the Serbian majes-

Goudas and Stratigos were sen- 
fenced to imprisonment for life.

HAD EXTENDED TRIAL.
