THE BRUSSELS CONFERENCE.

What is Proposed to be Done at the Ad-
journed Meeting.

Brassels, Dec. 5,—When the Internation-
al Monetary conference resumes its sitting
to-morrow the first matter requiring settle-
ment will be whether the report of the
committee to consider the Rothschild plan
shall be further debated or the proposals
of the American delegates prcceeded with.
Mr. Rothschild, Sir C. Freemantle and
Sir William Houldsworth all of whom
are British delegates, desire some
expression of opinion regarding Roths-
child’s _plan from the full Conference.
Bartram Currie, another DBritish delegate,
aims to bring Conference to a speedy close,
aud in common with some of the other dele-
gates who are resigned to see Conference
result in a failure, favor the consideration
of the American resolu'ions as hastening
the windicg up of the meeting. 8ir C
Freemantle, with a view to the resumption
of debate on the Rothschild plan, bas
amended his declaration, declining to
pledge the English Government to
withdraw its  half--sovereign  picce:
in favor of silver by adding the
words ‘‘except concurrently with the
gdoption of the HRothschild projzct, or
some other proposal having compensator,
value.” Sir C. Freemantle, who ig
Deputy Mas'er of the Mint, has
never been known to take inde
pecdent action or personal initiative,
and it is therefore taken lor granted tbas
he is the mouthpiece of the Brilish
Government in announcing assent to the
abolition of the half sovereign. 1f, despiie
the adverze report of the committee,the full
conference adopts the Rothschild plan, &
number of the dclegates will wan!
the coaference to close or adjourn,
on December 16'h at the latest.
If any adjournment is taken it is doubtful
if there will be a full attendacc: when the
sittings are resumed in January. Mr, Currie
has sent to the Times a verbatim report o!f
the speech he made before th2 conferenc:

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JAY GOULD'S FUNERAL.

It will Take Place To-Day to Woodlawn
Cemetery—=Services at the House,

New York, Dec. 5,—That simplicity
which chaiacterized Jay Gould’s life was
observed at his funeral services this after-
noon at his late home, 579 Fifth avenue.
[t was anpounced on Sunday morning
that the funveral services would be public,
and that the body would be seen from ten
a. m. until 3 p. m. to-day, and that no
ove would be refus:d admission to the
house. When Mr, George J. Gould was
informed of this be sent out a request that
the public would ohserve the wishes of
the family, and that the funeral would be
private.  Nevertheless, wh<~ tha
relatives, immediate friends
and former business assoc
Gould were at the services, many '
attempted to gain admission to the house,
cffering all sorts of pleas of acquaintance-
ship for the privileges. Out on the avenue
on both sides of the thoroughfare, hun-
dreds of men axd women stood for hours
in the bitter cold, envying those permit-
ted to enter the house. The sidewalk in

Sceretary of the Treasury to-day trans-
mitted to Congress the estimates of appro-
priations required for the service for the
ficcal vear ending June 380, 1894.
