QUEER JAPANESE TREES.

Trained in Fantastic Shapes by Gardeners
" Long Since Dead.

A large collection of arboreal plants train-
ed in the artistic and curious style of the
Japanese are on view at the American art
galarles. Some of these dwarfed plants

ave been seen here before, but never in
such varletf and numbers as at present.
They wer all importd from Japan by Kusi-
kiki & Aﬂaf of Tokio, and most of them
have been for two years in the nurseries
at Atlantic City. Some of them are quite
remarkable exhibitions of the Japanese
skill' in horticulture, and the fact' that
they are all in miniature adds &rentlf to
their attractiveness. Some of e pleec
were prepared by the best knoewn garden-
ers in Japan. i

The dwarfed cedars, or Chabo-Hiba, will
attract most attention, not only because
they are most numerous, but also because
they are remarkably flue speciments. These
diminutive trees, as perfect in every de-
tail of form and color as a large and fully
developed tree, vary in age from 115 years
to twice that time, and some of them are
the work of men long dead. One specimen
from the garden of the Count Okuma was
trained by a famous gardener of 'Wokio,
who died during the last century. Another
dwarf «cedar, possibly the most valuable in
the .collection, also from the garden of
Count Okuma, is now 21§ Xears old, al-
though it is only three and a half feet

gh. ' It \was the particular.pride of Zaru-
Che, ‘a 'Tokio master of tree-training. Many
of these «cedars have been for a half a
‘centmry iin the same . pot, and others have
been planted. thrice as long. " All of these
are in peneelain pots o. une make,

There are numerous Interesting speci-
mens firom rhe highly artificial larches
trained into the form of cranes standing
on one fewt, turtles and ships, down to
the minwute plants growing in the porcelain
pots that may ‘have held them for 10 or 15
years, although they are not’ more than
two or thoee ‘inches high. These contain
different ts dwarfed by the process
which is secret of the Japanese. More
curfous tham any of the other exhibits are
the attempts to reproduce bits of land-
scape. One of these, not more than eight
inches long By feur broad, shows a well-
known pro! Japan, with its tea-
house and a tvee which is a maple, is not
more than six iaches high.

‘What 'the - catalogue calls the most at-
tractive piece of the collection is a Yono-
some over50 years old. It is growing on
the root of a ferm tree that has been cut
into a square, and on its trunk is a tiny

trec 15 years old. ‘The quaint exhibits, |’
which have never before been seen here to o

snch advantage, are well worth a visit for
their own sake.

IMMIGRANTS WITH SMALLPOX.

Three Cases Found in a Train Load at
Winnipeg—The Measles Also.
Winnipeg, June .16.—The first two
trains of mmigrants from the steamer
Pisa via Halifax arrived in the city
last night. Dr. Anglis, representing tne
city health department, and Dr. Corbett,
representing the Dominion government,
met the immigrants at Rat Portage.
They ascertained that there was one

‘case of small pox, two cases of a mild

form, and .twenty cases of measles on
board. ‘This information was wired
Commissioner McCreary and the Mayor
and the passengers were permitted to
go through the city on the understanding
that they would be taken care of by the
Dominion government. The train passed
through the city with all carriages loek-
ed.

BUSH FIGHTING IN CUBA.

Little Party of Uniied States Marines

. Find It Difficult to Follow the
Enemy.

On Board the Associated Press De-
spatch Boat Dauntless, Guanatamo Bay,
Tuesday, June 14 (noom), .via Kingston,
June 16.—The landing of this small de-
tachment of marines-—mostly raw men-—
in the enemy’s country has taught some
lessons to the officers and men here, and
possibly also to the authorities at Wash-
ington. It has shown the Spaniards to
be daring bush fighters and proven that
every American camp must be compaetly
built, as well as protected, to resist night
attacks, as though in the Apache coun-
try. It has developed several small de-
fects in the navy guns under service con-
ditions, and shown that, given free rein,
the repeating rifles of 500 nervous trocps
can waste 10,000 rounds of ammunition
in killing shadows in a single night,
and not think even then that they have
done 'much shooting.. Though 16 dead
Spaniards were found by Lieut. Neville's
men in regular uniforms, most of these,
seen in.daylight attacks, wore scarcely
anything ' excdept big plantation leaves
round the forehead in lieu of hats. This
acted as an effective disguise in the
bush. - Others, stripped to.a pair of dirt-
colored trousers, tied . with branches
round the waists and reaching shoulder
high and moving cautionsly, could even
cross open ground without being detect-
ed, though some were caught in the game.

“Liberty is my religion, and by liberty I
mean when every man enjoys himself, but
not at the expense of another. What light
is to the eyes, what air is to the lungs,
_what love is to the thought, liberty is to
the soul .of man. It is the seed and sofl
the light and air, the dew and the rain of
progress, love and joy.
willing to give to every other human be-
ing whatever right he claims for himself,
I care not what his position, his power,
glse gulture, his wealth, he is simply a say-

ge.

In these words Colonel Robert G. Inger-
-Soll introduced himself and his topic to
the great audience which filled every avail-
able space in McVicker’s theatre, Chicago,
to_hear him speak on ‘“Liberty.”

With him the transition was easy from
llbex;tg as a text to the war now being
waf by the United States. against Spain,
which he declared was the only war ever
waged for humanity’s sake alone. Every
point—and there were many—was greeted
with applause which sometimes rose to the
dignity of a storm of acclaim. The au-
dience. was typical of the thought and
force of the community,

‘“There is one thing of which I am
proud,” Colonel Ingersoll went on, ‘“and
that is our fathers solved in the new world
the problem of equality. I am glad our
fathers were great and brave enough to
say ‘No’ to taxation without representa-
tion. I am glad that they were brave en-
ough to say that every man-should have
his right in making the laws of the land
he is to obey, and that they threw
down the gauntlet to one of the mightiest
nations then ugon the globe.

REPRISAL 0N CANADA.

Dominion Excluded From Favored
Nation Treatment Accorded
Other British Possessions.

Germany Shows Her Displeasure
But the Exelusion Will Searce-
ly Affect Canada.

Outsider’s Application for British
Columbia Judgeship to Be Met
With Refusal.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

Ottawa, June 16.—A Berlin despatch
says it is officially announced that from
July 31 next Great Britain and her col-
onies with the exception of Canada will
receive from Germany the benefit of the-
most favored nation treatment. The ex-
clusion of Canada from these benefits:
is regarded as a reprisal for Oanada’s.
act which brought about the deneunce-
ment by Great Britain of the eommer-
cial treaties with Germany and Gelgium.

Regarding the notice of reprisal upon
Canada Sir Richard Cartwright says the-
move was not unexpected, and Canada
could not complain as she need not have
expected favored nation treatment from.
those to whom she did not give it. In
regard to Germany’s trade with Canada
it was decidedly one-sided and we would
not suffer much. We bought at least
six times as much from Germany as she
did from us, possibly a great deal more:
than that. Direct imports from Ger-
many into Canada in 1897 were $6,-
491,000 and in addition there must have
been a good deal imported from Ger-
many ‘through England. On the other

hand, Canadian exports to Germany
were only $1,045,000. Canada therefore
would be very little affected by Ger-
many’s action.

The date has not yet been fixed for
the conference in Quebec.
