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THE POINT BLLICE BRIDGE
LOAN DIVERTING BY-LAW.

Today the approval of the citizens is
asked to what is. known as the Point
Ellice Bridge  Toan Diverting’ Bylaw.
‘We do mot suppose there will be any
-votes cast in oppesition to this By-law,
but it appears that there is some mis-
understanding among some citizens as to
the object of the By-law. Briefly it
may be said that it is simply ‘a techni-
ical miattem, necessary to meet the wre-
quirements of the provisions of the Muni-
cipal Clauses Act. It will be remember-
ed that the money required ito rebuild
the Point Elice bridge was provided
by a loan authorized by the citizens of
$75,000; by a grant from the Govern-
ment of $30,000, and by a contribution
from the Electric Railway Company of
$20,000. There will be a surplus left
after the cost of the. bridge is defrayed
of from $10,000 to $14,000. TUnder the
la'ww.tﬂxis cannot be utilized by the City
for. other purposes without the consent
of . the taxpayers, and. it is for this
reason that ‘théy are asked to approve
this By-law.” The City proposes to re-
place the Rock Bay bridge by an
embankinent; indeed, 4¢ is under obliga-
gion to do 0, and will use this surplus
from the Poiut Bllice bridge for that
object. Otherwise it would either have
% muke a separate loan for that pur-
Dose or increase the rate of taxatiom
in order to provide funds from the ap-
propriation for public works, It will be
seen, therefore, tthat there is every
reason to eupport this By-law. With
‘the  James Bay causeway, the Paint
Ellice bridge and the embankment at
Rock Bay - all completed, “the ecitizens
may be congratulated on the accomplish-
ment of three very important and desir-
able civie improvements,

It is admitted
that at present the use of traps in our
waters is to some extent of -an experi-
mental character and for that reason it
i8 desirable in the interests of the fish-
ery that no unnecessary delay shoutd
oceur in solving the question by actual
results. Any delay now will make it
impossible to. complete the traps in time
for this season’s operations and the un-
certaiuty now eaused as to the. inten-

The
trustees gre cinterested like any other
citizen in the welfare of the -City; they
are as deeply concerned as their Deigh-
bors that enconmy should prevail in the
management.of the civic finances. They
were elected to the positions they hold as
School Trustees by their - fellow-voters,
and there is no reason to believe that
tthe - confidence in -their prudence  and
judgment expressed in their election has
diminished in the slightest degree, There
shotld _be mo hesitation, therefore, ‘on
the part of the elettors in casting their
votes today ‘in support of the Sehool By-
law. The population of Victoria is
growing. All things point to a period
of wmusual progress in the immediate
future, and we must prepare now to
meet the requirements of that increase
in population. It will not be in the
interest of Victoria to have it said that
her citizens are so penurious that they
refuse to provide suitable and suficient
school accommodation, Our neighbors in
Vancouver are keen to have their town
spoken of abroad as possessing excel-
lent educational advantages, -and the
belief that that claim is well founded
has induced not a few people to locate
there in onder that their children may
enjoy - those educational opportunities,
Vietoria cannot afford to lag ‘behind in
this respect.

CAPE COLONY’S PREMIER;

‘The appointment of Dr, Jameqon as
PPremier of Cape Colony is certainly a
most interesting incident in the political
history of South Africa. In some re-
£pects it is almost grotesque. That the
man ‘who led the raid on the Transvaal,
the object of which was to overthrow
the Boer government and make the
British the dominant race in South
Africa, should now be called on to har-
monize the views and ambitions of the
two races and cause the Dutch element
to acquiesce in the result of the war,
and.settle down as loyal subjects of the
British Crown, is a straunge sequel to
the days of 1895. Yet in some respects
there is no real.difference hetween Dr.
Jameson’s course their and what may be
expected of him now ifi his' new and im-
portant office. The devoted follower
and friend: of Ceecil Rhodes, Dr. Jame-
sou became thoroughly imbued witly that
greay South ‘African Imperialist’s views
and desires for the future of British
South. Africa.  He blundered wwhen he
theught' lie. eould ancomplish what they
both desired by the raid. - Now he has
the greatest opportunity that he could
seek for accomplishing that aim. - And
improbable as it may seem; we think
that Dr. Jameson will yet-win the con-
tidence of the Bond and have no. rdcial
opposition from the Dutch element, ex-
cept in the case of a few extreme parti-
sans. The days for -opportunism have
passed with the retirement of one of the
most successful believers in .such u
creed—Sir Gordon- Sprigg: . Now there
must -be a definite policy; it must be
clearly understood ‘that the late war set-
tied the question of supremacy, but has
raised 1o obstacle to the Dutch having
equality in every respect +with their
British neighbors. This must 'be the
coruer stone of the Government’s policy
and Dr. Jameson understands that and
will give effect to it.

Dr. Jameson has made a start in the
promulgation: of this political creed,
which augurs well for the future. He
was banqueted at Cape Town early in
March in homnor of his appointmeint as
Premier, just on the eve of the assem-
bling of the new Colonial Parliament.
Regarded as he ‘is by so many persons
as the last man who is likely to be able
to bring the two racey together, Dr.
Jameson made a speech on that occasion
excellent in tone and temper, and, wise
and polities in matter and suggestion,
Throughout the speech there was not a
word that could be resented by the
Dutch. He vyirtually appealed to the
men of both races to join hands and
work together for the progress of the
country. In a most tactful manner he
gave his oppouents credit for being as
patriotic_aud as anxious for the inter-
ests of the country as were he and his
‘poiitical supporters. It was only as to
the methods by which that could be
best secured that they differed. The Pro-
gressives belived that as a part of the
British Empire the Colony would pros-
ver the most, while the Bond thought it
would do just as well if separated. He
did not. think his opponents had a desire
to‘ see separation from the Empire, but

that he and his followers held that *the
colouy should must be, and will be a
part of the Brifish Empire.”” @Giving his

litical opponents credit“for Honesty in

eir views, he saw no reason why ‘all
ccould not work rmoniously toge
for the good of the land .in which_ ‘hey.

by Mr. Walls is, in itself, sufficient
ground for an enquiry. THe fact that
he should have been offered two Iou-
sand dollars as a feeé or bribe—which it
really was intended for, only the racts
that may be elicited at the proposed en-

quiry will determine—is in itself extra-
ordinary ~when the circumstances are
considered. It appears to have been well
known by the civice authorities, accord-
dug fo_ the statement of exMayor Me-
Candless, that the Chinese merchants
‘sold .large quantities of Chinese aud
Japanese liquor without any Jicense to
authorize them to engage in sush a
trade. They had, however, ne7w been
prosecuted for such violation of the law
and as far as any information has p~a
disclosed there had been no S0 $ISFim
that any action should be taken against
them. That being so, it would be in-
teresting to' know why they should be
willing to pay $2,000, not as a license
fee, but merely as a payment to a law-
yer for his services in getting the city
to issue licenses to them. The answer
to that question will probably disclose
the fact as to whether some other pe:-
son acted as an intermediary for-a simr
lar purpose. Then again, the statement
has been made that when the licenses
were issued it was intimated that no
IChinese would be molested for eel” ng
liqguor. That statement,” if it had aay
meaning at all, practically implied tuac
the eity, having secured a payment of
$600_per annum, was quite willing to
allow “any number of Chinese to engage
in the liquor traffic. If such a state-
ment was made by some civie official,
he certainly did something which shows
that he is ubfitted to occupy an omicial
Dosition. There was evidently some-
thing of the kind either stated or sug-
gested, because it has been shown by
the ¢vidence given in the Police Court
that somle forty' ©himamen contributed
five dollars each to a:pool, the contents
of which were devoted to the payment
of the fees for the licenses. Now the
ordinaty ecitizen will ask himgelf wheth-
er this is ‘a sample of the manner in

which the civic business is conducted
and whether the white residents of Vie-
toria are ‘treated be®er or worse than
their Chinese neighbors.

While, as we haye said, 10 -one' Im-
putes anything against the personal in-
tegrity of ex-Mayor McCandless in Te-
gard to this matter, nor with the in-
formation that is at present available
against any other civie official, it is im-
possible to avoid the conclusion that
there is something very irregular in the
whole transaction. It is not a matter
of much doubt that the Chinese secured
these licenses +with  the understanding
that although uwominally they were for
wholesale business ouly, they could sell
liquor in-any manner that they might
fined convenient anc that the licenses
would cover more dealers than those
&pecificailly mentioned in the license
papers. fn other words that|they were
a sort of permit to Chinatown_to carry
on a liquor-trafic. We think” the tes-
timony given in the Police Court fairly
and fully sustaing that view of the mat-
ter. Nothing could be more irregular,
nor more un%ﬁir to the members of the
Licensed Vintners’ Association and it
cannot be a matter of surprise thng they
should take the matter up.
