I am enclosing you a clipping I cut 
out of the St. John Daily Telegraph 
describing the fight in which I was 
wounded and it is the truest descrip­
tion I have yet seen.

| I was lying beside Major Brown, he 
who wrote this, when I was wounded. 
Major Brown himself was hit a mom- 
ent afterwards.

I went over the parapet just ahead' 
of Sergt. Ryer, who won the D. C. M., 
as mentioned in Major Brown’s ac- 
count.

j You asked me in Weston’s letter 
|who the two Canadians are that are in 
the snap shot with me. The lad with 
the legs amputated is Corporal Wad- 
dell from Hamilton and the other chap 
is Driver Lewis from Kingston, Ont. 
The latter is wounded in the arm.

| My wound is doing very nicely. The 
Sister told me this morning that there 
was a piece taken out of my thigh half 
the size of a teacup, being hit either 
by an explosive bullet or a (Dum- 
Dum) as an ordinary steel bullet would 
only make a little round hole. She 
also told me that if it had of been an 
inch lower I would of probably lost my 
leg, so I am quite satisfied.

Well, I guess I will ring off for this 
time. Don’t worry about me if you do 
not hear from me regular, as mail oft­
en goes astray. With kindest regards 
to alL I remain
