OR RATHER THE VESSEL CRUSRED
AND HER OREW LAND IN
SIBERIA.

RIS S
Ome Boat missing—Russian Kindness—Suffer-
ings of the Commander and Twelve Men,

Sr. Pererssure, Dec. 20.—Lieut.-
General Anontchine, Governor of Eastern
Biberia, who has_ just arrived hers, brings
news that the steamer of the North
American Polar Expedition which has been
lost since 1877 has been discovered and
assistance rendered to the crew. :
LoxpoN, Dec. 21.—A despatch ssys the
Governor of Siberia just issued a proclama-
tion snnouncing that the aretic ship
Jeanette is safe with  all on board well
The equipments intact. The governor has
taken a special interest in arctic explor-
ations, and sent out on his own account a
arty of experienced and reliable explorers
who finally found the missing v The
people aboard the Jeanette. were much
pstonished when tll:z were informed by the
iexplorers they become objects of
solicitude of sll civilized nations,
ascertaining that the Jeanette was absolutely
safe_and all {on board -well and fully pro-
wvided for the Siberiams hastened back. to
the Governor. g
Hoffman at St. Petersburg was autho-
rized to tender the hearty thanks of the
President of the U. S. to all authorities
ior persons who have in @&ny way been in.
strumental in sassisting the unfortunate
survivors from the Jeanette.

The secretary of state received to-dey
the following from thé& charge d’sffaires of
ithe United States at St. Petersburg. The
Jeanette was crushed in the ice June 11th,
latitude 77, longitude 157. The crew em-
barked in three' boats, which were sepa-
rated by wind and fog. Number three
with eleven men, engineer Melville - com-
manding, reached the month of the Lena
Sept. 19th. Subsequently number one
with Captain Delong, Dr. Ambler and
twelve men reached the Lena in'a pitiable
condition. Prompt assistance was sent.
Number two has not been heard from.

Loxpox, Deo. 21.—A despatch from St.
Petersburg says news reached the govern-
ment at Jakutzk, Eastern Siberis, that on
Sept 14 three natives of Oulons, near Cape
Barkao, 140 versts north of Cape Bikoff,
discovered a boat containing eleven men,
who stated that ‘they belonged to 'the
Jeanette and had undergone terrible suffer.
ing. On heiring the news tae district
deputy governor, with a dootor and medi-
cines, was immediately diaﬁatcbad to_help
the shigmcked sailors, and instructed to
bring them to Jakutzk. The governor was
