SUFFERING ON THE HIGH BEAS.

A Terrible Tale of Hardships Endured by
Emigrants in C!'nllg the ‘Atlantie.

(From the New York Telegram of Thureday.)

A terrible tale of suffering, semi-starva-
tion and death was told to a Telegram re-
porter to-day by an officer and a passen-
geron the steamship Lydian Monarch.
Among the passengers was  Mrs. Clara B.
Warner, an American lady, who has for
many years followed literary pursuits in
Eugland. The surgeon of the ship. is Dr.

Charles Wray, a member of the royal col-
lege of surgeons, England, This is his first
voyage on the Lydian Monarch, and Mrs,
Warner accompanied the surgeon, who is
her adopted sou.

“‘The American public should kpow; as
I mean the English people shall through
their press, the horrors connected with this
trip,” said the lady to a Telegram reporter,

One family named Johanneson, consisting
of the parents and five children, told me
they had not tasted food for a week., Igave
them all the attefition that wa& possible,
and they rallied a little during the voyage,
but I doubt if one of the tamily group
lives to see the summer. They were 8o
nearly starved to death that the consequent
debilitation must of necessity prove fatal.
I say they rallied, but should say that five
of them did, for two of the children died,
one before we left port. The fist seven
days we were out 1 had-but fifteen hours’
sleep. There were from sixty ‘to., seventy
patients to care for daily. The hungry
creatureg ¢lamored for food and ate so vora-
ciously that it made them worse on account
of their weak stomachs.” : 1

Seven in the steerage died and were
buried at sea, Their names were as fol-
lows : Karl F, Johanesen, 10 years, April
10; Oscar D. Johanesen, 3 years, April 15 :
Peter Jacobson, 24 years, April 13; August
Albin, 3 years, April 13; Mrs, Eva Labula,
30 years, April 14; Henry Padbury, 1 year,
April 14; James C. Game, 8 monthr,
April 18.

The death of Mrs. Eva Labula was pe-
culiarly distressing. She was accompanied
by her husband and daughter, four years
o:id. On the 13th inst. she gave birth 1o
twins and died the next day.  The little
anes are still living. They were taken care
of by Mrs. Warner, who put them in her
saloon berth and made her own couch on a
sofa. Mr. Labula is very poor. He had
providad no clothing for the diminutive
strangers, and Mrs. Warner tore up one of
her skirts to wrap them in. She has fed
them with condensed milk from a spoon
since they were born. This morning the
kind hearted lady went ashore with §17
that passengers had subscribed to purchase
outfits for her charges. She is a member
of the Rev. Dr. Deens’ church, and has
written to tke pastor begging him to chris-
tn the children, both of whom gre boys, in
the Church of the Strangers next S8unday.
It is proposed to afflict them by making
the name of the vessel on which they were
born one of the names of each. Mrs.
Warner will apply at the Half Orphan Asy-
lam, Tenth street, to have the children ad-
mitted.

The Imprdvements that Have Been Made
:’x Coliector Patton—Simplicity and
rE

It is said that s, new broom sweeps
clesn. ' It is now just a little over a year
since Collector Patton took ‘chatge of the
cusiom house, but the improvements and
systematic ‘changes that .have been made
within that - year are comn.ensurate with

the good judgment of a good head in
officeé for a dozen years. The modus
operandi of examining and appraising goods
has been altogether changed, and: where
confusion once held sway system and expe-
dition has taken its place. The new hoist
in the examining watehouse is now in full
blast, and works very:satisfactory. The
old way of sending goods mp in the hoist
in helter-skelter fashion and then wheeling
them away in - the small, old-fashioned
trucks, which necessitated a great deal
of wear and tear of men and machinery,
has been superceded by a new plan
which although 1t has only been in opera-
tion one week, is found to bea great im-
proyement on the old. Fifteen trucks of a
modern pattern have been built. Each one
is designated for a certain class of goods,
such as dry goods, groceries,. hardware,

ete. ‘When goods arrive from the railways
or steamboats for appraisment or examina-
tion they. are piled on these trucks, the
truck and all is wheeled into the hoist, the
hoist goes up to the appraiser, is wheeled
off, the are examined, repacked and

come down on another hoist. This 1s ac-
complished in about half the time and with
about half the labor of the old system.

Oue hoist is used for elevating goods and

the other for lowering, and comsequently

there is no clashing or delay.

The examining warehouse has ‘under-

went many improvements. The warehouse

was once a barn as regards light and venti-

lation, and more particularly the top floor.

Windows have been inserted at needed

ints, partitions have 'been erected on
ifferent floors, convenient shelves have

been built, lguhng tubes have been put in

to connect the public with_the . different
appraisers, ventilators have been built, and

many other neéded’ ‘clishges have been
made. ot g i

The work of sending over merchandise
from. the railways for examination has been
much simplified and systématised, and the
former vexations delays in this respect are
a thing of the past... The Great Western

railway employ  three teams doing nothing
else but taking goods tothe examining ware-

houss. A portion of the platform is set
apart for their exclusive use. : A like ar-

rangement is in vogne with the Graud

Truok railway. The express company have

also a ;l»latform and door of ' their own, ahd
no confusion is met with.

A room hasbeen fitted up in the base-
ment of the custom house for the storing of
manifestoes and ' invoices. These papers
date back o the year 1867, and ‘any mer-
chant. or-importer who might have occasion
to consult any of these papers could see at
a glance just where such documents were
to be found, A compartment is set apart
for each year, and these compartments are
properly labelled and numbered.

Some. needed changes in the custom
honse Froper have been made, and others
will follow. The room used for storing
duitable packages which pass through the
postoffice will be refitted and remodelled.

As it is at present these packages are
scattered here and there and very often the
parties to- whom they belong have to wait
considerable time for the clerks to unearth
them from among the mass. ' Alphabetical
shelves and boxes will beerécted, which
will of vourse du away with'theseidelays.

All the informatiou p:ople who visit the
Custom house may,r | tire is now to be
found on printed placa 4 posted up at con-

venient points, and w :>a a person enters
any of the rooms he L .s merely to consult
these notices to find «uit where he wants
to go, and how he wa..i. co do it. On the
whole Collector Patton uas made numerons

and dppreciable improvements, and has
greatly simplified. the f ormerly complicated
system of transacting the public business

at the receipt of customs.

Orrawa, April 22.—New regulations
have been adopted to prevent the spread ot
the sheep scab in Quebec.

Letters patent of incorporation hawe been
grantad - to the Canadian - manufacturers’
publishing company, the New Brunswick
steamship company, an d several private
corporations.

Applications for letters patent will be
made by the Provident & Commercial Land
company, the Dafferin & Battle River Colo-
nization company, the Ontario Trade and
Navigation company, the Wentworth Land
company, the Nova Scotia Steel company,
the Edmonton & Saskatchewan Land com-
pany, the Settlers Colonization company,
and the Saskatchewan & Farmers’ River
Land company.

AMERICAN. COLLEGES.

A Teronte Graduate Visits a Number ot
them —His Experience of Johns Hop-
kins at Baltimore.

A graduate of Toronto university, who
is now studying at Juhns Hopkins, Balti-
more, writes as follows of that instit 1tion
and some other colleges that he has risited:

NEW YORK COLLEGES, v

It may, however, be stated that I visited
Cornell university at Ithaca, N. Y:, Colam-
bia college, New York city ; College of the
city of New York ; University of the city
of New York; Americaii' Museum of Natural
History, New York; and some other
literary and scientific institutions. With
some of them I have been highly pleased ;
with others not so well. Professor New-
berry, the distinguished geologist, Jreceived
me very graciously and politely and shewed
me all the sights in the science department
of Columbia, college, (where they pay
salaries as high as $7500 and $3000. In
the “College of the city of New York”
there are, in addivion to the presiddht,
thirty-five professors and instructors, swith
salaries ranging from $1800 to $3750. This
college has- excellent order and manage-
ment,—and had, on my visit, 800 studshts
(«ll male), ages varying from 14 to 21.
General A. S. Webb, L.L.D., the peesi-
dent, is a whole-souled, geaial gentleman:
I also, on invitation, attended a meeting of
the New York Academy of Sciences (ad-
mission by complim-nsary. ticket alome),
and had a treat—aa illussrate | lecture.on
celest al photography by Prof Rees. The
“University of the city of New York” is'in
a languishing condition. The professors
have too much. private means, and are too
independent. The American. Museum of
Natural History is  indeed fine,
and well repays a . visit. Free
admission ; fres lecture on Saturdays, and
polite and attentive professors 'in charge,
viz. : Beckmore, Whitfield and Holder,
all over 45 years of age. P
BALTIMOOE i
possesses over 300,000 of a population ; has
some very good buildings, mostly red briek
faced with either white marble or grey
stone, It can boast of oue of the prettiest
and most romantic parks in America—
Druid' park—consisting of 750 acres of hills,
natural forest, river, lakes, etc., artificial-
ly improved, with  superintendent, police-
men, -seats, boat-houses, boats, rives,
bridges, ete.- There is also Patterson patk,
very ‘pretty, of seventy acres
JOHUS HOPKINS UNIVERSITY, ]
next to the oysters and Washington monau-
ment, i3 the most noted and interesting
object here. The buildings are red ' briek
dwelling-houses slightly alcered, and are
lain and small ; but new ones are soon to
e erected near by. It is eminently a

lace of work. The money thus far has
Eeen paid out for professors, and ' the most
recent books and appliances for laboratory
work, 1 camnot help being greatly pleased
with the kindness of president ang profes-
sors, and with the unceasing industry of
all.. At the same time I have to confess to
a feeling of disappointment on finding, the
most of them poor lecturers, i. e. not easy
or attractive in style of delivery. Some of
them speak with great diffieulty. Yet
there is a warmth of manner, a simple,
frank, open way of dealing with one, and a
simple mode of treating the most difficult
parts of the subjects, that cannot fail to
elicit our ‘admiration and support.: I
heard both Sylvester and Cayley of Cam-
bridge last uight.—two elderly, distinguish-
ed mathematicians.
I kave just returned from the famous
city of Washington, where I have been
spending three days very pleasantly.: The
Smithsonian institute afforded me much
pleasure ; and the Botanic gardens still
more, beczuse of the many rare and foreign
plants, ‘
The streets of Washington are paved,
with cement, are very wide, very level and
smooth, and cleaner than those of most
cities, although not so clean as' Boston
streets. Of course it is a city chiefly built
for the government, and has a very: arti-
ficial appearance. The public  baildings
are quite imposing and substantial. I
visited three universities (?) there-—How-
ard and Columbian. The former posseages
a delightful site, and seems to be a very
good college ‘for young negro men and
women, of whom there are 1n attendance
over three hundred, with a few whites.
But the Columbian (a Baptist institution),
although of considerable age, is a .great
fraud.

Cornell gives poor salaries — $2000
only ; but there is some good work »being
done in it in certain branches, ' Some
others of the institutes I have called at
appear to me to be ia good standing and
active ; but others ain are utter shams,
apparently revelling in the belief that they
are great centres of Jearning. - However,
Johns Hopkins is not one of the latter, for
in it the money goes not to erect showy
buildings, but to purchase the latest and
most expensive and useful books and ig-
struments for carnest, real work, and -also
for the most vigorous and learned teachers
they can secure anywhere. They brought
a German professor of great distinetion
over last year, at great expense; but he
¢ould not be induced to remain, his love
for the vaderland was so ltmng. . This
year they have Cayley, F. R. S, &c.,
mathematical professor in Cambridge uni-
versity, England, for the session only, tp
assist Sylvester and three other mathemas-
ical professors. 'Botany, mineralogy, and
geology get no  attention here, these™ de-
partments not having been establisheéd “yet.
Greek, mathematics, chemistty, physiol-
ogy, zaology and physics are practically ,all
the university departments, although cop-
siderable attention is given to French and
history. Prof. Martin is a great physiolo-
gist, and a wounderfully plain and unaffect-
ed man. However, he is only an, average
lecturer. Dr. Mills, in his paper on Johns
Hopkins, recently published in the Canada
Educational monthly, greatly exaggérated
many things, and particularly Remsen’s
vower of lecturing, Mills’ article was read
{)y these professors and gave mortal offence

to some of them.
