CHICAGO, Sept, 12.—Paul Alexander John -
stone, the mind-reader, whose peculiar pow-
ers have of late mystified and astonished
people in Chicago, performed a feat yester-
day ‘which totally eclipsed all similar records,
at least in this . When Bishop, the mind-
reader,whometa ¢ fate in New York not
long ago, was here shortly before his death he
astounded everyone by ' findiug a needle
which a committee had secreted, Johnstone
has frequently performed the same feat in
Western cities and to-day his manager de-
cided to attempt the sampe test that resulted
so fatally to Bishop in New  York, that of
finding a name in a register and pronoun-
cing it.
