Eloquent P‘ﬁ- for Increased Pay for the
Lady Tenchers—After D'scussion the
Question is Refgrred Back—Tha Salary
of Principals—Contracts Awarded—The
Ex-Chairmau Honored,

The rooms of the Public Sehool Board
were packed last night with lady ‘teachers of
the city, who had come to learn which of
the - members favored increasing their
salaries.

The teachers began to flle into the room
before any of the members had arrived, and
when Mr, W. D. McPherson took
the chair there was no standing
spaca ~for any ' more of them. They
sat, they stood, they crouched ou the floor,
one peeked through the crack behind the
door. A few subdued whispers was all that
escaped them till the question of teachers’
salaries came up.

When ,Dr. Stowe Gullen, the first lady
member who ever spoke at a board meet-
ing, rose, they gave her decided applause.
The report of the Finance Committee, which
recommended that the of female
teachers be graded, between $324 and
$636, was being considered. Mr. Brown
had moved in amendment that the salaries
be graded between $325 and $650, and Mr.
Hambly had moved a further amendment,
gradiog the salaries of female teachers be-
tween 5324 and $750. Mr. Hambly’s motion
was in accordance with the request of the
lady teachers and of course Dr. Gullen
favored that proposition, asshe said on the
ground of justice and common sense.

Pay Them According, to Ability,

Mr. H. A. E. Kent held, however, that
there was no discrimination at all ale
teachers were not engaged as assistants; nnd
principals ought to have larger salaries than
their assistants. When ladies were qualified
and willing to assume the duties of pripci-
pals they would get principals” wages.
