When stumps were drawn at 5.15 the
Philadelphians had made the remarkable
score of 297 runs for the loss of 4 wickets.
The day was bright but a little too cold
for comfort, and asa consequence the at-
tendance was less than 4000. The Aus-
tralians, who did not get off the steamship
which brought them from Londou until this
morning, were taken direct to the grounds
on a special train.

Philadelphia won the toss and went to
bat , sending Capt. Patterson and R. D.
Brown to defend the wickets. The crease
was as near perfect as it was possible to
make it. The famous G. Giffen. and
. Trumble, who in the absence of Turner is
considered the visitors ’crack bowler, start-
ed the bowling -for Australia, Capt. Black-
ham being wicket ' keeper. With a score of
.23 Brown was caught at the wickets by
Blackham off Trumble, W. Scott joining
Patterson. When Scoty had made 8 runs
he was run out through an unfortunate
blunder of Patterson. A. M. Wood went
in, and after a good stand he lost Patter-
son, who was run out through a misunder-
standing, the latter making a fine 56 with-
out chance. F. H. Bohlen went in. Wood,
who had been twice given a life on easy
chances, was finally bowled by Bruce after
he had wade 40. The score at this point
was 131 for 4 wickets down.

W. W. Noble joined Bohlen, and then
began one of the grestest stands ever wit-
uessed in an Interhational match here.
For over an hour this pair batted in the
most brilliant style, and when'play was dis-
continued they had compiled between them
166 runs, Bohlen sooring 83, not out, and
Noble 73, nos out.

The work“behind the wickets of Capt.
Blackham was probably the finest ever seen
here. All of the Australians fielded
beautifully, some of their stops and throws
being wonderful. Play will be resumed at
10.30 to-morrow morning.

The Churches and Exemptions.
[From The Monetary Times.]

Notice is taken of the fact that one of the
Methodist churches in Toronto proposes to
follow the example of the most promipent
Baptist church in the same city, in offering
s voluntary tribute of municipal taxes to the
city. The hope is indulged by some sanguine
natures that these precedents will draw
many like submissions after them, but is
likely to prove delusive. So Jong as the mak-
ing of the divjsion between Caesar and God
rests with the church, the rule will continue
to be that Caesar’s share will be nothing.
All the experience of the past points
in this direction.. The churches have
their secular side, and many. of them
are coptinually in financial straits, at their
wit's end; to know how to *‘finance” from
year to year. With mortgage loans “and
interest accounts they are painfully familiar.
In this condition they are not in the habit
of making voluntary offers of taxes which
they are not legally obliged to pay. Minis-
ters’ salaries are no longer exceptionally ex-
empted; the change was the effect of law,
not of voluntary tender. And the churches
no longer escape one form of tax, that levied
for local improvement, even in the city of
Montreal. If they are to share the burthen
of municipal taxes generally it will be under
the compulsion of law. No aistinct signs of
the coming change are visible,
