SIR SAMUEJI, BAKER DEAD.

The D!nﬂnnuh.:l Afrioan Explorer nnd
Author Diés at His English Tesh
dence—~keotch of His Career,

Loxpox, Dec. 80,—8ir Samuel White
Baker, the distinguished African explorer,
died at his residence at Newton Abbott,
Devonshire, nged 72 years. ;
[Sir Bamuel White Baker, the English ex-
lurer, was born June 8, 1821, In 1848, in con-
nction with his brother, ho established o
model fart aod & coffee estate in the Island
of Ceylon. He gavo some account of bis
1ffe there in *“T'ho'Rifls and the Hound in
Coylon” (1853) and “Bight Years’ Wander-
h’f' fn Coylon” (1865), In 1861 he organized
n large expedition for the purpose of discov-
ering the bead waters of the Nile, with the
espacial dulgl of meeting and succoring
Speke and Graut, who had set out from
Zauzibar for the same purposo. Baker,
accompanied by his wife, a Hungarian by
birth, set out from Cairo, April 15, 1861, and
on the 15th of Juue reachoed the junction of
the Atbara with the Nile, For nearly a yeor
he expldred the regions of Abyssinie, whence
comes the Blue Nile,gand in June, 18062,
returned to Khartoun and the junction of
the Blue and W hite Nile. Here he organized
a party of 96 FOI'IDHH to explore the course of
the White Nile, Thbey set out Dec. 18, 1862,
sailing souttiward up the river. The
reached Gondokoro, lat.<4° 55 N., lon. 31
46 E., on Feb, 2, 1863, Here on the 15th
Baker was met by Grant 'and Speke, who
. | coming from the south had discovered the
Vietoria N'yanza, which thoy believed to be
the ultimate source of the Nile.. They had left
the river for some distance, but thought it
robable that there was still another great
ake convected with the Victoria N'yanza.
*| Bukor, resolved to supplement the explor-

man's body, The ice st that pary of the bay
i$ nearly two inches thick and of sufficient
ltro{:gth to bear s greater weight than that
of thedead man, who, therefore, must have
thrown himself with his tull force from the
wharf, which is raised flve or six feet above
the water, ;

T, B. Harriston of 445 Markham-street,
who was standing at the foot of Lorne-street,
saw the man stending on the cribwork and
when he looked a ‘moment efterwards be
was gome, Rushing up to the place
he found the man in the water,
but  making no efforts to  save
himself, Harriston then rushed over and
informed Policeman Phillips, who, follo wed
by Policeian Crow, hastened to the scone of
the tragedy. By this time a crowd of people

had collected.

The policemen were afraid to trusb them-
selves to the frail ice, and as there was no
appliance, boards or anything haundy which
would assist them in getting at the suicide,
they bad to go for boat tboks. The body had
drifted a little to the westward of the hole
and was plainly discernible under the thi 1
sheeting of ice. 5

The Body Recovered,

It'was fully fifteen minutes after the man’s
plunge in the 'icy water that be was taken
out by the policemen with the boathooks.
Efforts were wmade to resuscitate him, as all
warmth had not left the body., The efforts
were unsuccessful, however, and the body
was removed to the Morgue,

Here the dead man’s clothing was searched.
From a number of accounts, receipts, etc.,
found in the pockets the corpse was identi-
fled asthat of Mr. John R. Clarke, registrar
of the Northwest Land Compauy, King-
street West, and who resided a¢ 26 Howard-
street.

History of the Deceased.

Mr, Clarke was s native of England, and
came to Canada about 1880,  He got a posi-
tion in the law office of the late Mr,
Bethuune, Shortly after his arrival here,
and on the formation of the Canada North-
west Land Company in ®1882, he was ap-

ointed registrar of .stock transfers, He
Reld tbat position in the office of
Osleér Hammond until a few
months ago, when he was promoted
to the office of secrstary-treasurer of the
new Noithwest Land Company, with head-
quarters here.

His associates cannot account for his com-
mitting sucha rush act. He was a most
congenial companion and is spoken of in the
highest térms.

His nsighbors held him in the greatest re-
spect, and it was with genuine sorrow that
they heard of his death,

Late last night the surgoeons at the Fitoh
H.o-pitul snid that Baker would probably-
die. Bennett is at large.

Bakor is a third-rate commerecial traveler,
who looks so much like a Spaniard that he
has passed under the namé of Leo Leon.
He is said to have s family in Toronto,
but for the past five years has lived on the
lower floor of an apartmeps house at No.
96 Ouak-street, with a woman known a«
Nettie Crane. On the second floor of the
house, just over Baket’s rooms, there livesa
not very particular young wonian, whom
Bennett, who is a bartender when he
works, has been in the habit of visiting.
On these oceasions revelry ran high snd
the beer can, it is said; made many jour«
noys. The noise made Ly Beonett his
companion sunofed Buker and he often
said %o, :

A Disgracefal Quarrel,

Yesterday afternoon, accompanied by &
man known as ‘‘Scotty,” whose proper
name is James McPherson and who tends
bar at Brenpan’s saloon in Kagle-street,
he went to the roomsabove Baker’s and
made such s disturbance that Baker swore
he -would thrash his noisy neighbor and
started for the hall to go up stairs, Ben.
nett had anticipated him and was omhﬁ
down with a revolver in bis hand. “Scotty”
was behind him., Baker .and Benoett
fought in the hall, MoPherson tried to.
separate them, and in the struggle the re-
volver was discharged. The matter was -
settled for the moment by the surrender of
the weapon to “Scotty,” who was sup|
to be neutral,

Bennett Vired Twice,

Baker left the house and walked to
Eagle-street looking for a policeman that
he might have Bennett arrested. When he.
returned withous the officer he saw Bennett
léaving the house. Featful that his enemy
might escape, Baker hurried after him.
W on\-,bouﬁ 100 feet from Clinton-street
Bennelt whirled around, pulled his revolver,
which “Scotty” had returned €0 him, fired
twice, and fled. .

Shot in the Abdomen, !

Baker falt a sharp pain in his abdomen

and hurried to his house, - directing the “

Crane woman to call an ambulance, She
was too much frightened to do so. Baker”
seeing a coal wagon in front of the place
ordered the driver to bring him to the
Fitch Hospital. On his arrival there; the
surgeons probed the wound, and though
the bullet was not to be bad, they suc-

_THEILK FLESH DROPPED OV,

Several Workmen Badly Barned In n.
Natural Gas Explosion, . ¥

Varranaiso, Ind., Dec, 31.—A terrible
explosion occurred last evening at the Fast
Chicago pumping station of the Indians
Natural Gas Conipany’s pipe Jine.

The pipes in this station have been leak-
ing for some time, and this morning work-
men were sent there to repair the leak, A
little after 4 o'clock one of the workmen
updet a lantern, which exploded, and im-
mediately-the leaking gas ignited and &
terrific explosion followed.

The station, which was of irofi, was 2om«
pletely demolished and the workmen were
thrown in every direction, some of them
being hurled 40 feet from the buildin,
Seven of them were seriously injured, their
flebh being literally cooked snd dropping
from their bodies, One of the injured,
whose hair and flesh dropged from his besd
and face, ran nearly halt & mile, turned the
gas off the main pipe and then dropped un-

conscious,

Nearly all the windows in the town were
broken by the force of the explosion and
the citizens rushed to the scene to render
assistance to the injured. The force of the
explosion tore up the pipes and the repord
was heard about seven miles,
