NO UNION MEN AT WORK IN CHICAGO

Immediately On Debas’ Arrest the 100,000
Members of Chicago Unious . Were
O:dored to Cemse Work—Then Grand
Master Soverelgn Called Out the

| Knights of- Labor—The Situation Be-
coming More Grave, and Is Is Feared
That the Worst Is Not Yet

Crica6o, July 10.—There isno disguis-'
ing the tact that the local situation to-night
in the labor troubles is more grave than it
has been at any time. This is not the view
of alarmist or biased Radicals among the
strike elemeut, but rather the opinion en-
tertained among all classes of the community
which are looking forward with fear and
apprehension to what the night or another
day may bring forth., There were three
times as many people in the streets to-day
as were to be seen any day ifor many
months past. Nine-tenths of them, men
and women alike, displayed some emblem.

- The majority wore the white ribbon, emble-
matic of sympathy with the strikers. Sil-
ken miniatures of the Stars and Stripes,
too, made their appearance this morning
and before noon they were to be seen in
thousands. In many instances this emblem
of loyalty to the National Government was
fastened with the\significant bronze button
of the Grand Army of the Republic. It
was significant also that the Stars and
Stripes were hoiste,;i on scores of flag-poles
both in the business and residentialjdistricts
that are generally bare, except on Fourth
of July, Decoration Day and similar

* mational or local holidays.

The people in the streets keep moving.
There was no congregation of crowds ex-
cept about the military camps on the lake
front and the Government building, and in
the region of various headauarters of the
labor organizations. In commercial circles
there were lamentations loud and deep, for
retail business ot all kinds is in a state of
paralysis, and the wholesale trade is faring
but little if any better.

Debs Under Arrest,

Although to some extent it has been an-
ticipated, the arrest of President Debs and
his associates was tire sensation of the day.
The president of ' the A.R.U. and his col-
leagues were brought in quietly and without
any outbursts of popular indignation that
sensationalists had predicted. The Federal
grand jury occupied less time than had
been . expected in reaching the decision
that the evidence presented for its
consideration was sufficient to justify the
return of true bills against the leaders of
the union. Judge Grosscup’s charge, al-
though denounced with fury at the head-
quasters of the various labor organizations
to-night:\'a generally commented upon in
commercial and professional circless as a
masterly exposition of the line between the
legal and justifiable methods of trades’
organizations and defiance of the laws or
rebellion against authority of the United
States.

Organized Labor Strikes at Federal Au-
thority.

Organized labor was prompt to strike
back at the latest manifestatjon of Federal
power and authority. Hardly had the word
been flaghed across the half mile of inter-
vening ground between the Government
“building and labor headquarters that indict-
ment should be: returned and warrants for
1)ebsand his associates placed inthe hands of
the officers when the committee appointed
by the Trades and Labor Associations of
the city to urge upon the Pullman Com-
pany the desirability of submitting the
dispute with its employes to arbitration
attached its signs to the order calling out
eyery union man in the city from midnight

Almast before the ink was dry on this
document General Master Workman Sov-
ereign of the Knights of Labor placed the
official seal of the order upon a manifesto
appealing to the order and through it to
the whole people to lay down the im-
plements of toil. This order, request,
or whatever it might properly jbe
designated was wired at once to the officers
of every district assembly throughout the
country wtih instructions looking to its
immediae  transmission to the execu-
tive head of each local assembly.
The . organization of the Knights
and its means of communicating
with the individual members is so perfect
that it was the opinion at headquarters
that every Knight of Labor in the land
would be made acquainted with the ulti-
matum by midnight. District Assembly
No. 24, representing every local assembly
Chicago and surrounding towns,

was  the firse to respond to
she Executive appeal and this

evening by formal resolution it declared it
the duty of all members within its juris-
tion to carry out the suggestions of Grand
Master Workman Sovereign. Around
town the news of the arrests, while it in-
tensified the sirained feeling already re-
ferred to, failed to produce any prolonged
manifestations either of approval or indig-
nation.

Joked and Laughed When Arrested.

- The arrested men took the situation in a
nonchalant mood. No glittering of steel
bayonets or tramp of military forces marked
their progress to the Government building,
nor were any handcuffs brought intorequisi-
tion. They came like free citizens,
juked and laughed and enjoyed the hospi-
tality of she District-Attorney’s office while
waiting tor bail, put their signatures to the
bonds as a matter of personal recognizance
and then returned to their headquarters,

A Million Eumights of Labor Ordered Out

General Master Workman Soversign said
at 12.30 vhat he was writing an order for a
general strike of the Knights of Lator

everywhere to-morrow, and the order will
sffect nearly 1,000,000 men, the present and
former members of the K. of L. organiza-
tion,

““The present industrial crisis,” said Mr.
Sovereign, ‘‘demands drastic measures.
All trueslaboring men fpust rally to the
standard of union labof. This action on
the part of our o:ﬁ.nion has not
been taken without careful consideration
and we are ready to abide by the
result. This order will probably affect
1,000,000 men. There are thousands of

‘werkingmen in this country who have been

members of our organization, but who are
not now actively identified with it

I am confident such men will rally
to our standard at this time. Just at
what hour this order will go into effect to-
morrow I'cannot say, as the sending out of
it may delayed until to-morrow morn-
ing. Butit will go into effect some time
to-morrow unless something unforeseen
arises,

The Greater Issue is. Now to Come,

President Debs said to-day that the in-
dustries of Chicago would be completely
tied up by to-morrow. Mr. Debs added,
the trouble had gone beyond his control
completely and beyond the control of
the railway union. “So far as the
cause of the American Railway Union is
concerned,” he continued, “things look
brighter to-day than ever. The strike is
on and there is now no violence. That is
what we have most to fear—the depre-
dations of mobs who are really
not connected with our struggle. With so
many companies of militia here, though,
there will not be much violenze. The
greater issue is to come now, but I hope it
will be conducted peacetully and quickly.”

Indioted ‘By the Grand Jury,

Judge Grosscup this morning charged
the special grand jury as to its duties if re-
gard to the big strike. The charge was
sweepingenough to coveroffencesof all kinds.
Judge Grosscup said labor unions were ne-
cessary,and that their purpose was good, but
when they interfered with rights of others
they exceeded their prerogatives. Judge
Grosscup said if 10 men met and agreed to
injure the business of a road it was con-
spiracy, but if one man controlled the ac-
tions of the 10 and ordered them out, it
could hardly be defined as such.

The jury indicted Debs, Howard, Rogers,
Kelleher and several other strike leaders
for conspiracy and they were arrested.

They are indicted for couspiracy, which
is punishable by a fine of from $1000 to
$5000 or imprisonment for not more than
two years, and also for hindering the exe-
cution of the laws of -the United States,
which is a much more serious offence, pun-
ishable by a fine of from $3000 to $3000, or
imprisonment for not more than six years.

DEBS A DIPSOMANIAC.

Took the Gold Cure, But It Was Withous
Effeot,

Cuicaco, July 10.—President. Debs said
to-night regarding the charges made by Dr.
Robinsorn that he was a dipsomaniac, that
the doctor’s talk was noy” worrying him
much;, B 2 :
~ “I was a drunkard once, I admit,” said
Mr. Debs, ‘“‘but I went to Dwight and took
the Keeley cure. I am a drunkard no
longer, and liquor bag no more fascination
for me.” a

Notwithstanding Mr. Debs’ statement it
is cluimed that when it was reported last
Friday that he had gone to Buffalo he was
so drunk he could not talk intelligibly. On
Friday afternoon and evening he could not
be fouund, and several people say. they saw
him at Englewood much the worse for
liquor. This Mr. Debs emphatically denies.

AT PORT HUEON,

Pnlung:r Trains On Time—Freight Will
Move To-Day,

Porr Huroxn, Mich., July 1C.—Several
of the engineers who have been out with
the -A.R.U. reported for duty on the
Chicago and Grand Trunk to-day and are
being hired by the company. All passen-
ger trains afe leaving on achedule time,
and it is expected the company will send
out a freight train or two to-morrow. Fire-
men are willing to go to work if they can
be taiten back without prejudice to any.

Working Smoothly At Detroit,

Detrorr, Mich., July 10.—All the strik-
ing employes of the Union Station'Associa-
tion, whose tracks are used by the Wabash,
the Detroit, Lansing and Northern, the
Flint and Pere Marquette and the Canadian
Pacific, were at work to-day, and every-
thing was going smoothly.

At Battle Creek Superintendent McIntyre
refuses to take the engineers back in a
body, and they. will have to make appli-
cation as individuals. This may make
trouble.

Provisions Dear in Buffalo,

Burraro, July 10.--The effect of the
Western strike is particularly noticeable
here in the advance of food products on the
produce markets. . Butter advanced this
morning from 173c to 20c. Eggs sold yes-
terday at 12c to 12}c, and are scarce to-day
at 15¢c. In the hog market the advance has
been from 40 to 60 cents per cwt., and
butchers have advanced pork loins from 8c
to 10c per pound. Potatoes, which were
$1.75 to $2 per barrel for new, have ad-
vanced to $2.50 and $2.75. Fruits have not
advanced because of the heavy supply from
the Niagara district in Canada, but this is,
of course, for small fruits only,

Why Puliman Cannot Arbitrate,

ALEXANDRIA Bay, N.Y., July 10.—
George M. Pullman made the first state-
ment in writing yesterday: ““There is no
solution practicable unless those who wish
to be employed at the Pullman shops realize
and act upon the rule of business that the
aggregate cost of a prece of work must not
exceed 1ts selling price. The continuous
violation of that rule must wreck the Pull.
man shops or any other shops and perma-
nently stop all work of the employes. This
company canngt control the selling price of
cars, and it cannot pay more for making
them than it can contract to sell them for.
It is impossible to submit to arbitration
whether or not it shall do so, and that it
shall do so is the only demand made upon
the company.”

Little Through Travel,

Both the Grand Trunk and Canadian
Pacific officials said last night that they
were not feeling the strike and that through
passenger traffic to Chicago had been re-
sumed. Although the trains are running,
there is little through travel. The Chicago
and Grand Trunk train which arrived yes-
terday morning carried but 38 passengers,
where it ordinarily carries over 300. Three
passengers rode in one Pullman car.and the
other two were empty.

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FRENCH TREATY RATIFED

BY 4 MAJORITY OF 79 AFTER 4 LONG
DEBATE,

Tbhree Amendments Voted Dewn—Col,
©O’Brien’s Declaring the Treaty Unfair
—Mr, Edgar’s For Additlons of S,
Plerre and Mr, L lexr's ¥or 8
ship Communication—Amendments .o
the Tarl® Announced.

OrrAwa, July 10.—Hon. Mr. Foster on
rising to move the second reading of the
bill for the ratification of the French treaty
was greeted with considerable applause,
This is the hon. gentleman’s first appear-
ance in the House for over a month, and he
still looks somewhat thinner than usual,
and has not quite recovered his strength.
He eaid that he | did not  think the
treaty needed much discussion after -the
very thorough manner it had been dealt
with last year. There were, however, two
or three points npon which there ®ere some
little doubts with reference to the interpre-
tation of the treaty, and some of these
doubts have been set at rest. One was
with reference to the item of fish preserved
in their natural form, *‘Poissons conserves
au paturel,” and he was not at all clear
in_his own mind as to the moaning
of that, If it meant simply fish in the
natural state it would have cut us off the
benefit to a very large and important in-
dustry in this Dominion, and ‘that ques-
tion was not definitely settled last yeoar.
Further communications have been had, as
will appear from the papers brought down,
and that matter is now set at rest. This
class includes what is called generally
‘“‘canned fish,” which are not preserved by
the addition of other substances such as

sardines, but preserved salmon and lob- |

sters and all fish canned or preserved in
that way can come in uader that clause.
.So:p Means Castile Soap.

There was also a | point of doubt with
reference to the question of soap, as to
what was meant by/that, as to whether
that would allow all soaps to come into
this country or not, Last year' he held
that it meant simply castile soap, and that
is what has been upheld by the
French commissioners in commaunication
with Sir Charles Tupper.

Prohibitionists’ Objection.

These two points having been cleared
away we now approach the ratification of
the treaty, and he was here to-day to move
the second reading of this bill. There have
been two or three objections raised outside
of this House to the ratification of the
treaty. One has been raised by a very large
and very important body of people in our
country—the prohibitionists. They feared
that the treaty, if ratified, miglgt interfere
with the passage by Parliament or the
Provincial Legisiatureé of prohibitary mea-
sures, but he had explained to them that
their fears were groundless. The very fact
which gives force to this treaty is that, so
far as this country 1s concerned, the majori-
ty voice of the peoplé is the very force
which must if prohibition is enacted in this
country enact that_prohibition. When it
comes to that point .and prohibition
is  enactéed then, as Parliameiit
will  coutrol the| Gavernment, it
will then immediately remove the obstacle
in so far as the treaty is' an obstacl
by giving notice ot the renunciation of the
treaty. It cannot be said that the time
for the renunication of the treaty would be
any impediment to the carrying out of the
wishes of.the people in that respect, for cer-
tainly nq prohibitory law could be. enacted
and put into force through the majority of
parliament in less time that the treaty could
be renounced in and it would be entire-
ly out of the way so far as any
bar was concerned so soon as prohibition
became enacted,

Wine GGirowers Fully Protected,

With reference to.the objection raised by

*| the wine growers, he said that when the

ad valorem duty is taken away they will
have a very fair protection when the wines
which they make here, and taken in con-
nection with the cost ‘of carrinﬁ:%nd pos-
sibly gredter cost of the wines themselves,
as they are compargd one with the other,
they have gtill l1éft‘them a very substantial
and adequate protection,

As to the point raised by the wine-grow-
ers, that manufacturers of foreign wines
were favored 'in the matter ‘of spirits for
fortifying their wines, he intimated that the
Government might make gome concessions
to the wine-growers in that direction. In
conclusion he referred to the great respon-
sibility which would rest on- Parliamen? if
the treaty was rejected, and urged 1ts rati-
fication. [Applause.]

Ruefanl Cartwright on the Treaty,

Sir Richard Cartwright twitted the Min-
ister on having changed his mind since
last year, and spoke at some length against
the treaty, which he held would not be“to
the advantage ot Canada.

An Amendment By the Third Party,

Col. O’Brien attacked the treaty becatuse
it reduced the duties on luxuries, like cham-
pagne and light wines. If any reduction
in‘those were to be made he thought they
ghonld be on goods coming from the Mother
Country. In conclusion he moved the
following amendment, seconded by Mr.
MecCarthy: That, while vhe House is willing
at all times to sanction any treaty which
on fair and equitable! terms will add to
Canadian trade, it is unable to assent to
the treaty which has been made with France
on the ground, that 1t will not prove reci-
procal in its results, in that it gives France
greater advantages than Canada receives,
being untair and unequaki nasmuch as ac-
cording to one of the terms France is en-
titléd to the benefit of all commercial
advantages which Canada may hereafter
give to any other foreigh powers not mere-
ly in tariff matters, whilé Canada is only to
participate in any reductions of duty grant-
ed to any other power in any of the articles
enumerated in the .treaty. It is further
unfair and unequal in this, that while any
increase in the duties on the class ot wines
which under it France i8 to have advan-
vantages in respect of entitles France
to renounce the =treaty, Canada is not
placed in the same position should any in-
crease be made by France in the minimum
tariff wheat is to be enforced so far as Cana-
dian products are conderned. An in the
opinion of this House it is unfair and unjust
to the great mass of Canadian consumers
that-duties should be lowered, as by the
the treaty they are to be, in articles of
luxury, while high duties aré to be main-
tained on the necessaries of life,
and this, too, at | a time when
owing to a falling revenue the duty can ill
be spared.”

Mr. McDonald (Huron) objected to the
treaty because Canada gave more than she
got. M elGregor objected to it from the
standpoint 8f the wine growers.

The Tredty Not in the Line of the N.P,

Mr. Maclean (Kast York) gaid that he
spoke as a believer in the National Pollcy.
He said that the - Government was,
or should be, a | National Policy
Government and shourd refuse to
ratify the ' treaty because it would
not prove in the interests of the Canadian
wine growers. If the National Policy was
worth anything it should protect all classes
of the public. He #dvised that in future
before negotiating treaties the Government

should take steps to find out the wishes of

the people. He thought the tax on wines
entering Canada should be increased and
favored giving Canadian wine producers
free alcohol with which to forbifg
their native wines, What was wrong wit!
Canada was the tea-drinking curse. [Loud
laughter.]  The liquor habit was not Lo be
feared in Canada if Canadians would drink
their own pure wines and refuse to admit
into the country the adulterated wines and
liquors of Europe. On the merits of the
treaty he would like to see it defeated, but
on the point of honor he would prefer to
follow the Kuropean method rather than
thediscreditable American system. [Cheers. ]
He would vote for the treaty, [Cheers.]

Mr. Flint opposéd the treaty as a con-
sistent prohibitionist. He confined his
argument to prohibition objection,

Mr. Dickey and Hon. Mr. Mills also op-
posed the treaty, Mr. Mills claiming that
ratification of the treaty would prevent
the making of treaties with any other
nation.

Mr, Cockburn Opposed to Ratification,

Mr. Cockburn opposed the treaty because
it would ruin the wine growers and because
it was opposed to the principles of the Na-
tional Policy, It was taxing the poor for
the benefit of the rich. He did not think
any question of honor was involved.  Par-
liament had & perfect right to reject the
treaty if it pleased, and so had the French
Chamber of Deputies.

Mr. Amyot said there were some mem-
bers of the House who objected to every-
thing French and would even wreck Con-
federation because there were Frenchmen
in Canada.

Mr. Girouard (Jacques Cartier) thought
the House was Bound in honor to ratify the
treaty.

Edgar Desires St, Plerre and Miquelon
Included,

Mr. Edgar opposed
cause it was greatly one-sided and
unfair; and also because the islands
of 8t - Pierre and Miquelon, with
which Canada did more trade than with
France, were excluded from it. In conclu-
sion he moved she following amendment to
the amendment: ‘That it appears from
the papers laid before the House and from
the statement made by the Finance Min-
ister that the treaty was signed as to the
miost favored nation treatment without
the instructions of the Government, and
further, that the treaty was entered into
under the erroneous impression on the
part of the Government that the French
colonies of St. Pierre and Miquelon would
be affected by the treaty.”

The Premier Defends the Trpaty.

Sir John Thompson approved of Mr.
Edgar’s suggestion to discuss the question
ina business-like way, but regretted that Mr.
KEdgar’s colleagues had not done so, but had
dealt with the political aspect only. He
denied Sir Richard Cartwright’s charge that
the Government had been vacillating in its
policy, and showed that last session was so
short that there was not time to properly
understand the treaty and ask for its ratifi-
cation. He expressed surprise at Mr.
Cockburn’s .evident ignorance of the
fact. that the duty on wines had
been raised in 1879 on purpose
that Canada might be in a position
to negotiate this treaty. He entered into
the merits at some length and strongly de.
fended the treaty. &

Useless Withous B‘telmllﬂp Communioca-
tion,

Mr. Laurier said that the treaty was use-
less without the establishment of steamship
communication with France, and that in
endeavoring to get the treaty ratified with-
out dealing with the question of steamship
communication the Government was en-
deavoring to get the treaty ratified under
false pretences.

Sir C. H. Tupper Says Why Not Try I.?

Sir C. H. Tupper said the questions of
the treaty and steamship communication
had nothing to do with each other and had
been kept separate. Canada had been for
20 years trying to get a treaty with France.
Now we had. got iv, why not try it? If it
was not found satisfactory iv was easy
enough to givegotice and terminate it,
Ought to Havé Dismissed the High Com-

missioner, :

Mr. McCarthy said that the Government
oughi either to have dismissed the High
Commissioner if he signed the treaty with-
out authority or have carried out his obli-
gation in good faith. He said he should
support the amendment to the amendment
and if that was voted down he should
support the anlendment.

Mr. Davin, in a short but eloguent
speech, supported the treaty.

The Business Asfpect of the Treaty,

Hon. Mr. Ouimet said that it was in our
interest that the treaty should be ratified.
He dealt with the business aspect, showing
that France imported $38,000,000 worth of
the articles we exported, aud France of-
fered us a preference of from 30 to 50 per
cent. on those articles.

Mr. Charlton at 10 minutes past 1 asked
for five minutes to express his objection to
the treaty and took 13.

The Amendments Defeated,

The members were then called in and the
House divided on Mr. Hdgar’s amendment
to Colonel O’Brien’s amendment, which was
last, 51 yeas, 119 days. .

The feature of the division was the list
of 13 of Mr. Lauriers’ followers who sup-
ported the Government. They were
Messrs. Fremont, Langelier, Bernier,
Bechard, Godbout, Simard, Brupeau, Carc-
roll, Legris, Proulx, Mignauls, Monet
and Brodeur.

The division was then on Mr. O’Brien’s
amendment, which was lost, 44 for to 128
against.

1f the first division was a rout the second
was a stampede, Mr. Laurier himself lead-
ing, 22 of his followers going with him,
while Sir Richard grinned savagely.

Messrs. Cockburn, McNeil, McCarthy
and O’Brien voted with the minority.

Hon. Mr, Laurier then moved an amend-
ment condemning vhe Government on ac-
count of no provision being made for steam-
ship service, which was lost by 56 for to 109
against.

120 To 41 On the Last Division,

The final division was taken at 2.30 and
the treaty was ratified by a vote of 120 for
to 41 against.

Mr. Laurier and 19 of his followers sup-
portéd the treaty, and Messrs. McCarthy,
McNeill, O’Brien, Bergia and Cockburn
againstit,

CANNOT FAIL TO BERR GOOD FRUIT.

Comments of London Journals on the
Colonial Conference,

Loxpow, July 11.—The Morning Post
says: ‘““T'he real results of the Colonial
Conference in Ottawa have been to cement
more firmly than ever the bonds of
affinity between the .colonies and the
Mother Country, and make it clear that the
aim and object of Great Britain is to be
considered a part of the United Empire and
to shatter once for all the sham and un-

.patriotic theories of separatists.”

The Post expresses the opinion that the
Imperial authority should share the ex-

pence of surveying the Pacific cable route,’

but regards the tofal costs as more likely to
be "£60,000 than - £30,000. The gont
supports the resolution advising that
trada relations batween the colonies and
the Mother Country be put om a more
favorable footing than between England
and foreign countries. *‘It is pleasing,”

THEVCOMMONS AND THE CABLE,

Two Thousand Mites of Pacific Bed Were
Surveyed and Cable Stations Lo-
cated in 1890,

Loxpow, Jaly 10.—In the House of Com-
mons to-day Sir George Baden-Powell asked
if any surveys of the bed of the Pacific
Ocean had been made since those carried
out by H.M.8. Challenger which would be
of direct service in determining the question
of laying a trans-Pacific cable.

Sir Ughtred Kay-Shuttleworth, Secretary
of the Admiralty, eaid that soundings had
been taken by H.M.S. Egeria during a
period of two and a half years covered by
1888 1889 and 1890. These soundings had
been made between the North Cape of New
Zealand and the Pheenix Islands, 200 miles
south of the Equator.

The positions of several islands upon that
line were fixed with a view ot determining
their suitability as cable stations. The work
was done in accordance with . communica-
tions between the Admiralty and the
Colonial Office. The distance between the
extreme points examined was about 2000
miles.

Although it was past the midnight hour
when the coroner closed his charge to the
jury, which was composed largely of work-
ingmen, two hours were necessary in which
to arrive at a verdict. This was due to the
fact that on the jury was one man who had
adopted obatructionist tactics from the be-
gioning.

Had it not been for the obstinacy
of this one juryman a verdict would have
been arrived at much sooner, and it would
bave been much more definité in its find-
ings.

The case is to be taken up by the crown
authorities at once, however, and some in-
teresting developments are promised.

" From the family it was learned that he
retired the night before in .his usual
health, after sprinkling the lawn
and attending otheér duties he had been aos
customed to. He arose a little earlier yese
terday morning than usual, as he said he
had to meet'a farmer from whom he was to
get some butter and eggs. He left the
house, it was stated, about 6.30 ,to go
to his shop before breakfast and mothing
more was heard of him until news was
brought of his death. ok
