THE THEORY OF CHEAP RATES.

A despatch from Montreal says that the
street railway company of that city is
about to do away with transfers and re-
duce’ the price of tickets. It.is said
twelve will be sold for twenty-five cents.
We do not know what truth there is in
the despatch, but it would not surprise
us to hear of some such reduction as that
referred to being made. In determining
the rate at which a commodity should
sell, or afwhich a service should be per+
formed, sgveral points that do not ap-
pear on the exterior ought to be con-
sidered. The idea will be Better brought
out by referring to some particular in-
stance, say the rate at whith gas is sold.
The Consumers’ Gas Co. are entitled by
law to pay dividends up to ten per cent.
We have no doubt there are half a dozen
different rates at which gas can be sold,
and under each of them the company will
be able to pay the maximum -dividend.
The company could sell gas at $1.26 and
earn ten per cent., or at $1.10, $1 and
so on. Ineach case the profits from the
increased consumption would more than
offset the loss occasioned by, the reduced
price. A question that vitally affects
the people is the determination of the
lowest selling rate that will permit of
the company’s carnipg its ten per cent.
The company has kept reducing the rate
from time to time, and yet it has never
failed to pay its customary dividend.
Now, it is a very pertinent question to
locate the rate that will make it possible
to pay exactly ten per cent and no more.
The finding of this rate is not a matter
of concern to the shareholders of the
Consumers' Gas Co., because they draw
the maximum dividend at the existing
rate. They have a dead sure thing as it
is at present, and as no possible change
4n the rate can enable them to pay ele-
ven per cent., they simply don’t bother
their head about new rates. They: call
this the Consumers’ Gas Co. Thats a
rank misnomer. It should be the Share-
holders’ Gas Co. The consumer hasn’t a
word to say in the company. His medi-
cine is placed before him and he has to
take it. Brother Pearson ought to get
the name of the company changed in
eiccordance with the facts.

Admitting for the
we have to pay ten per
cent. on the capital of the
Gas Company, real and fictitious, it is
a matter, of no little concern to the peo-
ple of Toronto to have the price ad-
justed so micely that the ten per cent.
would be earned if ithat rate were adopt-
ed, but; would not be possible if the rate
were reduced further by a gingle cent.
Surely the citizens of Toronto have a
right to insist on the lowest possible
rate being emfarced that will allow the
shareholders their eﬂ'sto_mary dividends.
The eitizens ought/to have a right in
fixing this rate. /If our aldermen were

alive' to the im ‘ ance of this matter
they would insispt?ga\)aﬂag a voice in
the determination of the price of gas.
As the statute governing the company
does not give the people the right to
determine the price of gas, our repre-
sentatives in the Local House, backed up
by the Council, should see to it that the
statute is amended the coming sessipm.
The company cannot resist such & réa-
sonable and equitable demand as this.
If a committee of investigation (not
Ald. Bailey’s) were to make an effort to
locate the lowest possible price that
gas could sell at, consistent with the
statute right of the company to collect
ten per cent. dividends, we imagine they
would get down to 60 cents per thou-
sand. .= We believe the low-water
mark we are in search of is below 60
cents. If the price of gas were reduced
to the low-water mark the consumer’s

present that

| bill to the company would not be less.

On the other hand, it would be double
or three times as much as it is. If the
Consumers’ Gas Compaiy will sell gasat
the lowest figure the business will stand,
few tons of anthracite coal will be im-
ported into Toronto and the heating of
our houses in winter will become simpli-
fied and cheapened.

Now as to street car fares. The
people have no right to insist on a re-
duction in fares, If reduced fares are
in store for Toronto, the initiative will
have to be taken by the Railway Com-
pany. We firmly believe the low water
mark in street car fares in Toronto has
not been reached. Just what that mark
is is a debatable point. It probably
fluctuates between two and three cents,
and is more likely to be nearer the for-
mer than the latter. In determining
the rate that will yield them the largest
profits, the company ought to start out
on the assumption that a lower rate
would not reduce the aggregate re-
ceipts from nine-tenths of the people who
use the cars. A family that spends $25
a Fear on car fares at four cents will
not spend a cent less than that amount
if the fares are reduced to two and a
hali cents. DBut the lower fare would
cause thousands of people who never ride
to use the cars. In this way the receipts
of the company would be increased. It
is not at all unlikely if a cheaper rate
were introdpced in Toronto the cars
would be filled during the whole day,
much the same as they are during the
red-ticket hours in the morning and
evening. ;

THE PEN MUST GO.

The alphabetic keyboard, within the
25 years of its existence, haw created
nothinz short of a revolution in the
sphere over which the pen used to rule
supreme, Latterly it hak extended its
domain over the type-setting process,
and the typographical fraternity is
viewinz the conquest with considerable
alarm The International Union will
meet in Louisville, Ky., this week, and
we are told that type-setting machines
will absorb most of the discuiwion. The
union recognizes that ‘the maechines have
come jo stay, and its principal concern
is to look after the interest of its
members during the changing conditions
in “which the trade finds itself, - There
is no doubt the compositors of to-day
are feeling somewhat acutely the ef-
fects of the machines, but it will not
take more thap a Jew years for matters
to become adjusted. The business of the
old-time nenspaper compositor ought
to be looked upon as fast becoming one

of the lost arts. There will be no new
apprentices in this trade, and consequent-
1y’ the unsettled state of affairs will
be limited to ‘those | actunally in the
business, The machines will \give em-
ployment to ome-third or one-half of
these, and the rémainder will have to
drift into other occupgtions and turn
their hand to whatever rthey are best
able to-do, In five years the effect of
the disturbance will hardly be percep-
tible, as far as the men are concerned.
But ‘the public will be immensely bene-
fited by the revolution that is now
simplifying the printing industry. More
bookés will be published, though to tell
the truth we have enough now. Books
that are expensive and have but a lim-
ited circulation will beeome ¢heaper and
find their way into the bands of a larger
number of readéers. When the use, of
type-settiqg méachines has become gen-
eral there wiil be little use for the pub-
lic library. With paper at 2 and 8 cents
a pound and composition reduced to one-
third its old rate, as it will be within &
few yearz, there ought to be
.m0 triek in flooding the market
with literature at a price that will
make it preferable to buy books and
pass them round than to waste time in
getting them from . a public library.
With cheaper typesetting the papers will
increase in size andin pumber, and be-
fore long employment for more men
and women will be found on these ma-
chines than ever set type at the frame.
It is the case of the web printing mar
chine over again. Instead of reducing
the number of pressmen the perfect ma-
chines ‘require many times more men
than ever were needed to feed the old
presses. 1t cannot be many years either
before the key-board will supplant the
pen. All that is wanted is the production
of a cheap and simple machine that will
wholesale at two or three dollars: When
such & one is forthcoming every deglk
in our public schools wili be equipped
with it and we will find them ineverX;
house in the land. In short, the pen
will be discardcd as slow and illegible,
and every pupil that passes through &
school will be a thoroughly competent
compositor. Only poetry will be written
by the pen, and for that the goose quill is
much the best. A good joke or a fine line
can never, we believe, spring from a key-
board. :

CANADIAN SEOURITIES.

Are Attracting More Attemtion im New
York-Mr, Yarker's Views.

Mr. G. W. Yarker returned on Saturday
afternoon from a business visit of some
days to New York. He informed The
World that he found a marked and fa-
vorable change in the attitude and
feeling of the large financial houses to-
wards Canadian affairs. Mr. Yarker
states that these astute financiers, for-
merly so shy,are now easily interested
in Canadian municipal and industrial
securities, Only a few weeks ago a
well-known firm purchased a round
fmount of Buifalo 8 per cents, paying
par for them, and expressed surprise on

per cents, which they would have pre-
ferred, could be had at the same ora
lower price, They said if Toronto de-
bentures were listed in New York, as
well as in London, investors would be
found for them in large sums. The law
in the case of some insurance companies
prohibits investment in securities out-
gide the United States, but in some
cases it only goes so far as notl to rex
cognise such investments, and these com-
panies, notably Hartford ones, are buy-
ers of various Canadian bonds, though
receiving no credit for them in govern-
ment returns, and consequently they cau-
not form part of their reserve, as de-
manded by law. Whiie London is the
great financial centre; and likewise the
cheapest and wealthiest money market of
the world, yet certain investment securi-
ties listed both in London and New York
have great advantages, There are only
two important Canadian stocks — the
Canadian Pacific and Province of Que-
bec—listed in New York as well as in
London, and the holders of these securi-
ties during the current year could and
did borrow money in the open markat
in New York at 2 to 8 per tcent. per
annum and at 1 to 3 per cent. on quick
call, and hence doubtless the reason why
some other Canadian securities are now,
being domiciled in Newy York. It is an
easy market to reach, no serious diffi-
culty of exchange and no very vexatious
stamp duty to contend with. Investment
securities in New York are never ham-
mered, to use a professional word ; itis
the speculative issues that are tossed up
and down. Since the disclosures in the
sugar, whisky and other businesses Cana-
dian industrials have attracted consid-
erable attention in the United States,
and syndicates are being formed to look
into them.

Treasurer fondy‘ and City Bonds.

Editor World: One of the evening pa-
pers in this city has been making such
a contemptible and uncalled for attack
on the City Treasurgr since his recent
visit to Enzland. with Ald. Shaw to ef-
fect a sale of city bonds- that I have
made it my business to enquire into the
circumstances of the case, It is, of course,
well known that about two months ago
Ald. Shaw and Mr. Coady were sent to
England on city business, part of which
was to endeavor to sell a million dollars
of the city’s bonds. While in London they
called upon the agents of leading Cana-
diar banks and financial institutions.They
remained in England three or four weeks,
and made what is supposed to be an px-
cellent arrangement to sell the securities,
said to be the best offer inqthe last five
years. But, unfortunately for them-
selves, they did not like to take the re-
sponsibility of closing the bargain until
they reported to the Finance Committee.
As soon, however, as Ald. Shaw and the
Treasurer eailed for home the agent of
a syndicate in London, a sharp business
man, learned that the deal had not been
finally closed, and also learned some-
thing about the terms. He cabled the
information to a leading Toronto bank.
The consequence was that a few days
pefore Ald. Shaw and Mr. Coady arrived
in the city a sealed tender was sent in
for the bonds, doubtless at a little higher
price. Now, if under the circumstances
the council accept a higher tender who
ought to have the credit for the increase?
Why, of course, Ald. Shaw and Treas-
arer Doady. It will be shown that the
English bid is an excellent omne, and if
it were not for that bid and the compe-
tition it brought about the other parties
would not have tendered within three
points as high as what they have now
done.
