the test. The “ Heave-Ho" begun at the 
windlass soon became general as the sails 
caught the strong wind forging our vessel 
ahead to meet"the larger seas awaiting her 
in mid-channel. The dwellers on the isle 
watched us as wo sailed away waving a 
farewell to visitors who must have caused 
some considerable trouble, yet no doubt 
relieved the monotony of dull existence 
there. A strong tide and wind against us 
made the task of weathering the end of the 
island a difficult one. but at las 
able to bring by and lay our course for 
Margaret ville. We see the outline of the 
mountain before us and indulge in hopes 
of exchanging this restless element for 
more substantial footing before the day 
shall close. Most of the passengers re­
main on deck regardless of the orders ot 
command, for it was grand to watch the 
majestic swell of waves that seemed to 
tower thrcatingly, and then suddenly sink 
low, exulting in tremendous glee at their 
power over us. At times one gigantic 
Titan would rear a lofty head above its fel­
lows and lift us high to descend again into 
a gulf yawning to receive us. To afford 
variety the dolphins gathered round, in­
dulging in ungainly gambols, attracted,
I doubt not, by the harmonious chords of 
ten tunes struck by members of our crew 
in time to the beating of the waves. All 
this time our captain kept the helm and 
skillfully guarded us against disaster from 
those mountain mssses tumbling around 
in such terrible confusion. Such a sea was 
running and the wind veered so far ahead 
and increased in force so much that pro­
gress was slow. As we came in clearer 
view of the shore we found ourselves un­
able to make our destination, so with 
heavy hearts many heard the orders given 
to wear ship and run up the bay to seek a 
shelter from the storm that had long 
threatened and now appeared ready to 
burst upon us. Unwilling to leave the 
deck but in obedience to imperative com­
mand we seek the cabin and lower deck 
where we must remain not only to escape 
the spray that sweeps the deck, but to af­
ford greater stability to the schooner. I 
wish, sir, your previous correspondent 
could have been with roe confined in that 
hold the long hours of afternoon and night 
“when the wild waves’ play” hod changed 
to fearful earnest, when many reached the 
first stage and il feared that they should 
die” and some reached the second and 
“ were afraid they shouldn’t” when the 
working of the masts and the creaking of 
cordage gave ominous indications of the 
labours of the vessel, and I think that in 
the chorus almost universal he would have 
had ample field for the display of his ta­
lents. Running up the bay at terrific 
speed with all sail furled we suddenly en­
countered that terrible squall from the 
north west which created such havoc on 
land and sea, uprooting trees, demolishing 
buildings and causing July 4th,1879, a day 
to be remembered. But for our command­
er’s skill and prudent forethought this 
sketch might not have been written.
Standing at his post he gave his orders 
with prompt decision, beset too with the 
anxious inquiries of questioning ones 
desirous to know what he thought of the 
situation. It was not certainly an envi­
able one, on a lee shore, in a ship without 
ballast, and such a sea running as had not 
been seen for years on the Bay of F unday 
In tho summer season. Now the packet 
would seem to stand on end, then give a 
fearful plunge that would bury her bows 
completely beneath the foaming flood.
To those below the danger was not so ap­
parent, for we were, with scarce an excep­
tion, celebrating with servile humility the 
rites of the great ruler of the sea. Eastern 
despot never exacted such abject homage 
as was here willingly rendered by these 
wanderers from shores of boasted freedom.
Neptune is an autocrat and right royally 
does he wield his sccptro. As I listened 
to the hoarse screaming of the gale rising 
in shrill shrieks or dying in low wails upon 
our ears, there came, in association, re­
membrance of those adventurers who in 
the long ago sailed the middle sea, upon 
whom were let loose the whole pack of 
winds watched in their mountain caves by 
King Æolus himsel f. In the march of 
progress westwards had not that monarch 
moved on too and ’neath the cliffs of bold 
Isle Haute found other quarters to restrain 
his restless subjects. Have we been ruth­
less invaders of vested rights and are we 
suffering the vengeance taken upon us lor 
our temerity ? The winds all had their 
say, some fair, some adverse, till at last a 
fair wind home gave us another turn

The Shad Fishery.— Tho Windsor 
u Mail” says : —

“ Mr. John Leighton, of Mount Den­
nison, on
catching the shark caught a 
shad, which makes 3,000 or 21 barrels 
of shad caught by him since the shad 
struck in the Bay. Mr. Robert Cook, 
who was in another boat the same even 
ing off of Walton, also caught about 
500 shad, making 5,000 or 35 barrels 
for the season for him. Mr. Dickson 
Parker, of Walton, caught 14,000 shad, 
averaging 100 barrels,and Albert Brown 
on Tuesday morning, caught 1,000 in 
his net. Capt. Lockhart, of Avondale, 
in a small boat with a drill net was so 
successful and caught so many his boat

night’s haul that be had to put into 
Whales’ Cove, near Walton, from fear 
df sinking. The shad are excellent 
and never in the history of man have 
such large catches of shad been report­
ed as this year.

— Hay ti is now the scene of instir 
rection. It was caused by bitter party 
feeling between the liberals and 
tionals during a sitting of the Chamber 
June 30th. A party of liberals tired 
upon a brother of tho President and 
members of the Chamber of Deputies. 
The sitting was immediately suspend 
ed and fierce fighting commenced. 
President Canal offered full pardon to 
the rebels, and leave to embark to any 
port they desired, but all conditions 
were refused, and lighting continued. 
The Preside it then determined to take 
strong measures, and cannon were 
placed within a quarter ot a mile from 
the front of the houses occupied by the 
rebels. The first shell set five to one 
of the houses, aud immediately all 
were ablaze. The rebels scattered in 
every direction. The fire spread fear­
fully, sweeping away four blocks of 
buildings. The Finance Department 
with all its documents was destroyed. 
On July 4th, the Liberals had disap 
peared, and their principle leaders bad 

■^ISTfen refuge in the foreign consulates. 
About 133 houses were in ashes, and 
340 men killed or wounded. Fortuna­
tely the commercial part of the town 
escaped damage. During riots in the 
Capitol, Gonaires, .Saint Marc and 
Arcahaie rose and were in the posses 
sion of the rebels. President Canal 
has despatched troops to these towns 
and expected to subdue the insurrec 
tion there shorty.

— The Boston “Journal” of Thurs­
day has the following:

u A trade incident which occurred re­
cently is worthy of public notice, 
names being suppressed of course, for 
obvious reasons. A wholesale house 
was engaged in shipping an order 
$300 worth of goods to a customer in 
the British Provinces. Where the 
goods were packed were partitions, so 
that orders could be packed separately, 
and thus avoid the danger of orders be­
ing mixed. It is so happened that one 
of these was misplaced, and conse 
quently an order for $500 worth of 
goods that the customer in the British 
Provinces did not keep in his store got 
mixed with the $300 worth of goods he 
had ordered—in all $800 worth instead 
of $300. When the mistake was found 
out the house at once wrote to their 
customer and asked him to return the 
goods sent by mistake, which were not 
adapted to his store. He replied he 
was glad the mistake had occurred,that 
the goods did suit him and were just 
what he wanted. The firm then de­
manded in formal terms the return of 
the goods, and this was distinctly re­
fused, and in a short time after he fail­
ed, and the firm loses $800 instead of 
$300, less cents on a dollar paid in set- 
tUbment. Instances of this kind are 
growing less common here at home,and 
the persistency with which such rascals 
have been pursued is the cause of it. 
The day has gone by when trade ras­
cality and swindling will be compro­
mised with.”
