The orange is cunitivated with more or
less success along the Gulf and Atlantic
coasts from the Rio Grande to the Sea Is
jands of Sonth Carclina, and 18 db pregent
the most important fruit of the lower
Soutn  Florida and Louisjiana are, hbow
ever, the only states that bave raiséd more
than enough for home cousamption.

The great fgeeze of Jannary, 1886, was
probably the greatest ehock te the orhnge
industry ever vexperienced -in the gulf
states, and didiaway with the iden that or-
ange cnlture is an easy andagreeable way
to msake an immense fortune in an iogred-
ibly short time.« By the freezs of 1886
the orange treer of the routh excapt those
below middle Worida, suffered seriously.
In Louisiana they were mostly Killed to
the ground, and.bo crop of apy ameunt
can be expected for several yesrs. This
was aleo the case in parts of “Seuthern
Texas, Miessisfippi and Alabama, in'ex
treme north Florida, and along the eaast
of Georgla and*South Carolina, whére &
few trees were oceasionally growa, Tiast
winter, thong h* gévere, did not wesult- io
rerious damagé g bearing trees in Florida
The crop last year for the gulf states;ex-
cept a very little fruit_in Louisiapa, was
confined to Fipwida, where the gield -was
unusually lightsthe crop marketed réach-
ing about 1,000,000 boxes.

The crop of aranges this year it is-es-
timated, will belighter even thap that of
last year, considering the increased num
+ | ber of trees that have comesinto _bearing.
|1t is believed that not over 000 000 boxes
may be expected from Florida, while afull
crop for this yéar would haye been 3,000,
000 boxes. THéacredge mn tregd is -in-
creasing very fagt. But compasstively a
small amountiof . the choicest hpmmock
lands yet 1emain uncléared, though there
are many thousands of<acres of high pine
land, suited to the orange and lemon) yet
in a state of ndture over the sodth. The
