Dear My. Editor:

DEAR Sir,—In your isu: of the 22nd, I
read with much interest your very full
report of speeches delivered at the farmers’
picnic on Friday, the 17th inst., and I would
ask you to kindly grant me space for a few
observations on Mr. Innes’ speech.

I think it was very unfortunate for Mr.
Innes that he should have chosen the subject
of railway rates ; had he taken up any other
question, the farmers of Annapolis might
credit him with being sincere, but the
absurdity of his posiiion in the matter, is
enough to break the force of any argument
which he may at any time advance in favor
of reduced rates.

The farmers of the Annapolis Valley have

not forgotten Mr. Iuhes vs a railway man.
ager, nor have they forgotten his iron tariff,
framed after the Medes and Persians. - Old
Shylock never demanded his pound of flesh
with more dogged persistence than did Mr.
Innes, the figures of his tariff; under his
regime no concession was ever made to friend
or foe, unless it could be shown that it was
8o nominated in his tariff. Now he comes
before the Annapolis farmers and professes
the warmest kind of friendship for them, I
am inclined to think that, while the farmers
of Annapolis Valley will continue to believe
that the Ethiopian cannot change his skin
nor the leopard his spots, they will hesitate
about taking Mr. Innes to their bosom on
the question of railway rates. Mr. Innes
argues that now that the apples have become
the staple production of the valley, the rail-
way rates should be reduced, whilegin his
day he was justified in exacting stiff rates
as the product did not contribute materially
to the traffic of the railway. - This is not
good logic. The time when an industry
requires fostericg is not when it is on its
feer, and in a prosperous condition, but when
it is in its struggling infancy lu the early
days of the Annapolis orchard, when the
farmers were spending their time and their
money experimenting,—trying to solve such
problems as the most profitable trees to
plant,—the most profitable fertilizer to use,
and the best market in which to sell their
fruit, a reduction of mailway rates, say, to-
those now in force, would have helped the
industry very materially, but no such help
was offered. I hold that Mr. Innes, by his
unyielding and unu;mpmnusmg policy, in
the early days of the-apple industry, has
retarded the development, of that industry
for many years.
Mr. Innes refers to the high prices obtained
for apples in his day as compared with the
low prices of to-day, but every farmer in the
valley knows that a dollar fifty per barrel
to-day, leaves a better margin of profit than
three dollars per barrel would have done
twenty years ago, for the simple reason that
the farmers have got beyond the experi-
menting stage.

Mr. Innes should have made sure that his
information wascorrect before publicly mak-
ing the statement that rates are as high to
day as they were fifteen or twenty years
ago. I have carefully compared our present
rates with his old tariffs, and I find that we
are considerably below his figures from every
point on the rcad.

Mr. Innes seems to think tha’ the greatest |
advantage which a railway can offer to its
customers is a reduction of rages. I feel sure
that the farmers along thé¢ line of the
Dominion Atlantic Railway would much
rather pay, even higher rates lhdl\ lhe} are
paying, than to be subjected to the dis-
advantages under Mr. Innes’ management.
In his time apples were only carried as far
as Richmond Station, two miles back from
the markets of the city, involving a cartage
charge of three or four cents per barrel,
while to day apples for the local market are
carried to North Street, and those for export
are placed alongside the steamers at Deep
Water, and no extra charge made for the
adduw_ml mileage. It”is true Mr. Innes
was not responsible for Richmond being the
terminus, but will the Annapolis farmer
believe that if he were managing the road to
day, he would not exact a few additional
cents for carrying to Deep Water.
The farmers of Annapolis will not enthute
to any great extent over Mr. Innes’ pro
feseions of friendship; as the farmers’ friend
he has been *‘ weighed in the balance and
found wanting.”

When we say at this
meeting there were present officials of the
grand lodge of Eogland, and provincial
grand lodges in all grades of the order, and
correspondingly clothed, to the number of
about three hundred, a mason will under-
stand something of the gr and dieplay in the
lodge room.

COLCHESTER.

The Colchester people claim that this is
the oldest town in England, and it cannot
be disputed. The first town, they say,
which the Romans built in Britain was
founded by Claudinus in commemoration of
his victory which made him ruler of England
at the south. The battle was fnught at this
place and.the city founded A. D. 50. This
stronghold was then known ak( amalodunum.
Wartare continued. The Romans on the
onechund, stimulated by their desire to ex-
tend their empire, and resistance on the
other by the Britons, who fiercely deter-
mined to maidtain their liberty and hold
their territory, occasioned bloody conflicts.
Revenge for ill-treatment roused the spirit
of the Britons to seek independence. The
widowed queen Boadicea, at the head of the
insurgents demolished (unmlolunnm with
fire and sword. Then Suetonius appears and
completely overthrows the forces’of Boadi-
cea. At Rhuddlan Castle, North Wales,
about six weeks ago I had a fine view of the
Gop, a peak about 1000 feet high, where it is
claimed Boadicea is buried. Roman supre-
macy lrung complete, Camulodunum rose
again'from its ashes and became a prosperouns
town. And then was laid the foundation
of the city walls to endure through all the
centuries from then till now. The walls
erected then the traveller .may behold in
fragments at the present day.- They ave a
composition consisting mainly of stone com-
mon to these parts, of a smaller proportion
of Roman bricke, and a cement of great
strength. I have & Roman brick taken from
the foundation of the Roman wall in London
twenty feet below the surface of the ground.

Here I came upon the legend of old King
Cole. It is a satisfaction to find that old
King Cole did really exist, or did represent
a real persovage. Old King Cole was very
fond of oysters, and here irum the coast they
were brought that the *me rry old soul ”
might be satisfied. =

The story goes that Geoffory of Mon-
mouth in his *‘ Chronisle,” asserts that
Colchester was the birthplace of. Helena,
who was the daughter of a certain British
King Colel; that King Colel held Colchester
against the Romaos general Constantius ;
that, on the death of her father, without
male issue, Helena was married by Constan-
tius ; that after their marriage they reigned
at Colchester, where was born their son, the
celebrated Emperor Constantine the (-rear

| Constantine the Great was a typical Roman

emperor, and Constantine’s mother was well
known to have: beeu Helena, the discoverer
of the *‘ true cross.

The great Colchester Castle was built on
the sight of King C le's palace. As time
went on Helena was canonized, and became
promiuent in story. / A chapel is dedicated
to ber. Statues ¢t imperial patrons were
placed over the eas gate.

Then came the in msmn of the,
Danes. When it fel i
re-named it Cloncaster, an
cipal residence, though they abhored
towne.

William II., in the year 1090,
government of the town into the hands of
Eudo the Dapifer, the son of Huburt of\
Rio. Through this man’s munificence was
founded the Abbey of St. John and Su. Mary
Magdalene Hospital of Lepers. In 1218
Prince Louis of France, son of Philip, was
successful in an attempt to take the place.
Then Henry IIl. armed and retook the
castle, and the French Prince was driven
from the kingdom.

I'ne l\tf-rnm ion wrought hayoc with
Colchester, and the abbeys and monastries
fell into other hands. In the reign of Queen
Mary, nineteen of the Protestant inhabitants

said dpurgeon, who was a native of Cole
ter, * that this strong Protestant elemdnt,
“led to the settlement of Dutch refug es

in the tewn in the reign of Elizibeth
1570 they formed here one of the Datch
congregations, of which there were eight in
Europe.

The siege (f 1648 brought dire disaster to
Colchester. The Royalists stood the siege
of eleven weeks against the Parliamentarian
forces, and then surrendered when starvation
was upon them. Sir Charles Lucas and Sir
George Lisle were shot.

When Sir George Lisle was brought to the
place of execution, where yet lay the bleed-
ing body of his friend, he knelt down and
kissed it, and in affecting terms, praised
highly the t\'raordmary qnallues and un-
spotted honor of the deceased. Then rising,
he took from his pocket five pieces of gold,
being what money®he had about him, and
gave one to be distributed among his execu-
tioners, and the other four to a person
standing near him, who had some years
before been his servant; these latter he
desired the same person to deliver to his
friends in London, as his last legacy. Con-
cluding with some expressions of filial duty
to his parents and recommendations to par-
ticular friends. Turning to the spectators,
he said :—Oh ! how many of your lives, who |
are now present, have I saved in hot blood,
and must now myself be murdered in cold ? y
But what wicked act dare they not do?
Who would willingly cut the throat of my
dear king, whom they have already impris-
oned, for whose deliverance and the peace of
this "unhappy npation I dedicate my last
prayers to heaven.” He looked at the file
of soldiers, who were sianding prepared vo
execute lhux bloody office, and thinking
them placed at too great a distance to per-
form it effectually, desired them to come
nearer to him, on which one of them
answered, ‘‘ I'll-warrant, sir, we’ll hit you.”
Sir George, smilingly, rcplied, ““ I have been
nearer you friends, when you have missed
»
