Organize.

HERE is scarcely a town or village
in Canada in which there are not
one or more persons interested in

the raising of and caring for poultry

stock, or in egg production, and most
* likely one or two fanciers interested in
some of the Standard varieties of fowl
Then why not organize and hecome a
local society. or band - together and
amalgamate with one or other of those
exll‘cmh existing in some neighboring
town or city.  In fact it is far Dbetter
to do this latter than become a society
too swmall in numbers to be interesting
to the members on meeting nights.
Let the smaller socicties appoint a
delegate from among their members to
be present at every meeting of the
association to which they have united
themselves.  The delegates might  be
sent one at a time, lvecmmuw with the
President and  See retzux “till  edch
member in turn had \
meetings. This would create a wider
interest and add zestto the home
meetings, as when the vising mein-
ber returned there would be the busi-
ness of the associa tion to recount and
‘comwnent upon, and plansto propose
for next meeting. Notes should be
taken at all association meetings at
the time of tleir occurrence, so that
the member may not have to trust to
memory for what he reports to the

But we desire to call attention to
the coming months as being the masg

favorable for any attempt at the or-
ganization of sinall societies. Exhibi-
tion time brings out the fanciers and
their stock. One or mere of such will
be present at every village fair. The
must be a fancier
even if he does not possess a bird  of
his own.  We would aldvise that the
few weeksinterveninghetweennow and
show time be used to form these ~mall
poultry and pet stoek societies in every
locality.  They vould  diseuss  their
plans and if agreeable forin a distinet
poultry association among thenselves,
but if members are too small, or they
lack & man well versed in the hicher
branches  of poultry  culture. They
could agree to join any, other <ocicty
that is in full working order and
greater interest would acerue  from it
The judge would gladly give his ad-
vice on uniting  as to which  ~ociety
would be nearest, because of the ex-
pense of travelling.  And instead- of
standing in  awe of the judge, as s
mostly the case, try to get come prac-
tical information from his trip to vour
locality. Don’t be afraid of him at all,
you will find on closer acquaintance
that he is very much like other mor-
tals and not inclined to feel any higger
than his clothes. But be sure to wait .
till his work is done. A polite note
