TO THE EDITORS OF THE HABBINGER.

GENTLEMEN,—As you have expressed a wish to
obtain for the Harbinger denominational and local
intellizence, allow me to inform you of an interest-
ing revival which has recently taken place in the
Burford Congregational Church. In cumpliance
with a resolution passed at our last annual meeling
of the Union, in favour of extra effuits for a widcr
extension of the Redé¢emer’s kingdom in our respec-
tive localities, we commenced, on the 15th of fast
month, o series of special services, with a view to
this important object. The meetings, with two ex-
ceptions, were held two and more (requently three
times each day for fourteen d.;ys successively. For
four days in the beginning, I was favoured with the
veluable assistance of the Rev. W. Clarke, of Lon-
don ; the other ten days I was left to Jabour alone.
The members of the church, who gave me their
hearty co-operation, were great'y revived and
Llessed by these special cfforts. * The congreza-
tions, which, at the more public services would ave-
rage from 200 to upwards of 300 persons, appeared
to hear the word with the greatest seriousness, and
many were deeply affected, | From 20 to 30 avowed
their dctermination to break away from the world
and consecrate themselves to the Lord, whilc a
number more, who were pricked in their hearts, arc
smarting under the force of truth. At all our
meetings ‘we were favoured, in an eminent degree,
with the Divine presence and blessing ; and al-
though many were greatly excited, we obscrved
rigidly the apostolic injunction, “ Let ail things Le
done decently and in order.”

I have recently been invited to the township of
Norwich, to formn a number cf the professed disci-
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ples of Jesus into a Christian Church, and for this
purpose spent a Sabbath with them, whilst my pul-
pit was supplied by the Rev. Mr. Marr, of Simeo.
On my arrival I was informed that two of the can-
didates for church membership had never been bap-
tized, and as they had been brought up amongst
Baptist {riends, had, all their prejudices "n favour of
their mode of baptism, and therefore desired to be
immersed.  We met at a creek, about a quarter of
a mile from the meeting house, at ten o’clock in the
mormug, two Baptist clders being present. One
gave out a hymn and the other envaccd in prayer;
alter which I delivcred an address to the spectators,
and though nothing was said that could be regarded
as offensive by the Baptist frict.ds, 1 considered it
my duty to avow mysclf to be a Pedo-Baptist, and
to assign my reasons for complying with the request
of the candidates, and while we allowed to each
other perfect liberty of conscience, the best of feel-
ing appeared to peivade the whole assembly. After
changing my clothes, I proceeded to the meeting
house, where a crowd had collected together, and
were anxiously waiting to hear the glorious gospel
of the Blessed God. After the morning service was
over, we proceeded to the organization of the
church, when about twenty sat down together
around the table of our blessed Lord, in the midst
of a crowd of spectalors, and afler delivering a
suitable address both to the members a1.d the as-
sembly, we closed this interesting service. {
preached to them again in the cvening, and notwith~
standing the badness of the roads, and the darkness
of the night, the place was again filled, and such
were the impressions nade on the minds of the
people, aud the interest excited, that scveral saig if
I could only stay two or thrcs days with them,
much good would be the result, But this was in.-
