conlld make from: their funds, an Exhibi-
tion for the Island of Cape Dreton might
be established, muld 1 very good prize list
offered,  The Editor of the * North
Sydney Hevald” takes up the subject and
sets before the Agrienltural Societies of
the Island (as he hnd done before) the
advantages of such Exhibitions, iu the
following terms :—

“These exhibitions are practically
useful. (L) By bringing together the
productions of the farm, both animal and
vegetable, from  various localitics amd
widely separated districts, and thus, by
means of comparisen, the excellenco and
the defects of each are alike demonstrated ;
the direct sequence to which is a stimu-
lating of such as wro defective in produe-
tion orsystem.  (2.)  The interchange of
ideas between farmers and stock raisers,
at these fairs is of inestimable value. We
by no me-ns depreciate reading and
study, on the coutrary, such is an abso-
lute nccessity to a rational progressive
mimd, but it is none the less true, that
the furmer and stock breeder may gain
more practical knowledge of any given
departnent in his calling, by one day’s
assuciation and converse with intelligent
men engaged in like pursunits and with
the ubjects of interest before them as ex-
armples, than ean be gained by months of
solitary reading  In fact it is the valu-
able pmctical knowledge—the cream =o
to speak—acquired by reading and expe-
rivnee that men carry around with them
as currency, and which, by means of as-
sociation and objective demonstraiions,
beeomes the common treasury of all. (3.)
Such agricultural exhibitions cxerciso a
strong infizence in inereasing the mar-
ket value of farm lands. There are
always purchasers seeking lanis, and that
district or settlement whose farm pro-
ductions are superior, never fails of com-
manding the higher prices for its dispos-
able lands. One centerprising and suc-
cesful farmer, may, alone, create n favor-
able impression abroad on behaif of the
district in which ho is located. The in-
creased wradket value of lands, is itself, an
argument of no mean weight on behalf
of Agicultaral fairs, (4.) Whenever
these have been organized,on either side of
the Atlantic, the universal testimony is in

“ Lver sinee the doparture off Mre, £
Ratehiord Stae's hewd o derseys for
Philudelphia. we ave watehed with in-
creasing interest the results of the Cen-
tennial  Cattle  Exhibition, reports  of
which were Irom time to time  brought
us by some of our townspeople on their
return home, who dwelt upen the large
and magnifieent  display, cspecinlly  of
derseys, and wpon the sharp  competition
it naturally produced. Information has
at last been received that two of Mr
Starr’s supeth animals; the bull « Litch-
field ” and cow * Filbert,” have obtained
Centennial Awards ; also that ¢ Litch-
lield,” in wddition to the Centennial Dip-
Ioma and Medal, has gained the special
first prize of 8250, which was given by
the American Jersey Cattle Club for the
best Jersey bull at the Centennial ex-
hibit and awarded by the Centennial
judges.

Mr. Sturr has spared no pains nor ex-
pense in improving his herd, and we con-
gratulate him upon the complete success
which has attended his efforts.  Three
years ago wo referred to a shipment mado
by My Starr of five of his yearlings to a
gentleman in Wisconsin. who has sineo
wished to purchass more of the same
stock 3 buat Mr Starr has refused all offers
since that date, believing that he could
raise better stuck than he could purchase,
and wishing to increase his herd to its
presert limit of nearly one hundred.

“Litchfield” has been exhibited a
number of times in past years, and three
times in the present yeav, and in every
instance has carried off the first prize.
Seven prizes were taken by Mr Starr's
Centennial herd when exhibited at the
Connecticut State Fair at Hartford, Sep-
tember 12th, en roule for Philadelphia ;
and, within a few days after their return
from there, on the 11th ult., sixteen
prizes were won by the thirty-four of his
herd exhibited at Watertown, among
which was one that deserves special refer-
ence ; “Filbert,” not conlent with her
retnarkalilo success ut Hartfurd and Phi-
ladelphia, secured at Watertown the first
prize as the bestcow of her age; also,
the special prize as “the best cow for
milk.” This is the more remarkable be-
cause the latter prize was open to cows
of all breeds. It has been generally
supposed that the Alderney, or as they
are more correctly called the Jersey
breed, does not exceed in quantiity of
milk, theugh producing a richer quality
than uther breeds,. The milk reconds of
LEcho farm are excellent in both thesu
vespeets,
