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CATHOLICS AND THE PRESS,

(The Catholic Thues, )

Amidst all the subjects dealt with
.at the  German  Catholic Congress,
which has just been held at Osna-
briick, there was one which, in  the
-opinion of those present, was of pre-
eminent  importance — that of the
Catholic nress.  After discussion, the
Aollowing resolution, which deservea
to be reproduced here, was unani-
mously adopted:  “A press which
mects all the  fust  dewands of our
time is for the Germon Catholics more
necessary to-day than cver; with the
extensicn of the work that devolves
upon it, its jmportance in political
.and social life has largely incieased.
Therefore it is the duty of every Cath-
olic jenrnal to show that it is alive
to the requirements of its great mi.-
sion, to sce that the general and vital
interests of the Catholic people arc
most cnergetically safeguarded, and
the umty and concord of Cadiolics
presesved and strengthened, and  to
take care that in dealings with col-
leagucs Christian love, and in warlare
with opponents wisdom and justice,
arc never lost sight of. On the sther
hand, 1t 1s a duty and an honor for
all the Catholies of Germany to giqe
to the Catliolic press the necessary
moral and material support; above
all, sto Catholic house should fail to
have a Catholic paper. It is also car-
nestly to be desired that in the Cath-
olic daily papers public attacks on
-our Holy Cliurch, its teachings, regu-
lations, and representatives, should

. be brought to the knowledge of the

teaders, together with thoughtful re-
futations.,””  7The German Catliotics
who passed this resolution sxpressed
their approval of it with heart ap-
plause, for they felt that the Catho-
Yic: press is one of the most powsiiul
weapons for the defence of Catbolic
truth,

In point of fact it was rccognized
duting the Congress that without tue
aid received from the Cathiolic press
the Catholic body in Germazy would
1ot occupy the position it now hotds,

well-written articles. In the same way
the press has been of immense service
to tlie German Catholics in helping te
found -their socicties for the young,
for tlie protection of orphans, and for
instruction ard {innocent entertain-
ment. It has bound all the Latholics
more closely together, and thev are
conscious thet if they, a minorite of
the population wield prepondering
power in the national Parhament the
solidanty .to which this. result is due
has been: brouvht abou'. by the wise
end tacttul poliey iwiiich the. Catholic
press has pursued in ‘hdrnony with the
desires af_ able and unseliish leaum,
clerical and tay.” But. bgsxdes render-
ing. most“valnable o.ssi\unce in or-
ganizing the Catho nc.lnrces, the'bu'-
man Catholic press has vith' zea.l de-.
fended (¢ doctsines and intcfests ‘of
the Church when misrepresented and
assailed by bitter enemnies. During the
Past year. those enemies have been re-
markably alert aud: active. They have
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flooded the non-Cathollc papers with
their violent attacks upon Catholic
practices and thelr caricatuves of
Catholic dogma, The Catholic press

has fought the good fight against
then with dignity and skitl, and the
vesult is that the Catholic cause has
suffered no serious damage,

The German  Catholics, however,
solewnly record their conviction at
their annual Congress that the Catho-
lic press is mora necessary to-day than
ever, In the account of the speeches
delivered at the Congress which we
gave last week, our readers will have
noticed that the  President, Herr
Trimborn, expressed the beliel that a
new Kultarkampf in the shape of a
“Los von Rom" movement is ap-
proaching.  Unquestionably, what-
ever be the cause, the hostility of the
enemies of the Church is growing in
bitterness. And it will, we feet sure,
be admitted that the lesson which the
German Catholics teach as to the ne-
cessity  of supporting the Catholic
press, in view not mercly of present
but also of future cxigenaes, is like
wise applicable to tlns countrv.  In-
deed there come into owr hands week
by week anti-Caths lic newspaper arti-
cles, pamphlets, and hooks st fero-
cious and so disgraceful that their
circulation would be prevent d by the
civil authorities in Germanv  When
the German Catholics recomtuend that
no Catholic houschold .should be with-
out a Catholic paper, the advice
should be taken to heart by Catholics
in all countries. ITow many Catholic
hiouscho.dy are there m Great Bratain
and Ireland into which a Catholic pa-
per docs not enter? We fear the nume
ber is by no means small, Some
Catholics will offer the excuse that

they distiked this or that article, or
cets vin suggestions ma‘s from time

'to time, The probabilitv is that the
people. who reject Catholic papers, on
such groundr Suy non-Cetholic papars
which differ far more widely {rom
their views and are entirely out of
sympathy with the Churchi. Again,
there are not a few Catholics why de-
clare that they would most gladly
make themselves useful to the,Catholie
cause if they could {ind an opportuni-
ty of doing so. The opportunity sons
tinually arisey.
