‘l'urroted sruising ships ¢ only bo built
trith Ligh freeboand which rendors it noces-
sary to cover thoir sides with hoavy plating
ull the way upe” There must bae a limit to
this plating, which cant never be made thick
enough to resist the largest guns, Six or
eight heavy steel shot striking at tho water
lino would drive in their sides and probably
cause thom to sink, or withdruw from action
to rapair damages, if such a thing was pos-
sible,

To the Editor of the VoLuNTEER RivIEW,
Dt 1y Scitoots.

Sk, —As a good deal has of lato been said
wilh reference o the introduction of Mili~
tary training into the Schools of Canada, 1
would, with your leave, propasoe a scheme
which would, I think, be practicable, efli-
cient and at the samo time not expensive,
which is as follows :

That tho training be mamly confined to
the High Schools and Collegiato Institutes
for which there is alveady an annual grant
of Fifty Dollars allowed by tho Ontario Act
passed last year,

And, firat, nth regard to thoe Cqllegiate

Insututes: a Colleginto Iustitute is a High
School having four masters nnd a daily
average of sixty boys studying Latin und
Greek, and with these [ would include such
large establishments as the Normal Schools,
Upper Canada College, Trinity College
School Port ITope, and the Iuron College
at London, which wuuld mnkeup Twelto or
Filteen Institutes, Schools and Colleges of
this class in Ontario; {0 the Ontario allow.
anco of fifty dollars add one hundred doliars
as a Dowinion Grant which would ensure of
tho masters qualifying a3 dnll iastructors;
furnish these schools with say fifty serge
uniforms and carbines; the Instruction to
be for one hour each day and the course to
bo what is required for the second ciass
Military School Cerlificates, paying special
attontion to the balancastepand tho oxten
sion motions and such parts of the drill as
would improve the physical appeasance and
capacity of growing boys; to havao a yearly
exammation for sccond class certificates
which together with Ten Dollurs would be
grauted to such boys, sixtoen years of age,
as could pass the necessary examination in
drill and Interior Economy before a bonrd
of examiaers.

As to Lho lligh Schools whoro thero is n
smaller attendance, & Dominion grant of |
Iifty Dollars would bo added to the Ontavio
allowance, tho instruction to bo squad and
company drill suffiofent to emible tho boys
to nct ns good “rill aergennts, it would nat,
I think,be advisablo to go to the expenso of
supplying uniforns or carbines to theso
smnller schools, but [ would suggest that a
sort of dummy cirbine miuds of hardwood
having a lock anl breec hblock uttachment
should bo supplied, or ilit would not be
conveniont to get up these, half u dozen old
carbines without ammunition might be
furnished for tho purposo of tenching the
manual and platoon,

That all field ofticers should he Iuspootors
of drill in schools in their own Brigade Div-
ision,

With rogard to the Common Schools the
toachors of theso arosupplied almost entiro-
Iy from tho Normal and High Schools, und
evory mother's son atlending them should
get Lha goose step, extensi on motions, and
somd squad drill,to teach them how to walk
and hold themselves,and to give them a do-
cent carriage,

As to the Univereity Colleges, although it
might be objected that it would interfere
with their studics, i am inclined to think
that they should bo included in tho first
clags. As far as my experience goes those
Colleges which have Volunteer Companies
attached to them havo fugnished a much
larger number of oflicors to the force in pro
portion to the numblers attending them,
than those Colleges which havo no Com-
pany.

I trust that ine Government ill not do
away with tize old nulitary schosls entiraly,
and that they will still be kept up st King-
ston, Quebeo, and ialifax; they furnish an
entirely different class from those which the
Military College will prod uce, and in much
greater numbera; and itis at theso alone
that the first class certificates should bo
granted.

It sacms to me that tho scheme proposed
is what is wanted, practicable, cfficient and
not expensive. We cunnut kecp up a large
standing army, thoughit seems that a small
ono is absolutely necessury , butthe Militay
Schools and Collegiatoe Institutes will sup-
ply whatis wanted, namely, a lirge bady of
young men, cont inually beirg kept up and
scattered through tho country who will bo
able to drill and oflicer our Militia at short

notice in the event of threatening wars;
while the .Military College will supply-the
rogular forcs in time of poice, nnd in the
ovent of war wo shall bo supplied with
a-body of men who have made themmy
their profession and m.litary knowledge
their study, and who will ho nhl3 to distin.
guish themselves equally with that spleadil
body of men whom West Puiut brought -to
tho fore during.tho late Americin wur

Military Traintng in Scltools.

In the Ifouse the other day Dr. Brou3o
muved for 1 school committeo to Teport on
out present system of milltary drill, with a
view to nscertnin if somo Improvataent
may not be effected thorcon, o voferred
to the large sum voted grudgingly, amount
-ing to about ono twolfth of tho entire taxa*
lion of the country, feoling that a riore
satisfnclory state of things night bo brouglit
nhout withont drawing eo on their resources,
that was tho system of juvenile military
drill so taught in school.  He quoted-from
the report of tho rogal commission in'Eng-~
land,in which they appraved of this syetem,
he nalso quoted from authority that too much
time wns devoted to mental training; and
two little to physieal training. e del forth
that there were 500.000 boys in the schoold
in the Donunion, and that in a few yearsh
large number of young men would be quali.
fied snd whoawould muke the best soldiers
they could possibly pracure.~Those who
wern taught when young never forgot tho
drill. He cited the Prussian system in
coroboration of what bho stated. M. Vail,
the Minister of Militia, angreed to a great
extent with what had fallen from Dr.
Brouse, but b feared that the edugational
depnitment, wae entirely under the conttol
of the Provincinl Legislatures. o was sor
ry that his Honorable friend-colld not be
“induced to lay tho matlor ‘over” until noxt
session, that they had now at the hend of
tho militia a gentleman of grea® %ility,and
from wliom they expected a great improve-
ment of the mulitia drill, ho was not asking
too much in requesting that this mutter
might siand over until nesxt ses<ion,

There isno doubt but-that Prussia i3 in.
debted for the efliciency of her soldiérs to
the training they recaive while at sehool.
Not only their proficiency in handling the
rifle and their stendyness in the field, but
the muscle'it imprrts to their bodies. 'T47
is thereforo desireable that the fwaject
should be Lirought prominenily bLefore the
people hefore nanother session, ns the
motion of Dr. Brouse is likely to bo laid
ovet.~-Port Dover Independent.
