SPREAD OF THE INFEOTION OF FALSE
PRINQIPLES.

Lent i8 not only a time for prayer and pen-
ance. Itisa fAfseasonfor looking carefullyin-
to the prinoiples which guide our conduct in the
public as well a8 the private relations of life.
Anti-Christian 'prtnoH) es, ke germs of disease
jn the atmosphere, float around us. They are
imbited unawares, and develop insensibly, till
they take possession of the mind. Ouronle
gsafety against this kind of Infection s to be
found {n submission tothe Divine volce of the
Church. For 800 yeara the Catholles of these
kingdoms were subjected to an ordesl of sys-
tematic rotbery and cruel persecution. Many,
alae! sucoumbed, but a remnant, and especially
the people of Ireland, remained firm to their
faith and unconquered. The falth of the sur-
wvivors, like gold that has passed through the
furnace, has shone forth the brighter for the
irial, Worsted in his direct attack upon our
faith, Satan now assails our religlon from an-
other point. Woiled a8 a persecutor,,Satan now
approaches us as he approached Our Blessed
Lord in the desert. He appeals no longer to our
fears, but to our pride, to onr natural desire for
well-being and material prosperity. He railies
us o action. by colntlng to greed, sensuality,
and ipjusiice In many who are rich and

wertil, and to the dependence and humble
ot of their brethren who are poor. The doe-
trines of socirlism are tt e outcome of his teaoh-
ing. Terrorism. Incendiarism, violence, ard
murder are lawful weapons when it isjudged
that they will advance the cause of soclalism.
Other false prinoiples underminsthe basis of
all coivil authority—such asthe principle thxt
{he oivil authorityof rulers {s derived from nag
higher source than the people; that it is held
by asoolal contaret; that 1t 1s a mere delegation,
inno sense from God but directly and excla-
slvely from the pecple. Though theseaxe dac-
irines worthy of devilg rather than of men itis
eortain that the lll-instructed are sometimes
beguiled by the arch-enemy of man to accept
them. At first they are disguised, minimiged,
and insinuated. Desmsagogues boldly declare
them to be the only :emedy to our admitted
fleva.noen; and then, under the warm 1in-
uenced of secret socleties anasocialistic gather-
ingg, they grow apace till they take possession
ot the whole man, and are enunciated without
shame and advocated withort fear. It Is in
this way that the horrors of rsvolution and
anarchy are introduoced, and peace, prospsrity,
and religion are destroyed in acommon wreock.
It hasg sometimes been asterted that whatever
is not contrary to the law of the land msay be
lawrally sald or done bg & Christian. Bnt who
does not 568 that nelther th: law of the land
nor the term ¢ constitutfonat’” is convertible
with the law of God? We have, therefore, de*
termined to lay before you the true basis of
Catholic politics, in words which the Holy
Father has lately addressed to the Blshaps of
the Church for the rule and guidance ofhis
whole flock.

HOW EOOIALIEM I8 TO BE AVQIDED,

Varions important problems, such as the re-
1ations of capitsl and labor, the distribution of
wealth and 1is bordens, rest for thelr solution
with 1he civil power; but the pernicions error
of sosialism 18 refuted by Catholic doctrine.
The dactrine ig set forth by the Holy Father in
the following passage, from his Enoyolical Let~
ter on the Third Urder ot 8t, Francis:-*' The
1ollowerd And lpr pagators of Naturalism,” says
Pope Leo X1I1,, ** have Incressed to such extent
in the present day that they pessistenily deny
the duty of subjection to the Church, and ad-
vance by degrees Btill further until with logical
consistency they attack even the ¢ivil power.
They encourage violence and sedition among
the people; provoke agrarian disturbances ;
flatter the appetites of 1he lower clagses ; and
wesken the very foundations cf domestic and
publle order; In the midst of so many and sach
Rerious troubles, you clearly see that no slight
hope of relief may be based upon the restora-
tiod of the Franclecan institutes-to their primi-
iive condition; for, were they to flourish, faith
and piety and all Christian virtue wonid easily
flourish too. Nothing can be mors eficacious
ihaen this sla‘e of mindand convlotior for en-
tirely rooting out and desiroying all dangerous
perversity, violence,outrages, revalationury de-
glres, ard envy and 1ll-wiil betweoa different
clasues of society—=all of which things make up
the germs and the weapons of soclalism. Final-
1y, as regards the question that so much occu-
ples voliticlans, the relations between rich aud
poor would be most gatisfacterlly arranged, ha-
oruse the conviotion wou'd be estaplished that
Poverty was not without its dignity ; that ibe
Tick man is bound to bs mercitul andgenerous
the poor man to be content with his lot and
bis Industry ; and that as meither is born for
these perigchable goods, the one must win
‘heaven by patience, tue other by lbsrality.”

OATHOLIC DOCTRINE BERPECTING THE OCIVIL
POWER.

1t is of great importance, dear brethrenand
children in Christ, especially in days like the
present, that Catholics should hold fast to the
dootrine, which has been revealed, concerning
1he origin of the clvil power and the duty of
loyaity and obedience. ‘Ihe encyolleal letter of
the Holy Father, entitled Diuturnum, forms &
clear rute for Catholies on this subjeot .

" Inthe precepts and examples of Christ Our
Yaord, there 1s a wonderrul pewer for restraining
in their duty as much those who cbey as those

Who rale, and for keeping bstween them tha
agreement whioch is most according to pature,
&nd that concord of wills, from which arises a
course of administration, pesceful and free
from all disturbance. ‘Wherefore, we judge that
It belongs t» our jurlsdiction publioly to set
forth that which Oatholic truth demands of
€very one ip thia aphere ot duty ; from which
alsolt is made clearin what way and by what
means measunres may be taken for the public
safety 1a So oritical & state of affalrs. Although
man, incited by a certaln arrogance and couluz-
maoy, basoftea sliiven to cast aside the reirs
of anthority, still he has never bsen able toar-
Ilve at obeying noope, Butif it has been im=
Ppossible that political power should beremov-
-ed from lhe mldst of states, it ig cerialn that
men have used eviry art to take away its in~
fluence snd to lessen its majesty, as was espe-
claliy the case in the sixteenth century. when
& fatal novelty of opinicns infatuated a0 many.
lnoce that epoch not only has the mubitade
‘8irivon that & 1iberty greater than is just should
be meted out to 1t, but it has seen it to tashlion
the or!gin-and: constitution of olvilsoolety in
atcordance with its own will. Indesd, very
mapy men of more recent times say that all
Power gomes-from tho people ; so unat thoss
Wwha exercise 1tin the staie, exerolge it not as
ikelr own but as delegated to them by the peo-
ple, apd that, acocording to thisruie, it can be
‘Tevoked by the will of the yery pcople by wiiom
t wag delegated. But from these, Catholios
dissent, affirming that the right tolrule is from
, 88 from & patural and neoessarg prineiple.

As regards political power, that the Ohnrch
Xehtly - teaches to_gome from God, for it finds
1hia clearly testified in the saored roriptures and
n the monuments of antiquity; betides, no
other doctrine ean beconceived, which 18 mare
agreeable wo rearon, or more in Accord with the
Safety of both princesand peoples. Verily the
holy dootors have nndertalren to iltustrats also
the'same vrecepts by the natural light of res-
80n in guch & way that they must appear to be
altopether right snd true, even to thore who'
follow ranson as: their sole guide. And indeed
nature, or rather God, Who 1is the Author of
nature, wills that man should live in elvil so-
olety ; and thisias olear)y shown both bv the
faculty of langunage, the chief medium «f inter-

course, and by numerous eBires
of the ‘mind, and the many thane ecossary,
and of greal :lmgortmme, whichn]itary men
cannot pracure, but which they o~ proeure
when joined and assoolated with othe:sq, But
now, & soclety cannot exiat nor be conceived in
which there i8 no one to govern the willg of \n-
dividuals in such & way as to e, 88 't
were, one will out of many, and to Impel them
righ and orderly to the common good;
therefore, God has willed that in a civil soolety
there should be some to rals the multitude.
That the power which rerides In priests comes
from God is 8o fully aeknowleg& that amon
all nations they sare recogniz a8 and calle
the ministers of God. In like manner the su-
thority ot fathers of famllies preserves a cer-
tain impressed image and form of the authority
which 1is in God, of Whom all paternity in
heaven and earth is named. And in this way
different kindsof authority have between them
& wonderfal resemblance, since whatever there
18 of government and authority derives its
origin from one and the same Creator and
Lord ofthe world, who is God.

OlVIL FOWER NOT THE BESULT OF BOOIAL OON=
TRACT.

* Those who believe oivil gsoclety to have
arigen from the free consent of men, looking
for the origin of authority from the same
gourca, say that each individual hasglvenup
something of his right, and that every person
has voluntarlly put himeself into the power of
that man in whose person the whole of those

‘rights has been centred. But it i3 an error not to

sce, what lamanifest, viz. : men, as they are
not a nomad race, have been created, without
thelr own fres will, for & natural community of
life; and besides, that the agreement which
they allege, is openly & faleshood and a fiction,
and has no suthorlty to confer on poiitical
power such great force, dignity, and 888
a8 the safety of 1he Btateand the common good
of the oltizens require. Butthen only will the
princedom have all those qualifications and’
guarautees, when it {s undersiood to emanate
from God ag its august and most sacred source,
And it is impossible that any opinion should
be found not only more true but even more ad=-
vantageons than this. Whenoe it will behove
oitizeas to submit themselves and to be oba-
dient to princes, as to God, not 80 much through
fear of punishment, as through respect for their
majesly, not for the sake of pleasing, but
through conecience of datng their duty. And
by this means authority will remain far more
firmly seated in its place.
WHEN DISOBEDIENCE I8 LAWFUL,

“The one only reason whicH men have for
not obeying is, when anything is demarded of
them whion is openly repugnant to the natural
orthe Divinelaw, for everylhing in which the
Iaw of nature or the will of God is violated, it 18
€qually unlawful to command and to do. If,
therefore. it shonld happen to anyone to be
compelled to choose between one or the other,
viz., todisregard either the commands of God
or thoss of rulers, he must obey Jesus Christ.

There ate ramors to-day that Carey will be
removed from the closesnd unhealthy con-
finement of Kilmalnham to Bi-hmond Jall, in
the South Olrcular road, where be will have
the benefit'of country air, and more commo-
dious quarters to reinvigorate bim for the
onerous and loportant datles for Queen and
country he will bo called upon to perform
early next month at the Specfal Commission
Oourt. Tha great regret 13 thut the Informer
will not be in'his proper place on the occa-
elon, and that a8 chief and lender of the
criminal conclave he ia not to ve tho central
figure of the group on ths gallows tree—I{f
suoch 18 to be the concluding tableau of an in-
famony dramas,

charging the mortgage, Lut while fally ap-
preciating the kindness of henrt which
prompts your offer of help, I feel that it
would be impossible for me to accept it for
many reasons. I do not antleipats any em-
barragsment from the action of the mortga-
geed in giving me notice of foreclosnrs, es the
sale under the purchaee clauses of the Land
Aot—which 1 kad slways intended to make
to my tenants at the first convenient op-
portunity—will, I belleve, amply suffice for
tho settlement of the charge in question.

NEATH OF GCORNELL'S DAUGHTER

Our Irish obltuary column last week an-
nounced the death of Mra. Ellen M. Fitasi-
mon, the talented daughter of Daniel O'Con-
nell. The Liberator had two daughters and
four sons ; Mrs, Frenoh, whose son died here
a shorf time ago, Mrs, Fitzelmon, Maurice
Morgan, John and Dariel. Of sil his children
his daughter Ellen resembled him most in
face and brains. In fact she was the omy
ohild whose genius and intelligence were
above mediocrity. After O'Connell’s death in
1847—an editlon of his complste speeches
with a life was projected, to be edited by
John—1t was reslly aedited by Mr, Fitzsimon.
Two Iarge octavo volumns appeared but as
it was 1ssucd after the {amine with all its
concomitant poverty amongst the people the
work fell almost stillborn and its continus.
tion was Indefinitely postponed. Ellen O'Con-
nell marrled Ohristopher Fitzsimon who had
been one of 0'Connell’s staff during the time
of the Precursor SBoclety and Emancipation—
he also eat in Parliament with O’'Connell for
the County of Dubiin., After his marriage he
recelved the appointment of Olerk of tho
Orown and Hanaper, a position he held dur-
ing life and from the time of acquiring which
he took no farther part in politics. MNot so
with Mre, Fitzslmon; she wrote and pub-
llshed In the Dublin papers anonymous ar-
tioles on many subjeots of Irish interest, Bhe
algo published 1n the old Nafion over the Inf-
tials «N, M, F."” poetic ocontribntions,
Her age 1is mot given I[n the Irish
paper to hand, but the deceased lady must
have attained to near four score years. Even
in her old age she was a remarkable womany,
her large stature, her eroct carrlageand her
wenlth of ailver bair would attract passers-by.
Added to this, if her father's wig ocould be
placed on her head, making allowance for
the softness of the female face, ber likeness
to O'Connell was slmply pertect, BShe re.
talned her love for literature to the last. One
of the moet striking signs of the disturbed
stote of soolety in Ircland at present is the
fact that the death of the greatest ot O’'Con~
nell’s children shouid be dismissed 1o the
publio journala of Ireland with a very brief
notice. .

PANIC IN A SCHOOL.

A NUMBER OF CHILDREN
KILLED. : :

New Yonk, Feb. 20.—A panic occarred
in a gchool houseon Fourth street to-day, by
which a number ot children were fnjured.
feven children were killed by the panlo in
the school house on 4th street. The school
was conneoted with the German Oathollc
Churoh of the Holy Redeemer, and under the
tution of the Blsters of Charity. Bhortly be.
fore tbe hour for dismissing the puplisan
alarm of fire was raised.- Instantly one of
the attaches loit the bullding to notify the
Fire Department, and, on returning, found
the stalra a mass of girls, aged from four .to
twalve years. They were piled on one an-
otber, soreaming and moaning piteously.. A
pumber of men came to thelr relief, and the
Bisters of Obarity endeavored to calm.them,
When the ochildren ware finally extricated it
was found that seven had been crushed to
death and a majority of the others fujured.
They were taken to neighboring houses and
medical aid remdered. The cause of the
alarm wasg a small fire under the staircase on
the third floor; the flames were extinguished
speedily. The Bisters suoceeded In keep-
ing a number of the puplls In the class
rooms or the disastéer might have been
frightful. It Is now afvertalxied that four.
teen childien were killed, There “were
7200 in the bullding. The  removal.of
those on the fourth floor was progressing’ra.
pidly, when a Biater of Charity falnted from
excltement. - Immediately the olass ‘ was
thrown into confutfon and a rush mada:for
the hallway on the atairs. 8Ix ohildren were
taken out dead and elght- more died imme.
diately aiter. A large nymber of others who
wete carried to surrounding tenements, are
reported dying. The dead are Minnis Uster,
Mary Habernecht, Ma:y Ann Hopp, Minnie
Truhe, Josephine Mary, ‘Mary Brecbt,- Lena

Breker, Lizzle Mapetyeki, Theresa Katzner,
Barbara Pregenzer, Lonlsa Flonn._ Two are

unidentified. All were between 6 and 11 years.
‘Budolph Mandel taken out nnconsolous 18 be-
lHoved dying. The bullding iz five stories
high, and a survey shows that every rale and

. procaution for safely was disregarded. The

clags rooms sre too olosely packed with
Jbanches and seats, In nearly every room
ths doors open inward, and there 18 only one

1 uarrow door to each room to afford egrees for
{920 to 80 children.

The stalrways are aleo
‘asirow, and at top of the flight there is a
wooden gate not easily moved. The fire
etarted In a ocloset nnder the stairs, contain-
Ing aweeplngs and waste paper. It had
smonldered some time and filled the hall and
gtalra with smoke. The firemen promptly
extinguished i,  All efforts to gulet the
children were vain and they rushed madly
from the olass.rooms. The scene after
the panic was almost Indescribable.
Torn clothing was scattered upon the fioor.
The bodiss of the desd were taken to the
church adjoining and Ineffactual attempts ware
made {o resuscitate them. The parents of
the chlldren forced their way into the school
and church and their crles were agonizing.

Two more victims have dled, making a
total of 16. The 18t of injurad numbers 6.
Louisa Floren is dylng, suftéring from sufto-
cation and internal injurles. John Engle had
his leg broken, Frederick Gintleman Is
orushed and Internally injured. Annie
Scmfyl and Ffrederlok Dorckhelmer were
found almost suffocated and foaming at the
mouth. After hours of work they were re-
susoitated.

Nrw Yoek, Feb., 22.—The faneral ser-
vices of fourteen of the victimas of the
schoolhouss disaster took place at the Ohurch
of the Most Holy Redeemer to-day. Five
thousand were present and an fmmenss
crowd wag outside. ‘The streets through
which the procesgion passed were thronged.
The coffing were taken to the churoh in four-
teen white hearses and carrled through two
ines of a rifite company to the front of the
altar wils, Twelve little girls dressed In
white, wearlng black crape scarfs, stood at
the head of the coffing, and iwenty-six girls,
similarly dressed, were ranged along the altar
rail. The service was most Impressive and
touching. The sermon wae dellvered by
Father Schaeffer. All the bodles were taken
to the Calvary cemetery.

Loulae Floren, another victim of the dis-
agter, died to-day. XExaminer Rellly reports
that he inspected the bullding a fow montbs
ago aud found nothing wrong.

Mr. PARNELL'S PARLIA-
MENTARY POLICY,

The following Is the letter addressed by Mr.
Parpell to Mr, Josoph B. Walsh, of Castlebar,
county Mayo, in reference to gome inquiries
on the subject of the approaching vacancy
for the representation of that county which
was referred to In recent cable despatches :—

#DEAR Ma. WarnsH: I am obliged by your
letter of tha 6th inst.,, with regard to the two
propositions which are belng discussed In the
county Mayo, In view of & vacancy by the re.
tirement of Rev. Mr, Nelson, I should not
reccmmend the adoption of the first couree
you mention, viz : the rettrn of a member who
would refuse to take his seat. It the time
comes for the Irigh members to retire from
the House of Commons, 1 think they should
do 50 In a body aefter due consultation, and
with the approval of the constituencies and
the country generally.

«Such action taken by an isolated consti-
ftuency would not, I think, bs attended by any

beneficlal resnit, even as a demonstration, and
would be & loss to the Irlsh party and the
country by diminishing the already small
number of it8 popular representatives,

« My vlews with regard to Parliamentary
representation have been often emunclated,
and are very well understood, particularly in
the county Mayo, and I have recently at Cork
taken occasion to refer to them again. I be-
lleve thess vlews Lave been freely accoepted
by she country, and 1 do not know of many
Irishmen elther at home or abroad who differ
from them, althougb, undoubtedly, there ars
gdome who honeitly think otherwise.

# The other alternative which you mention
under consldemtion, vig, the return of come
local man pledged to work falthfully with the
Irish party, the. county to pay the extra ex-
‘penses entailed upon him by attending to
hié duties in London, 18, I consider, a prefer-
able one. There can be no doubt that many
constituencies are anxigus to relmburse their
members for the extrs expense which such
attendance a8 the counfry now requires to
-Parliamentary cuties luvolves, and in my
judgmens they cught to doso if they con-
tipue to accept thess servicesa.

«The old days have gone by, I trust never
to return again, when the member made o
profit out of his constitnency and out of bis
geat, and sold bimself and the people whom
he represented to the Governmeat. .

- uIt appears to me tp be to the bighest ex-
tent mean foran Irish constitvenoy to recelve
euch services ag have been rendered by many
-men of the present. Irish party whom I could
usme withont msking any attempt to repay
the expenses out of pocket incurred im the
performance of their duty by thelr reprecenta-
tives, I should not be in favor of thae idea of
any fixed salary or central foad. The course
which has been adopted by eomeé countles
already, suchas Sligoand the Qaeen’s County,
viz,, the ralelng of a testimonial for the
member eor members representing them
fe, 1 think, a betler one. B8uch a col

‘leotlon mneed not be of mny extravegant

amount, but it should bv of a suffiolent cx-
-tent to pay the expenses of a.contest where
there I8 one, and that entalled by residence
in Lovdon, 1fthe oconstitusnocles deelre to
remain reprasented in the Houseof Commons

I belleve it will be necessary for them to re-
coguize theas factd. X have seen the gaorl-

e

ficea and the struggles of more than one
member of the present party, and unless
some dense of the responsibility which rosts
upon the lrish constituencies is generally
shown by them in the direction I have indi-
cated, I certainly shouldnot continue to ask
men to placs themselves In a false position
by undertaking duties which they are mot
financially able to carry out,and I should he
obliged to consider 0i my own part whether
I could persevere with the thankless tazk of
endeavoring to keep together an independent
Irish party.

# I feel convinced, however, that there {8 &
fesling In the country that gomething ought
to be done, and a wvery general desirs to take
every sultable actlon, and that it only re-
quires an opportunity to glve it shape iu the
directlon I have indicated.

GERMANY AND THE VATICAN,

BERLIN, Feb, 22,~The Landtag to-day discuss-
od the estimates of the ulnmr{ of Worship,
Windthorat, leader of the Clericals, aaid the
Government was blameable for the confiio!

28 1t had not besn earnest in
its negotiatlons. The Government is not de-
sirous of psace with the Vatioan, though the
Emperor fuvora it.

To those contemplaling em{lgrauon to Minne-
sota,I bog to 8sy, certaln conditions are requir~
ed for succeds in Jarming, and without these
conditions they should not think or moving:
