A Letter trom Cardinal Parocchi bear-
ing Thereon.

Cardinal Parocchi has wrilten the fol-
lowing letter 10 a certain number of
representative Bishops :

‘Those prayers which, now five years

- since, we raised to Divine Providence, on
the suggestivn of the Sovereign Pontiff,
are about to be happily fuliilled, the
year now approaching being the fittieth
from that in which, 1n the flower of his
age, ha wns consecrated Bishop. Al
rea(iy are there bnliant signs of the
coming Jubilee in the consent of the
children of men through the whole world
to unite in celebrating with solemnities
the festival of our august Father. Bat
let this be the rale of a celebration so
happy—that after proof of the love that
i3 due bim from his sons, every effurt
may be directed to increasing the splen-
dor of the A postolicSee,tn iustructing the,
young in Chiristivn doctiine, to relieving
the misery of the poor, to fostering the
Faith, and to propagating, as far as pos-
sible, and to the utmost limits the
atrength of each man, the Catholic
doctrine. Insumuch, then, as the Holy
Father, approving the wishes of the
Coramittee entrusted with the due
keeping of this festival, has com-
mitted to me in his benignity the hon-
“orary presidency of the Commiscion,
which was most welcome to me, Viear
as 1 am of His Holiness, I beg you with
instance, my Lord Bishop, to employ all
your noted solicitude and piety in ar-
ranging all means fer giving to this
approaching solemnity the true splendor
of the celebration that preceded it. In-
deed, the new and signal merits where-
with this most wise Pontiff has enriched
himsell in his relation not only to the
Church but also to civil society, during
these recent years, require absolutely
that the gratitude and fidelity of Catho-

_ lics towarda their suprame leader may
be the more manifest -even in face of
our adversaries. And inasmuch as there

BRIGIDINE NUNS IN AUSTRALIA.

THE RAPID PROGRESS MADE BY THE ORDER
IN THE VARIOU3 DIOCESES.

The first house of the Brigidines in
Australis was founded in the Diocese of
Maitland, in far-off Coonamble, by six
Sisters from Mountrath. The nans came
10 Australin some years ago with the
Bishop of the diocese, Rev. Dr. Murray,
who has been kindness personitied to-
wards the Sisters since the first day the
met in their Irish convent. Notwiihstand-
ing the inconveniences which the nuns
had to endure in Coonamble, their zeal
and efliciency so established their repu-
tation that His Eminence the Cardinal
asked them to open schools in Cooma,
for which place four Sisters left Coon-
ambie in 1889. There they have alread
been 80 successful as to have passed
many pupils at the Sydney University
examinalions.

In 1885 the Right Rev. Dr. Crane, O.
8. A,, Bishop of Sandhurst, being on a
visit to Europe, availed bimselt of so
favorable an opportunity of gratifying
his ardent dssire of procuring from a
superior educational Order a community
of Sisters to found a house in Echuca,
and give themselves wholly to the higher
education of the.ohildren of his people.
Pravidence so arranged matters that the
Bishop had np difficulty in obtaining a
satisfactory response from the Brigidine
Nuns of Tullow, many ot whom voiunte-
ed to lubor for him in his Australian
vineyard. Four were selected, and aftera
long - voyage, rendered sagreeable and
happy by the fatherly kindness of the
Bishop, the nnns tanded in Melbourne in
Februoary, 1886, and'a few days later ar-

Convents of the Order have been
founded in Beeohworth, Wangaratta and
Ararat, ail of which were oentres of piety
and sonnd’ Christian learning. The con-
vent at Ararat, in the Diocese of Bal-
larat, is the infant house of the Brigidines
in Victoris, and being not yet guite com-
plete, the Sisters have not sufficient
accommodation to receive boarders, but
there is every reason to believe that they
will soon be able 10 do a0, and that many
parents will avaii- themsclves of the
oppor tunity of securing for their daugh-
ters a superior education.

Within the cemetery lies all that was
mortal of Commander Raphael J.
Semmes, of Confederate navy fame.

In the eastern portion of the cemetery,
where the rays of the morning sun tirst

remains of Rev. A. J. Ryan—Futher
Ryan, as he was wont to he called by
Protestants as well as Catholics, whum
all Mobile loved for his gentle and earn-
eat manper as man and priest, a man
who sang the sweetest song of the fair
South and ber Lrave sons battling for a
lost cause.

‘Wouderful Coin Collection.

The Philadelphia mint has a very
wounderful collection of coins, says the
Washington Star. Amoni other curi
osities it includes what ie believed to be
the oldest piece of metal money ever
made, which twvas minted in Azina
about 700 B. C. The design is in high
relief, representing a tortvise crawling
across the face of the «coin. It has no
dute. Date on coins were unknown up
1o four hundred years ago. The very
early coina bore designa only on one
face, Of a.l coins that have ever ex-
isted the smallest in value was the
“mte,” such as the widow in the Bible
dropped through the slot in the poor
box. The most valuable coin in the
collection described is a Cliinese piece
worth two bundred and twenty dollurs.”
it is simply a rectangular chunk of gold
stamped with Cbihese characters.
Lumps of gold are commonly used in
Chiua,_ for currency of large denomina-
tions, A coin minted in Egypt bears the
head of Queen Arsinoe, who was Cleopa-
tra’s great-great-great-great-great grand-
mother, Queerest of all the coivs are
those . from Siam—irregular roundieh
lumps: of ‘silver, from the bignesa of a
walaut to that of halfa buckshot.
